The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on
Thursday, February 4, 2021, via virtual telephone/video conference. Those present included:
Board members John Adams, John Pazlar, and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts;
Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town Attorney David Snyder; Town Planner Nate Sparks;
Town Engineer Mark Erichson; Building Official Jack Kramer, Planning Commission Chair John
Arnason; and those with business before the Town. Voedisch called the meeting to order at 7:02
p.m.

Minutes, Checks, Treasurer’s Report
Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the minutes of the January 7, 2021 Reqular
Town Board Meeting. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Motion

passed.

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve checks for February 4, 2020 of 20659-20689
(voiding 20688) along with electronic funds transfers EFTS0221 and EFTF0221 to the State of
Minnesota Department of Revenue and the Federal IRS, respectively, as presented. By Roll Call
Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Pazlar presented the Treasurer’s Cash Control Report showing a balance of $1,080,226.89, of
which $556,926.88 is investments. Pazlar moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the Treasurer’s
Report as presented. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar YES; Voedisch: YES. Motion

passed.

For the 2020 budget, $17,250 was moved from the 201 Sewer Budget Fund to the following funds:
$6,650 to the Sewer Pumping Fund
$10,000 to the Sewer Replacement Fund
$600 to the General Fund

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the moving of $17,250 from the 201 Sewer
Budget Fund as presented above. By Roll Call VVote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES:; Voedisch: YES.
Motion passed.

For the 2020 Budget, $25,000 was moved from the Road and Bridge Fund to the following funds:
$20,000 added to the Lynch Road Paving CD
$5,000 added to the Lynch Road Crack Seal CD

when system was pumped. The CD was cashed in 2019, the invoice for pumping was paid in May

Planning Commission

Road Frontage — Ordinance 2021-01

Sparks provided the Town Board with a memorandum and draft of Ordinance 2020-03, an
Ordinance Amending the Town of May Subdivision & Zoning Ordinance Regarding Minimum
Lot Frontage and Exempted Divisions. Sparks informed the town board that the township has
standards for lot width and frontage on a road required for every lot. These two standards are
similar with some of the numbers conflicting. This became an issue with a recent lot that was
created by the 20-acre exception where it ended up not having enough frontage in order to qualify
for a building permit. Therefore, clarification on this area of the Town Code is needed. The
ordinance went before the January 28, 2021 Planning Commission and they recommended
adoption of said ordinance.

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to adopt Ordinance 2020-03, an Ordinance Amending the
Town of May Subdivision & Zoning Ordinance Regarding Minimum Lot Frontage and Exempted
Divisions, as presented. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Motion

passed.

Froiland Variance

Sparks outlined a variance/subdivision request from Daniel Froiland at 15051 Ostrum Trail North.
The property is about 75 acres in size and Froiland wishes to split the lot into two lots; one lot that
is approximately 35 acres and the other about 40 acres. One of the lots would have road frontage,
the other does not have road frontage. Both parcels have buildable areas, one up where the existing
house is the area proposed to be split off. The first issue in the second parcel is road frontage;
however, there is an easement over the neighbor’s driveway. Froiland is seeking relief from the
variance requirement and seeking relief to allow this to have the shared driveway since the Town
Code states both road accesses need to be from a public road. The other issue is, at the time of the
building permit, there would need to be a shared-driveway agreement between the parties. The
driveway would need to meet the share driveway standards prior to any construction. This went
before the January 25, 2021 Planning Commission for their review and recommendation. It was
the recommendation of the Planning Commission that the Town Board approve Froiland’s request
with several conditions including that if any other divisions were to happen, all lots would need
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road frontage, that Froiland has to dedicate the right-of-way for the portion adjacent to his property
that is a prescriptive right-of-way, and that he needs to enter into a shared driveway agreement
with the neighboring property owner including making any necessary improvements to upgrade
the driveway in accordance with the township’s shared driveway standards. Voedisch
recommended the township inspect the shared driveway in the spring.

