OFFICIAL PLANNING COMMISSION MINUTES 

February 27, 2025 

 

 

The Planning Commission for the Town of May held its regular monthly meeting on Thursday, 

February 27th, 2025 at the May Town Hall.  Members in attendance were Chair Chad Nelson, Ted 

Nesse, Mitchell Otterson, Dave Langer and Dave Mandel.  Also present was Town Planner Nate 

Sparks and Town Clerk Bobbi Hummel.  Members Lester Ryden and Dave Ubel were absent. Chad 

Nelson called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. 

 

Minutes from January 30, 2025, Planning Commission Meeting. 

Motion by Nesse, seconded by Nelson to approve minutes from the January 30, 2025 meeting.  All 

in favor. Motion passed. 

 
Public Hearing.  Rural Residential District Study 

Nelson updated that overall framework of this ordinance was presented at the January Board meeting 

and he received positive feedback. The direction was to collect additional public input tonight and 

provide a final draft for the Board next week.   

 

Sparks reminds the Planning Commission members about the path to get where we are tonight, 

including public comments and input, discussions and review of the current code, history of where 

some older allowable uses originated, structure of the district, and how certain uses influence other 

parts of the code.  Several decisions were made and presented to the Board. With the approval from 

the town Board, the draft ordinance is presented tonight.  

 

Some changes include a change to the zoning ordinance – incompatable uses need to be removed 

from the zoning district and perhaps moved into a new section.  A new zoning district will be 

created.  Terminology was changed, and 16 different sections were updated.  

 

Otterson asks if the changes effect any existing CUP’s upon renewal. Sparks indicates that it would 

be reviewed/addressed at the time of renewal and there may need to be modifications. 

 

Otterson remarks that perhaps parks may need more detail to limit a potential commercial operations 

with the new zoning district. If this issue were to come up in the future, the township would look at 

the size of the land and consider the yield plan allowance for the request. The township has the 

ability to limit the size of the uses. 

 

The reduction of home occupation/small business was limited to 2 employees due to complaints the 

township has received with active small business permits. Outside storage is also limited. 

 

The current cemetery in the township is guided/zoned in the new public institutional zoning district.    

 

Nelson motions, seconded by Otterson to open the public hearing at 7:58p.m. 
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Residents in attendance expressed needs for more requirements/limitations surrounding outdoor 

lighting and noise requirements, potential setback revisions, park uses, size of the cemetery, and dog 

kennel allowances. 

 

For clarification, with the new zoning district, an applicant would be required to go through 3 

different processes to get approval and ensure it aligns with the new criteria.  Sparks confirms, that is 

true.  It must be consistent with the comprehensive plan. 

 

Nelson motions, seconded by Langer to close the public hearing at 8:25p.m. 

 

The resort that is currently grandfathered/allowed in the township will be allowed to operate as a 

resort for as long as the license at county level is kept current. 

 

This draft, with minor changes from Planner Sparks, will be presented at the March 6th Board 

meeting for consideration.  Specifically moving the cemetery use out of the rural residential district. 

 

Langer motions to approve this draft ordinance and present it to the Town Board next week. 

Seconded by Nesse.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

Background 

Glenn Johnson has submitted a minor subdivision Concept Plan for his property located at 14926 

Paul Avenue. The site is currently 19.69 acres. The applicant seeks to divide the property into two 

lots.  

 

Applicant’s Proposal/Property Description 

The site at PID 23.031.20.11.0001 is 19.69 acres. The existing home, barn, silos, and seven 

outbuildings are located to the north 1/3 of the lot. The current land use is Rural Residential and in 

the 2040 comprehensive plan it is still planned to be Rural Residential. The lot consists of agricultural 

land, woodland area, and several existing structures including a house, a barn, seven outbuildings, 

and two silos.  

