OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES 

April 2, 2020  

 

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on 

Thursday, April 2, 2020 via virtual telephone/video conference.  Those present included:  Board 

members John Adams, John Pazlar and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts (at the 

Town Hall); Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town Attorney David Snyder; Town 

Engineer Katie Koscielak; Planning Commission Chair John Arnason and those with business 

before the Town.  Voedisch called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

 

Minutes, Checks, Treasurer’s Report    

Tibbetts prepared a draft of the minutes of the Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) 

meeting with the Town Board that occurred on February 12, 2020 at the Town Hall.  Voedisch 

questioned a paragraph located towards the end of the last page regarding ground water and 

proposed striking the entirety of the last paragraph of the minutes.  Adams moved, seconded by 

Voedisch, to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2020 MPCA Meeting, as amended.  By Roll 

Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve the minutes of the March 5, 2020 Town Board 

Meeting.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2020 County Road 

3 Meeting with Washington County.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: 

YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Pazlar moved, seconded by Adams, to approve checks for April 2, 2020 of 20246, 20272-20311, 

along with electronic funds transfers EFTS0420 and EFTF0420 to State of Minnesota Department 

of Revenue and Federal IRS, respectively, as presented.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams:  YES; Pazlar: 

YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Olson presented the Treasurer’s Cash Control Report showing a balance of $989,612.30, of which 

$508,980.81 is investments.  Pazlar moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve the Treasurer’s 

Report as presented.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion 

passed. 

 

Adams noted the balance of $13,966.30 in the 201 Pumping Fund.  Adams moved, seconded by 

Pazlar, to move $13,966.30 from the 201 Pumping Fund to the 201 Pumping Fund Certificate of 

Deposit at Security State Bank of Marine.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; 

Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 
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The town was awarded $72,462.88 from FEMA in March 2020 for the 2019 spring flood damage.  

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to accept the grant and put the money in the Road and 

Bridge Fund.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Planning Commission  
 

Ordinance 2020-01 

John Arnason, Planning Commission chair, was present.  Arnason reported that at the March 26, 

2020 Planning Commission Meeting/Public Hearing, the members discussed the requested 

modification to the Town Code regarding retail sales.  Currently, the town does allow Small 

Business if the use is a secondary use to the primary use of the property, which is residential.  This 

question came up with the proposed past and future sales of bees by Nature’s Nectar.  Sparks 

worked with Snyder to prepare an amendment to the Town Code.  To up to two events per year, 

three days each to sell livestock offered for sale which would bees.   After short discussion, the 

Planning Commission recommended to the Town Board to adopt Ordinance 2020-01.  Voedisch 

thanked Arnason and Planning Commission for their review.   
 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to adopt Ordinance 2020-01, an Ordinance amending the 

May Town Code modifying the Town’s Standards for Retail Sales associated with Small Business 

Permits and directing the clerk to publish in the town’s legal newspaper of record.  By rollcall 

vote:  Adams YES; Pazlar YES; Voedisch YES.  Ordinance adopted. 

 

Reappointment of Planning Commission Chair 

Arnason’s term expires in March 2020.  Voedisch asked if he wished to continue as Planning 

Commission Chair.  Arnason indicated he does.  Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to 

reappoint John Arnason as chair of the Planning Commission for a three-year term expiring in 

March of 2023.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

201 Sewer System 
 

Natural Systems Utilities Contract Amendment 

Adams noted a new draft rule from Metropolitan Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) is going to 

be approved which will allow a municipality like May Township, that if we can prove we have 

less than 10,000 gallons of effluent flow per day through our system, would not need an MPCA 

permit, rather, a permit through Washington County.  This would be less expensive for the 201 

Sewer System.  The way to achieve this would be doing 90 days of daily monitoring which would 

be centered over the Fourth of July, and nine months of weekly monitoring.  Adams presented the 

other board members with the amendment proposal from NSU to increase costs by $3,800.00 for 

the monitoring. This would be a one-year contract from the time the amendment is executed.  

Voedisch asked if the contract next year would return to a normal amount.  Adams indicated yes.  

The original 2020 contract was approved earlier this year.   

 

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve the $3,800.00 increase/amendment for the NSU 

one-year contract for the monitoring type needed to determine whether we are permitted through 
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MPCA or Washington County.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  

Motion passed. 

