OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES 

July 2, 2020  

 

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on 

Thursday, July 2, 2020 via virtual telephone/video conference.  Those present included:  Board 

members John Adams, John Pazlar and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts (at the 

Town Hall); Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town Attorney David Snyder; Town 

Engineer Mark Erichson; Animal Control Officer Brit Harmond; Town Planner Nate Sparks, and 

those with business before the Town.  Voedisch called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.  

 

Minutes, Checks, Treasurer’s Report    

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the minutes of the June 4, 2020 Regular Town 

Board Meeting.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve the minutes of the June 17, 2020 Special Town 

Board Meeting.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Pazlar moved, seconded by Adams, to approve checks for July 2, 2020 of 20386-20409 and 20411 

(voiding 20410), along with electronic funds transfers EFTS0720 and EFTF0720 to State of 

Minnesota Department of Revenue and Federal IRS, respectively, as presented.  By Roll Call Vote: 

Adams:  YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed.  Motion passed. 

 

Olson presented the Treasurer’s Cash Control Report showing a balance of $688,235.45, of which 

$522,949.73 is investments.  Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve the Treasurer’s Report 

as presented.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

2019 Audit  

Dennis Hoogeveen from CliftonLarsonAllen LLP presented the board with the 2019 Audit.  

Hoogeveen reported his staff reviewed the financial statements of the governmental activities and 

each major fund of township as of and for the year ended December 31, 2019.  A copy of the 

presentation is attached.  His staff issued a “clean” audit, the highest level given.  Pazlar moved, 

seconded by Adams, to accept the 2019 Audit as present.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: 

YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed.

Engineering and Roads  
 

2020 Pothole Repairs 

The Board had awarded the 2020 Pothole Repairs contract to T.A. Schifsky and Sons at the June 

4, 2020 board meeting.  The pothole repairs have been completed and included an additional $250 

in repairs to three separate roads.  Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to issue payment for 
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$25,065 to Schifsky for 2020 pothole repairs.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; 

Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

2020 Calcium Chloride Application 

The Board had awarded the 2020 Calcium Chloride Application contract to Northern Salt at the 

April 2, 2020 Board Meeting. After the application, board and staff expressed concern regarding 

the application being too light.  Engineering staff reported that when NSI was told of significant 

dust observed by the town 19 days after application, they pushed back and requested payment in 

full.  Northern Salt stands behind the application and noted future rains will help activate the 

calcium chloride.  At the June 4, 2020 Board Meeting, the board approved partial payment to 

Northern Salt for $57,596.00.  Engineering staff contacted Northern Salt to discuss the 

performance of the spring application on June 20, 2020 and Northern Salt indicated they did not 

have an answer as to why the application appeared insufficient and mentioned the condition of the 

roads was not ideal for application.  Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to pay Northern Salt 

the remainder of original invoice.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  

Motion passed.   

 

Crack Fill and Chip Seal Improvements 

Engineering staff solicited quotes to complete crack fill repairs and chip seal improvements along 

various roadways. The quotes were separated by street to allow flexibility for the board to review 

the costs against the current budget and modify the improvements as necessary to accommodate 

the current budget.  A copy of the quotes is attached.  Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to 

accept the bid of $43,121.57 from Allied to perform the 2020 Crack Fill and Chip Seal 

Improvements to the roads.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  

Motion passed.  

 

Violations/Complaints 
 

13XXX 177th Street – Town Code Violation – Buildings 

Tibbetts reported she received the requested site map from the homeowner on July 2, 2020.  

Therefore, the proposed removal agreement is ready to send to the homeowner for review and 

approval.   

 

12XXX Otchipwe Avenue – Potential Town Code Violation – Temporary Building  

At the June 4, 2020 Town Board Meeting, the board directed Nate Sparks to work with Jack 

Kramer in fashioning a letter to the resident.  However, Voedisch decided not to have Sparks 

complete this task.  Both Sparks and Kramer recommend sending a letter to the resident.  Voedisch 

requested letters be sent to other residents where he has found temporary building structures 

located.   

 

17XXX May Avenue – Potential Town Code Violation – Animal Counts  

A complaint was received for this resident having too many animals as allowed by Town Code.  

Kramer inspected the property and it was determined there is adequate grazable land for said 

animals.  Therefore, nothing was done on this matter.   
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12XXX Manning Trail – Potential Town Code Violation – Barking Dog 

A complaint was received for excess dog barking at this residence. The complaining neighbors, 

who earlier identified this house as the source of the barking, were not sure where the barking was 

coming from.  Further investigation shall be conducted.   

 

Old Business 
 

Panorama Stormwater Project 

The Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed has funding to move forward with the Panorama 

Stormwater Project.  However, even though the May Township Board is in favor of the project, 

certain financial constraints do now allow for the township to sign on financially for the project at 

this time.  The board tabled this discussion on finances for the project to the August 6, 2020 Town 

Board Meeting.   

 

County Road 3/Norell Avenue – Future Construction and Natural Preservation Route  

Kevin Peterson, Wayne Sandberg, and Fran Miron from Washington County were present to 

discuss Norell Avenue construction and the potential Natural Preservation Route.  A copy of the 

presentation is attached.  The first of four open houses, by appointment, is scheduled for July 29, 

2020 at the Town Hall.  Other forms of citizen input will be conducted via on-line survey and 

individuals emailing Washington County.  Laurie Allmann and residents of Norell Avenue were 

present to discuss the potential of this becoming a Natural Preservation Route.  A copy of that 

presentation is attached.

Moreno, Roxanne Nelson, Walter Peterson, Jean Pilla, Sue St. Sauver, Robert M Swinehart, Linda 

Tibbetts, and Mary Waldkirch Tilley as election judges for the August Primary on Tuesday, 

August 11, 2020 and the November General on Tuesday, November 2, 2020. By Roll Call Vote:

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Smith Lot Line Adjustment 

The town received an application on May 7, 2020 for a Lot Line Adjustment with Smith and his 

neighbor Kampa.  However, Kampa rescinded his involvement shortly thereafter.  The town 

received an application on June 30, 2020 for a Lot Line Adjustment with Smith and his neighbor 

Peterson.  Sparks sent the request for Lot Line Adjustment.  Sparks reported he sent the proposal 

to Washington County for review.   

 

Dittman-Greenhaugh Minor Subdivision 

Dittmann-Greenhaugh have made a request for a concept plan review for a potential subdivision 

of 12823 St. Croix Trail North which is 10.5 acres in size.   Sparks prepared a report with his 

research, findings and recommendations, a copy of which is attached.  Voedisch moved, seconded 

by Adams, to approve the Dittman-Greenhaugh minor subdivision as presented based on 

Washington County rules and regulations and subject to formal review from county.  By Roll Call 

Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed.