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to adopt Resolution 2021-02, a Resolution Supporting
Findings Approving a Minor Subdivision with a Variance for 15051 Ostrum Trail. By Roll Call
Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES:; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

River Grove, a Marine Community School, Amendment to CUP
The Planning Commission tabled this item to their February 25, 2021 meeting and directed staff
to work with local residents and school staff on gathering further information.

Old Business

Norell Avenue/CAHS 3 Road Project

Kevin Peterson and Fran Miron from Washington County were present at the meeting. Adams
reported that the previous Friday he had a meeting with Peterson and Miron to clarify his position
about the project and have a frank discussion. Adams noted he was satisfied with the results of
the meeting, wherein he learned key components of the future project regarding safety and public
sentiment about the project.

At the December board meeting, an open motion was postponed for future consideration:

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to supports the CSAH3/Norell Avenue
improvement project with the conditions that 1) the road (including shoulders) will
remain the same width as it is today; and 2) the length of road that is sloughing into
the wetland be widened only as required to effect repairs. This minimal approach
1s in keeping with the township’s Comprehensive Plan 2040 which strongly
supports the maintenance of the rural character of the Town.

At this time Adams wishes to rescind his December motion.
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Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to rescind his December motion, as outlined above. By

Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

DNR Boat Launch on Big Carnelian
Fran Miron from Washington County and resident Julie Andrich were present at the meeting to
continue discussions on solutions for parking issues/safety concerns at the Otchipwe Avenue DNR

boat launch.

Over the past month, Andrich met and talked with residents surrounding the DNR Boat Launch
parking concerns. Further, she mailed surveys to said residents as well. Her findings are as

follows:

Otchipwe Avenue/County Road 11

40 homes received the packet of information along with a return form.

21 responses (53%)

14 were in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone.

3 were not in favor.

2 of the 3 not in favor have addresses already a part of the current no parking
zone.

5 “other.” The “others” all share the concern about safety, including one family
who owns three properties on Otchipwe calling it “a death trap” near their
section of the road when street parking occurs. This same group of “others” is
wondering about their own use of the street parking, which they need in spring
and fall when they put their boats in/out of the water for the season. Many
homes do not have driveways conducive to extra car parking let alone getting
their boat off the street. A recommendation they all made was “resident parking
only” or “parking by permit only” to keep the option for homeowners who need
occasional street parking. In the stretch of homes from 12202 to the RR tracks,
it was also suggested that perhaps the east side of the road could be no parking
and the west side could accommodate parking, but the owner of that property
on the west side is in favor of no parking at all.

127th Street

8 homes received the packet of information along with a return form.
3 responses (38%) all in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone.

Ozark Trail

32 homes received the packet of information along with a return form.

15 responses (47%)

14 were in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone.

1 not in favor, and that person cited the same concern about losing their own
personal use of street parking with a limited driveway.
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Potential signage: Parking by Permit Only. Parking by Resident Only. No Boat/Trailer Parking.
From the prospective of Washington County, they operate by keeping standard signs as well as
taking into consideration the Sheriff’s Department who will be tasted with enforcing signs. There
is no “permit” system signate on any Washington County road. From a safety perspective,
Washington County offered to take the existing No Parking Zone which extends 750 feet in each
direction of the boat launch and extend that zone by an additional 1000 feet in each direction for a
total 1,750 feet in each direction from the boat launch. Miron noted the plan is initially, until
people get accustom to the signage, Washington County Sheriff would begin by issuing warnings
to violators and ultimately issue tickets for violators. Aldrich concurred and noted when residents
on the road see violators, they will contact Washington County Dispatch.

Voedisch recommended to the Town Board they hold off on adding No Parking signs to the mouth
of 127" Street and Ozark Trail. If after the county’s plan is initiated and parking overflow is found
at 12" and Ozark Trail, the township will revisit.