 

The buildings on the property sit in the north 1/3 of the lot and consist of a house (1,090 sq ft), two 

150 sq ft silos (300 sq ft total), and a barn (2,768 sq ft). The seven accessory structures which are 

listed as seen on the plat north to south, west to east, are 312 sq ft, 460 sq ft, 80 sq ft, 124 sq ft, 190 sq 

ft, 104 sq ft, and 500 sq ft. The total square footage of existing buildings on the property is 5,928.  

 

The designated access connects the property to Paul Ave N. and is south of the house.  

 

Zoning and Density 

The property is zoned RR- Rural Residential and the future land use for the property is guided for 

Rural Residential in the 2040 Comprehensive Plan. The density of a minor subdivision shall be 

determined by the lot yield calculation detailed herein this report. The Comprehensive Plan allows for 

one unit for every 10 acres of property. 

 

Subdivision Regulations 

The applicant is proposing a Minor Subdivision. As such, there may be a division of the property into 

two lots and no new roads are required.  

 



 

Yield Calculation 

A yield plan calculation has been provided and is attached on the applicant’s concept plan. Generally, 

the yield plan depicts: 

  

 Area 19.7 

÷ 10.0 acre density 

1.97 

 

The result is 1 ten-acre lot. Applying the “80% rule” to the 1.97 calculation will result in a 2nd lot 

being granted. The next calculation is to determine the amount of buildable land: 

 

   19.7 acres dry land 

     - 0 acres wetland  

              - .11   acres steep slopes 

 19.59 acres buildable land 

 ÷19.7 acres total area 

 99.4% percent buildable area 

 

 

A buildable land percentage of 99.4 percent results in a buildable land factor of 1. 

  

   1  buildable land factor 

 X 2.0  base lots 

 2.0 (subject to rounding) 

 

Therefore, the yield pan allows up to 2 lots for this property. 

 

Lot Requirements 

The following table illustrates the performance requirements for the Rural Residential District:  

 
RR – Rural Residential District Minimum Requirements 

Lot Area 2.5 Acres 

Buildable Area (contiguous) 2.5 Acres 

Lot Width 150 feet at the front yard 

setback / 300 feet of public 

road frontage 

Front Yard Setback  40 feet 

Side Yard Setback  20 feet 

Side Yard Setback (Corner Lot) 40 feet 

Rear Yard Setback 50 feet 

Maximum Structure Height 35 feet 

 



 

The existing home meets the front yard setback because it is over 50 feet from the roadway. 

However, the survey notes that the property line is subject to a right of way dedication. The proposed 

boundary after the dedication would put the house 20 feet from the property line. 

 

The Northern lot, (Lot 1), is a corner lot that currently has driveway access on Paul Avenue but is 

proposing the removal of this access and the creation of a new driveway access to the southeast of the 

lot (or possibly Ostland Trail North) in the future. The southern lot, (Lot 2), has proposed an access 

point onto Paul Ave. The applicant is not proposing any modification to the site other than a minor 

subdivision. 

 

Paul Avenue is a County Road and is subject to the requirements of Washington County. 

 

Proposed Lots 

The applicant is proposing two buildable lots. Lot 1 is 8.84 acres with 8.84 contiguous buildable 

acres. Lot 2 is 8.81 acres with 8.81 contiguous buildable acres. 

 

Access 

The site is adjacent to Paul Avenue North and Ostlund Trail North. The current site has an access 

point that leads from Paul Avenue N onto Lot 1. Ostlund Trail N runs along the northern boundary of 

Lot 1 which is a corner lot. The new Lot 2 owner would have to apply for separate permission from 

the Township for a driveway. 

 

Septic Requirements/Soil Testing 

Section 901.15.07 states that septic requirements of a minor subdivision shall satisfy the requirements 

of Articles 305 and 505, as well as: platting to accommodate detached single-family dwelling lots 

with individual septic tanks and drainfields, and conformity with performance standards of the 

Minnesota Pollution Control Agency’s standards for Sewage Treatment Systems WPC-7080 and its 

Appendices, or the INPCA standards in effect at the time of installation, and to the Town’s and 

County’s Septic System Regulations. 