 

Engineering and Roads  
 

Calcium Chloride Application 

Koscielak solicited quotes to apply calcium chloride (possibly two applications depending on 

weather) to the town’s gravel roadways from Northern Salt and Envirotech Services.  Voedisch 

thought gravel roads should treated before fishing opener.  A second application may be applied 

if directed in the late summer of 2020.  The quotes received were: Northern Salt at $132,580.00 

and Envirotech Services at $168,000.00.  Koscielak noted the $5,000 plus increase to Northern 

Salt’s bid from 2019 is due to the freight cost increases from the railroad.  The board voiced 

concern regarding application problems in 2019 – standing salt water in places indicating too much 

liquid per square yard was being applied.  Koscielak will talk with Northern Salt about their 

amount of delivery.  Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to award the bid to Northern Salt in the 

amount of $132,580.00 if we do two applications.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; 

Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Street Sweeping 

Koscielak solicited quotes to complete sweeping operations along bituminous roadways from 

Mike McPhillips, Inc., Dustbusters, and Allied Blacktop.  She only received a quote from Allied 

Blacktop in the amount of $6,500.00.  Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to award the bid to 

Allied Blacktop in the amount of $6,500.00 for street sweeping.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; 

Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Gravel Application 

Koscielak solicited quotes of gravel from Miller Excavating, TA Schifsky, and Dresel Contracting.  

The budget for gravel in 2020 is $27,500.00.  Koscielak and Voedisch have prioritized roads based 

on the approved budget and condition of the roads identified in the Gravel Application Gird as 

needing gravel.  Koscielak received bids from: TA Schifsky at $13.59 per ton delivered; Dresel 

Contracting at $14.50 per ton delivered and graded by Dresel Contracting; and Miller Excavating 

at $11.30 per ton for side dump delivery and $12.26 per ton for dump delivered.  Voedisch moved, 

seconded by Adams, to award the bid to Miller Excavating at $11.30 per ton for side dump delivery 

and $12.26 per ton for dump delivery.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: 

YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Ozark Avenue Storm Drain Structures 

When the connecting pipes in five storm drain structures on Ozark Avenue/Ozark Avenue Court 

were installed years ago, they were never grouted, leaving a gap around the pipe.  This gap allows 

soil from around the pipe to enter the structure and undermine the pavement/curb adjacent to the 

structure creating a void.  Koscielak received a bid from Dresel Contracting in November 2019 for 

$3,000.00 to pump concrete into the void as a short-term fix to the problem.  At that time, the 

board asked her to get a bid from Rick Fuhr.  However, the winter weather dictated the end to this 

fall project.  Koscielak checked with Dresel this spring and their quote has increased to $8,000.00 
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for the same short-term fix.  Currently, she is working on getting a bid from Rick Fuhr.  Voedisch 

moved, seconded by Adams, to wait to receive a bid from Rick Fuhr before moving forward on 

this structure repair, and discussing this at the May 7, 2020 board meeting. By Roll Call Vote: 

Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

 

Spring Roads Tour 

Koscielak will be scheduling a spring roads tour with Voedisch and Adams.  Once scheduled, 

Tibbetts will post notice.   

 

Gravel Samples 

Koscielak’s staff is going to be getting better gravel samples of gravel roads with questionable 

gravel content.  The samples gathered by Voedisch were too small.  Therefore, 130th Street at 

Keystone Avenue and 121st Street will be sampled and the gravel analyzed.   

 

Dust Control 

The town received a complaint from a resident regarding the calcium chloride application in 2019.  

There was too much application put down which created mud that was tracked onto property.  

Voedisch proposed cutting back the amount of liquid application.  Koscielak had contacted 

Northern Salt in 2019 and she was told they went through far more material than in the past.  She 

is wondering if there was an application problem.  She will discuss with Northern Salt their 

application process and amount, as well as not applying material on private roads.  Voedisch asked 

if this would change the current quote?  Koscielak will discuss with Northern Salt their rate of 

application as well as the area being applied.  Pazlar noted from the complaints he received from 

the 2019 application, the problem is not the application amount, rather an operator problem with 

dispensing.  He doesn’t want to reduce the application rate because that would be solving the 

wrong issue.  We should watch the weather so as not to apply to a saturated gravel road.   