New Business

Square Lake Park Master Plan

Connor Schaefer, from Washington County Public Works, the lead on the Square Lake Park
Master Plan, was present to update the board on the future of this park. Square Lake Park is located
in May Township and contains a boat launch, two parking lots, picnic area, trails, swimming beach
and SCUBA access. The Master Plan is a 20 to 30-year vision of a park. Stewardship and access
to county parks is important to residents. This process started in Spring 2020 with meetings with
shareholders from Washington County departments, watershed district, Square Lake Association,
Washington Conservation District, Minnesota DNR, Square Lake Film Festival, Metropolitan
Council and Tibbetts from May Township. The Master Plan started with key goals including
access improvements; recreational use; infrastructure improvements; water quality protection, and
natural resource protection. A copy of Schaefer’s PowerPoint Presentation is attached to these
minutes. Pazlar noted the Master Plan seems well thought out and he would strongly consider
supporting it.

Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, that the Town Board draft and adopt a resolution at the
March Board Meeting in support of the Square Lake Master Plan. By Roll Call VVote: Adams:
YES: Pazlar: YES:; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

BUDGET MEETING
February 11, 2021

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a budget meeting on Thursday, February
11, 2021, via virtual telephone/video conference. Those present included: Board members John
Adams, John Pazlar, and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts; and Deputy
Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson. Voedisch called the meeting to order at 8:01 a.m.

Notice of this meeting was posted on the township’s website and at the town hall more than 72
hours prior to the meeting.

Olson presented the proposed budget of 2022 at $1,058,977 an 19.03% increase from 2021.

Voedisch started out by asking that money be added to the budget for Queens Way/Quail Way
roads with two options: a) $250,000 for mill and overlay, or b) $45,000 for crack fill and chip seal.
By adding the $250,000 to be levied in 2021, it brought the increase to 32%. Much discussion
was had back and forth among the board regarding budgeting for Queens Way/Quail Way.

The township has two dated plow trucks that are burdensome with a lack of reliability which
dictates exorbitant repair costs. Last year alone, over $80,000 was paid in parks/repairs. Voedisch
asked that $50,000 be added to the budget to start saving for truck replacement. Pazlar added that
money needs to be budgeted for truck repairs and the last two years the town has spent over budget
on repairs. What is more important, budgeting for exorbitant repair fees or budgeting for a new
truck?

Voedisch left the meeting at 9:02 a.m.

Adams and Pazlar discussed the future Road and Bridge needs of the township as the cost for
parts/repairs could be better spent on road maintenance. It was decided that each would go through
the budget one more time to find ways to trim.

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to continue the budget meeting to Tuesday, February 16,
2021 at 1:00 p.m. via Zoom. By roll call vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: Absent.
Motion passed.

Meeting continued at 9:30 a.m.

February 16,2021 at 1:13 p.m. the meeting was called back in order. Adams relayed that Voedisch
will not be attending. Before the meeting, Voedisch sent out an email to board members outlining
a plan to use the Lynch Road Fund CD’s to put towards future road projects/truck purchases.
Pazlar is not comfortable raiding the Lynch Road Fund as it requires in depth research and board
approval and he doesn’t want to use those funds to reduce the levy. Further, the engineers have
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not provided an in-depth study on how taking the Lynch Road Funding would benefit the township.
Therefore, the board decided not to raid the Lynch Road Fund. Adams agreed that the budget
needs to get done.

Adams suggested reducing the budget in the following areas: Legal, Planning, and Engineering.
Regarding Road and Bridge, discussion was had regarding the town engineer’s recommendation
for future projects as the township would like to see a more concrete definition of future road
projects for all township roads.

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to set the Proposed 2022 Levy at $969.046. a 8.92%
increase from the 2021 Levy, for review and approval at the March 9, 2021 Annual Town
Meeting. By roll call vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: Absent. Motion passed.

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to adjourn the meeting. By roll call vote: Adams: YES:
Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: Absent. Motion passed.

Meeting ended at 2:31 p.m.