 

The Minor Subdivision Concept states that a new proposed septic system would sit to the South of 

Lot 2. The proposed septic area meets setback requirements. The plat does not detail the existing 

septic system or its location in relation to required setbacks.  

 

Section 901.04.19 states that applicant must provide soil testing results for the installation of both a 

primary and secondary on-site sewage disposal system. Soil tests have been provided and found 

loam, sand clay loam, silt loam, medium sand, medium loamy sand, loamy fine sand, and clay loam 

on the property. All of which were found to be suitable for a future septic system.  

 

Grading and Drainage 

Per Section 901.04.19, the applicant must provide (a) drainage, grading, and erosion control plans and 

(b) a Wetland delineation report and map. 

 

The applicant has provided a wetland delineation report and map per 901.04.19. The report found no 

wetland area on the property.  



 

 

Accessory Buildings and Structures 

The current buildings shown on the Concept Plan include a house (1,090 sq ft), two 150 sq ft silos 

(300 sq ft total), and a barn (2,768 sq ft). The seven accessory structures and sheds which are listed as 

seen on the plat north to south, west to east, are 312 sq ft, 460 sq ft, 80 sq ft, 124 sq ft, 190 sq ft, 104 

sq ft, and 500 sq ft. Section 705.05 details the general requirements, dimensional standards, and 

setback requirements for accessory buildings.  

 

Additionally, on parcels greater than two and one-half (2.5) acres and up to and including twenty (20) 

acres, a maximum of two (2) detached accessory structures are allowed. 

 

One (1) single story shed of up to two hundred (200) square feet is permitted in addition to the 

number of accessory structures listed above, and the area of such shed shall not be counted in the total 

square footage area of all accessory structures on a property. 

 

The Town Code allows for the preservation of a farmstead when the resulting lot is 10 acres in size or 

greater.  The proposed property housing the buildings will be only 8.84 acres.  Therefore, the 

applicant will need to either raze the accessory buildings on site (to get below 2,500 square feet) or 

increase the size of the lot to 10 acres. 

 

Preliminary Plat Review 

The Planning Commission shall make its recommendation to the Town Board, and the Town Board 

shall evaluate the plan based on the following: 

 

1. The consistency of the Preliminary Plat with the goals, objectives and policies of the 

Town’s Comprehensive Plan. 

2. The consistency of the Preliminary Plat with the purpose of the Town’s subdivision 

ordinance. 

3. The compliance of the Preliminary Plat with the development standards of the Township 

subdivision ordinance and regulations. 

4. The preservation and management of open space, if any, defined by the Concept Plan. 

 

Recommendations 

The two proposed lots generally meet the Town’s requirements.  The existing lot has structures that 

will not be meeting setback requirements but they are existing structures.  Lot 1 has more structures 

than are permitted.  The applicant can either remove the excess structures or shift property from Lot 2 

to Lot 1 to make Lot 1 10 acres in size.  If it were 10 acres in size, it would qualify for the “farmstead 

exemption” in Section 705.05.G. 

 

The applicant proposes some sort of an agreement with Washington County related to the right-of-

way dedication.  As of today, the Town has not heard from Washington County if they find this 

agreement acceptable.  If they do not, the plan will need to be adjusted. 

 

Town Discussion.  If Town Officials find that the plan is generally acceptable, it may be approved. 

Any approval should be done with the following conditions: 



 

 

1. All comments from the Town Engineer shall be addressed. 

2. All comments from the Town Attorney shall be addressed. 

3. All comments from Washington County shall be addressed.  Right-of-way must be 

dedicated in the manner required by Washington County. 

4. Park dedication shall be paid. 

5. The applicant must either remove the accessory structures on Lot 1 to conform to code 

requirements or adjust the lot sizes to qualify for the exemption in Section 705.05.G. 

6. All other comments from the Planning Commission and Town Board shall be addressed.