 

Snow Plow Damage  

There are three areas in the town that we know of with snow plow damage.  Without the plow 

driver lifting the blade near the edge of a cul-de-sac, in two places it pushed up sod and creates the 

damage.  Voedisch will take a tour of the damage with Dresel to determine how to remedy the 

damage.   

 

Ostlund Trail Traffic Counts 

Considering the current pandemic and River Grove closed, we were unable to get the traffic counts 

of full-session activity.  We have the measurements of an inactive school session with counts taken 

during Spring break week.  Given the timing and lack of opportunity, Pazlar wondered if River 

Grove will know these counts will impact the town’s decision-making ability in the future.   
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Violations/Complaints 
 

13003 177th Street – Town Code Violation – Buildings 

Tibbetts reached out to Kevin Jutz regarding an update on his acquiring the needed acreage for his 

violation.  He responded that, under the current pandemic, he has not contacted the neighboring 

properties but said he will get the acreage needed this summer.  Snyder said even though Jutz is 

invoking the current pandemic, this violation has been going on for well over six months.  Snyder 

would like to have this matter resolved sooner, rather than later.  Pazlar wants to see some more 

effort by Jutz.  Adams noted he wants Jutz to know we are paying attention and serious about his 

finding a solution to this violation.  Voedisch will work with Snyder on preparing correspondence 

to Jutz outlining the board’s appreciation of him finding a solution in a quicker manner to the 

violation.   

 

Old Business 
 

Panorama Water Issue 

Koscielak reported she had a meeting in early March with the Carnelian Marine St. Croix 

Watershed District (CMCSWD), local Panorama residents, and Voedisch.  The town along with 

CMCSWD have continued to review and discuss the current condition of Panorama Avenue, 

including drainage and road conditions.  The proposed improvements along Panorama Avenue 

will consist of paving the existing gravel roadway, installing drainage structures to convey 

stormwater, and construct a stormwater pond to help alleviate flooding in the area.   

 

CMCSWD is currently working to acquire the necessary easement to construct the stormwater 

pond.  Construction of the pond is the first step towards the necessary improvements within the 

area.  Financing options discussed at the meeting include an interest free Clean Water Partnership 

loan through the Metropolitan Pollution Control Agency to be payable over ten years (beginning 

3 years after receipt of the loan) along with assessments to benefitting properties.  We believe that 

utilizing both funding mechanisms would require the Town’s portion of the project to be scheduled 

no earlier than 2022 construction.   

 

Washington County Sheriff’s Department Joint Powers Agreement  
The joint powers agreement between Washington County Sheriff’s Department and May 

Township is with regard to Code Red, the mass emergency notification communication system.  

Under the agreement terms, the township will pay $218.19 annually.  The initial term of the 

agreement shall be from January 1, 2020 and ends December 31, 2022, and will automatically 

renew for two additional one-year periods with the final termination date of December 31, 2024.  

Snyder reviewed the agreement and found nothing unremarkable about it.   

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to enter into a joint powers agreement with Washington 

County for Code Red with the yearly rate of $218.19.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: 

YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 
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Stillwater Fire Contract 

Tom McCarty, Stillwater City Administrator; Sharon Provos, Finance Director; and Stu Glaser, 

Fire Chief were present.  Pazlar started out the conversation to make sure the city is aware of the 

town’s budget level.  The Stillwater Fire Contract for 2018-2019 increased 3% and 2020 increased 

9%.  In 2021 the contract increases 11%.  Since 2018, the overall increase is 24%.  The past 

conversations between Stillwater and May is the increase in fire costs with Stillwater is becoming 

a significant part of the town’s budget.  Pazlar wants to get perspective on this increase.  He is 

concerned with the town’s tax base being able to continue to keep up with the fire cost increases 

from Stillwater.   Voedisch elaborated that it is important we know about increases in November 

before the budget, i.e., if we knew about increase for 2021 in November 2019, we could have 

levied for that amount.   