Resolution No. 2021-05

A RESOLUTION WITH FINDINGS TO APPROVE A LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT FOR
KEVIN & SARAH JUTZ AND KALLYN APPLESETH, TO REMEDY THE JUTZ
VIOLATION OF THE TOWN’S ZONING ORDINANCE

WHEREAS, Kevin & Sarah Jutz (“Jutz”) are residents of the Town of May (“Town”)
residing at 13003 177™ Street (“the Property”) which is legally described in Exhibit A attached;
and

WHEREAS, during the summer of 2020 Jutz erected a pole barn Accessory Structure (“the
Structure”) over 2,500 sq. feet in size on the Property without benefit of a Building Permit, which
is a violation of the Town Code at 302.01: A. “Permit Required”; and

WHEREAS, the Property is 19.66 acres +/- in size and is insufficient in lot area to carry a
building over 2,500 Sq. feet, a violation of the Town Zoning Code at 705.05 C. “Dimensional
Standards” which requires 20.01 acres, a Performance Standard not subject to variance; and

WHEREAS, should the Town determine that the building can remain, the Town’s remedy
to cure the violation of building without a Building Permit is to pay the permit fee and the
prescribed penalty; and

WHEREAS, the Town Attorney has provided to Jutz a Building Removal Agreement and
Stipulation (“Agreement’) with the operative pages attached as Exhibit B, which provides for only
two remedies: 1) in paragraph 2, Jutz may acquire sufficient adjacent acreage to be combined with
the Property, bringing his lot area up to the minimum requirement for his building, or 2) in
paragraph 3, the building shall be removed; and

WHEREAS, the Agreement further requires that the acquired acreage be “immediately
contiguous property” with the Property as stated in paragraph 2 of the Agreement, and that it be
consolidated on one deed with the Property; and

WHEREAS, Jutz did not sign the Building Removal Agreement; and

WHEREAS, Jutz will acquire via a Land Purchase Agreement shown in Exhibit C, 0.35
acres of land (“the Land”) from Kallyn Appleseth situated kitty-corner to the Jutz Property,
touching Property at a corner-to-corner point, as shown in aerial photo Exhibit D with the Property
shown in blue and the Land represented in orange; and

WHEREAS, Jutz has asked that such acquisition be considered by the Town as curing the
Zoning Violation; and



WHEREAS, two properties which “touch,” “touch at a point,” or “touch corner to corner”
are “contiguous” per Mirriam Webster’s, Black’s Law Dictionary, and other dictionary sources,
and are also “contiguous” per the County Recorders’ Office; and

WHEREAS, the Land purchased by Jutz is of sufficient size and is contiguous to the
Property, which, when combined with the Property will create a new Jutz parcel of 20.01 acres, of
sufficient size to resolve the Jutz Zoning violation as to land area; and

WHEREAS, if the Land and the Property cannot be combined on one deed at the County,
then Jutz will own the Property and the Land on separate deeds, which will then be “combined”
by the Town for Zoning purposes via a Development Agreement between the Town and Jutz; and

WHEREAS, before Appleseth, Jutz contacted three other neighbors about acquiring land,
and in each case the acquired land would have been both contiguous and share a boundary with
the Property, making the acquired land more usable to Jutz; and

WHEREAS, Jutz prefers to find neighboring land that shares a boundary with the Property
and thus, he will continue to search for adjacent land; and

WHEREAS, in furtherance of this search, Jutz and Appleseth have a “buy back” provision
in their Land Purchase Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Town has spent [$1,941] to date on Planner and Attorney time on this
matter, and these expenses, and any future expenses, should be reimbursed to the Town.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the May Town Board does hereby
approve and accept the Jutz proposal to acquire the Land from Appleseth as described herein, and
that the Town approves the combination of Property and Land as a remedy to the Jutz Zoning
violation, so long as the conditions below are met:

1. That certified surveys be completed for the Property and the Land, with resulting legal
descriptions also being created for both parcels, and presented to the Town;

2. That with the new legal descriptions, Jutz must create new deeds as follows: a) for the
Land to be conveyed to Jutz, b) for the Property combined with the Land to be conveyed,
and c) for the Appleseth property less the Land conveyed to Jutz;

3. That such deeds be conveyed to the Town for review and recording at the County;

4. That Jutz reimburse the Town [$1,941] for billings paid to date to the Town’s Planner and
Attorney, and Jutz will cover any of their future billings to complete this matter;

5. That Jutz apply for a Building Permit and pay the prescribed fee plus penalty;

6. That Jutz has until August 1, 2021 to provide all survey and legal work to the Town to
implement this proposal. Should Jutz reasonably require more time to complete the work,



such as the inability of his surveyor or attorney to perform the work needed in a timely
manner, the Town may extend the time to perform by motion.