 

McCarty noted the city receives budgeted audit numbers in June of the year after which help 

determine the budgeting needs of the department.  He agreed there is a lag with the city’s budgeting 

and the townships’ budgeting processes.  Regarding the increases, McCarty noted a few factors to 

the increase, including the cost of the new fire hall, staffing costs, and increased insurance 

premiums.  McCarty doesn’t have a solution to the timing issue with the city’s budget and the 

township preparing their budget.  He did say there has been a consistent increase over the years 

and, with regard to the 2020 increase, the city can spread that increase over the 2021/2022 contract 

year to help the township better prepare for the impact.  Further, McCarty noted after the three-

year increase, he foresees the annual increase percentage returning to a lower figure.  The board 

thanked McCarty, Provos, and Glaser for attending the meeting and further sent regards of 

appreciation for their services to the township.   

 

 

New Business 
 

Dogs at Town Park 

The town has received complaints about dog feces not being picked up.  Voedisch would like to 

see a sign asking dog owners to pick up after their animals, as well as bags being provided.  Snyder 

noted rubbish receptacles would be key in making this work.  Tibbetts will contact Maroney again 

this year for trash barrels at the Town Park.   

 

Stillwater Youth Service Bureau Contract 

The town board reviewed the proposed contract with Stillwater Youth Service Bureau for 2020.  

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve the 2020 contract with Stillwater Youth Service 

Bureau.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Covid-19 and Small Business 

A resident lodged a complaint with the township regarding Nature’s Nectar conducting their retail 

bee pick up business in spite of the Covid-19 pandemic, as well as Governor Walz’s Executive 

Orders.  Voedisch noted he reviewed all of Walz’s executive orders and could not find any that 

applied to bee businesses or livestock businesses.  There was no willingness by the board to move 

on this complaint.   
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Keller Farm Country Estates – Plat 3 Extension – Resolution 2020-04 

In January of 2020, the board approved Resolution 2020-01 regarding approval of Keller Farm 

Country Estates – Plat 3.  There has been a request to extend the filing deadline.  The board 

reviewed Resolution 2020-04.  Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to adopt Resolution 2020-

04, a Resolution Extending the Filing Deadline for the Final Plat of Keller Farm Country Estates 

Plat 3.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Resolution adopted. 

 

Internet Coverage 

Arnason reported he has had several citizens comment to him about the lack of reliable internet 

coverage in the township.  Pazlar noted the town, a few years back, urged local providers to move 

into May Township to provide their services, to no avail.  The board asked Arnason to work with 

Sparks on finding possible solutions.   

 

Town Park Mowing 

Voedisch reported that Bill Klein can no longer mow the park and ballfield.  Voedisch would be 

willing to do the mowing the ballfield and have the town contract with a mowing company to cut 

the rest of the grass at the Town Park.  Tibbetts had already received bids for mowing the entire 

park, but Voedisch will take care of the ballfields.  Voedisch will prepare a mowing map and 

narrative so Tibbetts can get bids for mowing and weed whacking everything except the ballfields.   

 

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to adjourn the meeting.  Meeting adjourned at 8:49 p.m.

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened the Board of Appeals and Equalization

Adams, John Pazlar and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts; Town Assessor Patrick 

Poshek and Eric Schutz from Washington County.  Voedisch called the meeting to order at 9:05 

a.m.  

 

Poshek started the meeting by stating this is for the January 2, 2020 assessment taxes payable in 

2021.  It was noted that Pazlar is currently trained and certified through the State of Minnesota, 

Department of Revenue, Board of Equalizations through July 1, 2020.   

 

03.031.20.41.0002 – 14350 Ostrum Trail North 

Property estimate market value is $341,300.  Poshek reviewed owner’s appraisal and is 

recommending a valuation reduction to $306,300. 

 

04.031.20.11.0007 - 13125 182nd Street North 

Property estimate market value is $350,900.  Poshek reviewed property and noted a small kitchen, 

loft only upstairs, and 11 fogged windows needing replacement.  Due to condition of structure, 

Poshek requests reduced valuation to $316,300. 

 

23.031.20.33.0019 – 14210 Ozark Avenue North 

Property estimate market value is $1,552,500.  The property was in foreclosure and recently 

purchased and the owners have requested a reduction in valuation.  There are broken pipes and 

windows, damaged drywall, ceilings and carpets.  Poshek reviewed and requested a reduction of 

valuation to $1,253,700.   

 

26.031.20.32.0010 – 13387 Ozark Trail North 

Property estimate market value is $702,000.   The structure is a three-season cabin with no 

insulation.  Poshek is recommending a reduction in valuation to $626,000.   