AND FURTHER, should Jutz find alternate adjacent land that brings the Property up to
the minimum size as stated herein and is contiguous to the Property, and Jutz satisfies all other
conditions stated herein, the alternate adjacent land will then become the Land as defined herein
and for the purposes of this Resolution, and the Town will recognize it as such.

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BUILDING REMOVAL AGREEMENT AND STIPULATION

WHEREAS, the property identified on Exhibit A hereto (hereinafter referred to as the
“Property”) is owned by Kevin Jutz and Sarah M. Jutz (hereinafter referred to as “Jutz”) and
located at 13003 177 Street North, Marine on St. Croix, MN 55047; and,

WHEREAS, the Property contains 19.07 acres and Jutz has constructed a pole barn on it
in excess of 2,500 square feet; however, there was already a pole barn on the Property measuring
approximately 6,000 square feet; and,

WHEREAS, the May Town Code limits accessory building square footage to 2,500
square feet when the parcel under 20 acres; and,

WHEREAS, upon notice and hearing to the May Town Board held on December 5, 2019,
the May Town Board heard and took testimony and evidence in connection with the matter and
concluded and declared that Jutz’s construction of the building is violative of the May Town
Code and it must therefore be removed and that quasi-judicial decision has not been changed or
appealed; and,

WHEREAS, Mr. Jutz has claimed that he believes he will be expanding the acreage of
his Property through acquisition of property an adjoining parcel; and,

WHEREAS, if at least acres were acquired by Jutz and properly incorporated into
his existing parcel so as to bring the existing parcel to 20 acres or greater, then the violation
would be cured; however, to date, this has not occurred and the Property remains in violation of
the May Town Ordinances; and,

WHEREAS, without limitation, May Township is tentatively willing to forebear
enforcement and removal action subject to strict compliance by Jutz of the following conditions.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. Jutz shall post with the May Town Treasurer the sum of Ten Thousand and 0/100
Dollars ($10,000.00). This shall be placed in an interest bearing account to secure the
performance by Jutz of the covenants and requirements herein, and to provide for the costs of
removal of the structure if this agreement is not complied with in all respects.

2. Jutz shall have until and no later to acquire the needed
minimum of acres from immediately contiguous property and to consolidate that additional land
with the parcel by approved deed, subject to first review and approval by the Township.

EXHIBIT B
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3. If Jutz does not do so, then by this agreement he expressly permits May Township
to enter upon the Property and remove the building (and any personal property therein which
may be relocated elsewhere on the Property without claims of costs, loss or damage against May
Township) and to use the escrowed funds for that purpose.

4. In the event, however, that Jutz does acquire the required additional property by

, and the same is confirmed and approved by Resolution of the May Town
Board, then upon certification by the May Town Board that the Property has been integrated into
his existing parcel, the Ten Thousand and 0/100 Dollars ($10,000.00) escrow shall be released to
Jutz with any interest thereon.

5. Jutz shall pay all May Township costs of enforcement or performance of this
agreement upon presentation to him and any unpaid costs may be assessed against Jutz’s
Property without regard to the requirements or formalities of Minn. Stat. § 429.

6. Nothing in this agreement shall eliminate Jutz’s right to retain the structure if an
ordinance amendment is adopted which would otherwise make it lawful; however, no
representations or statements concerning that are offered or relied upon by Jutz and it is not
under consideration.

7. This document may be recorded against the Property in the Office of the
Washington County Recorder and shall be binding on owner successors and assigns.