 

26.031.20.32.0015 – 13485 Ozark Trail North 

Property estimate market value is $703,100.  Due to the land location near wetlands, Poshek is 

recommending a reduction of valuation to $644,400.   

 

34.031.20.14.0003 – 12585 Otchipwe Avenue North 

Property estimate market value is $604,800.  Poshek adjusted the site and added economic 

obsolescence to house and, therefore, is recommending a reduction of valuation to $581,100.   

 

26.031.20.33.0019 – 13219 Ozark Trail North  

Property estimate market value is $1,052,600.  The property owners obtained an appraisal.  

Poshek reviewed and is recommending a reduction of valuation to $1,020,400. 
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Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the seven above-listed properties and their new 

valuations.  Motion passed. 

 

Tibbetts will draft and send letters to all above-listed properties explaining the board’s decision.   

 

It was agreed that for 2021 the meeting will be noticed with a 9:00 a.m. start time with no end 

time. 

 

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to adjourn the Board of Appeals meeting.  Motion passed.

Tibbetts.

1. 2020 Road Tour: The 2020 Road Tour was held on April 30, 2020.  Staff and Board Members 

present practiced social distancing as recommended by the CDC and completed the tour in 
separate cars and maintaining 6 feet from one another when necessary to exit a vehicle.  A 
summary of the tour is attached. 
 

2. Future Road Improvement Projects: During the 2020 Road Tour, the Town had identified several 
roads in need of repair beyond crack fill and chip seal (maintenance) improvements.  The attached 
road tour summary identifies the roadway segments and proposed improvements. 

 
The approved 2020 and 2021 Town budgets do not account for the improvements identified above 
and have not been scheduled as future road projects.  Staff will look for guidance from the Board on 
scheduling and financing for future road projects. 
 

3. 2020 Calcium Chloride Application: The Board had awarded the 2020 Calcium Chloride 
Application contract to Northern Salt at the April Board Meeting.  The spring application has not yet 
been completed.  The Contract identifies the first application to be completed no later than mid-May 
as directed by the Town. 

 
4. 2020 Storm Sewer Cleaning: The Board had awarded the 2020 Storm Sewer Cleaning contract to 

American Vacuum Excavating at the March Board Meeting.  The storm sewer cleaning is tentatively 
scheduled for Friday, May 8, 2020, weather permitting. 

 
5. 2020 Street Sweeping: The Board had awarded the 2020 Street Sweeping contract to Allied 

Blacktop at the May Board Meeting.  Allied has completed sweeping of the roadways as identified in 
the contract and has submitted the final invoice along with the necessary IC-134 and has requested 
final payment.  During the 2020 Annual Road Tour, additional roads were identified to be swept this 
spring.  Allied will schedule the additional sweeping and invoice the Town upon completion. 
 
Board Action – Consider approving final payment to Allied Blacktop in the amount of $6,500 for the 
sweeping as identified in the contract documents. 

 
6. 2020 Gravel Application: The Board had awarded the 2020 Gravel Application contract to Miller 

Excavating at the May Board Meeting.  The gravel delivery has not been scheduled and is 
anticipated to be completed in July before the second dust control application. 

7. Ozark Avenue and Ozark Court Storm Structure Repairs: In fall of 2019, staff reviewed the 
condition of the existing storm water structures located at the intersection of Ozark Avenue and 
Ozark Court.  The review revealed that when the storm water structures were originally installed, the 
connections of the pipe into the structures were never grouted, leaving a gap around the pipe.  The 
gap allows soil from around the pipe to enter the structure and be swept away by storm water. The 
road has been undermined below the pavement/curb adjacent to the structure, and there is a hole in 
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the road, revealing a cavity of space below.  Staff and the board further reviewed the condition of 
the road and structures during the 2020 Annual Road Tour and found the condition of the road to be 
in worse condition. 
 
Staff has solicited a quote from Dresel Contracting and Rick Fuhr to complete the repairs this 
spring.  The following quotes were provided: 
 

• Dresel Contracting - $8,000 

• Fuhr Trenching - $2,175 

Board Action – Consider awarding the repair of the 5 storm structure connections and fill in the 
void with concrete to Fuhr Trenching in the amount of $2,175. 
 

8. Panorama Stormwater Project: Mike Isensee with the Carnelian Marine St. Croix Watershed 
District will be in attendance of the May Board meeting to discuss project schedule.
