OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES 

August 6, 2020  

 

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on 

Thursday, August 6, 2020 via virtual telephone/video conference.  Those present included:  Board 

members John Adams, John Pazlar and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts (at the 

Town Hall); Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town Attorney David Snyder; Town 

Engineer Katie Koscielak; Town Planner Nate Sparks, Building Official Jack Kramer and those 

with business before the Town.  Voedisch called the meeting to order at 7:09 p.m.  

 

Minutes, Checks, Treasurer’s Report    

 

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve the minutes of the July 2, 2020 Regular Town 

Board Meeting.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve checks for August 6, 2020 of 20411 to 20448, 

along with electronic funds transfers EFTS0820 and EFTF0820 to State of Minnesota Department 

of Revenue and Federal IRS, respectively, as presented.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams:  YES; Pazlar: 

YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Olson presented the Treasurer’s Cash Control Report showing a balance of $1,128,538.41, of 

which $522,949.73 is investments.  Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve the Treasurer’s 

Report as presented.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion 

passed. 

 

Olson reported the Certificates of Deposit for Lynch Road sealcoat and Lynch Road blacktop are 

up for renewal through Security State Bank of Marine.  Olson recommended to the board renewing 

the CD’s for 12 months.  Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to renew the Certificates of 

Deposit for Lynch Road sealcoat and Lynch Road blacktop as recommended by Olson.  By Roll 

Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

201 Sewer System 
Adams reported that he has completed documentation that will be forwarded to the Minnesota 

Pollution Control Agency regarding the Nitrogen Mitigation funding.  The current MPCA nitrogen 

mitigation rule revision is at the State Revisor’s Office and Adams is unsure the status at this time.  

The revision would allow holders with less than 10,000 gallons a day, on average, to be permitted 

locally (through Washington County) instead of through the MPCA.   
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Engineering and Roads  
 

2020 Road Gravel Application 

Koscielak reported she and Voedisch toured the gravel roads in July to prioritize roads for the 2020 

gravel application.  The budget for 2020 on gravel application is $27,500.00.  The roads identified 

are a culmination of the roads toured, as well as complaints lodged from citizens.   

 

Kirby Avenue - $8,067.08 

Madson Road - $3,364.14 

May Avenue (800’ north of 126th to County Road 7) - $3,776.08 

May Avenue (Young north property line to 800’ north of 126) - $4,805.92 

130th Street/Keystone Avenue - $4,393.98 

130th Street - $3,192.50 

140th Street - $1,029.84 

 

Koscielak noted the amounts add up to slightly more than $27,500.00; however, with using a belly 

truck dump, we will save $1.00 per ton, she hopes to maximize the use of these trucks.  Pazlar 

asked if there is any room to minimize the costs and defer to 2021.  Voedisch responded that these 

roads are the bare necessity of roads that need attention.   

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, that the board approve a budget of $27,500.00 for gravel 

applications in 2020 for the above-listed roads, and the town engineer and board chair to decide 

what roads get cut from the list to keep the cost under $27,500.00.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: NO 

VOTE; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Crack Fill and Chip Seal Improvements 

The 2020 crack fill and chip seal improvements were awarded to Allied Blacktop at the July 2, 

2020 board meeting.  The chip seal project was completed on July 28, 2020 and the crack fill 

project was completed on August 6, 2020.  The township engineering firm inspected the work the 

same day.  

 

Ozark Avenue and Ozark Court Storm Water Structure Repairs 

Rick Fuhr finished the repair to the stormwater basins and also filled a sinkhole in the road.  He 

submitted a bill for $2,175.00 which is the same amount he quoted for the job. Voedisch reviewed 

the work as it was being done. Voedisch moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve payment of 

$2,175.00 to Rick Fuhr for work completed.   By Roll Call Vote: Adams: NO VOTE; Pazlar: YES; 

Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Maywood Estates 

Maywood Estates has requested the township approve and accept the remaining curb repairs along 

the roadway as well as authorize the start of the warranty period.  A reduction in the Letter of 

Credit for the Maywood Estates subdivision was approved in December of 2019 for $22,303.70 

(10% of the original Letter of Credit amount). The Letter of Credit would remain at this amount 

during the warranty period for a total of two years from the township’s final acceptance.  Voedisch 

moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve and accept the improvements of the roadway of Maywood 
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Estates, and authorize the warranty period to commence following receipt of the record drawings.  

By Roll Call Vote: Adams: NO VOTE; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Violations/Complaints 
 

13XXX 177th Street – Town Code Violation – Buildings 

The township is awaiting a response from the property owner regarding a stipulation agreement to 

remedy the violation.  Snyder reported the agreement provides the property owner with an 

additional year, based on the owner moving to acquire additional property, to expand his parcel.  

Snyder is going to send correspondence to the property owner asking him to execute the agreement.   

 

Old Business 
 

Panorama Stormwater Project 

Mike Isensee from the Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed District (CMSCWD) was present 

to discuss the Panorama Stormwater Project.  CMSCWD is trying to determine whether or not to 

apply for a clean water fund grant for the Panorama Stormwater Project.  That grant application is 

due on August 17, 2020.  If the watershed district applied for and was awarded the funds, the funds 

would need to be expensed within three years of the award date.  The other piece, according to 

Isensee that would need to happen in conjunction with this grant is a letter from May Township 

pledging $240,000 in support of the project.  If the application were awarded in May of 2021, 

CMSCWD would be required to have an agreement with the township that identifies a construction 

timeline and commitment of funding from the township and the adjacent landowners.  Pazlar 

questioned if the grant is available just this year or every year – Isensee stated the grant is available 

every year.  Greg Glenn, a resident and living at property to potentially be assessed for the project, 

reported he assessed his neighbors and 12 of the 16 are “supportive” of the project and being 

assessed between $7,000-$8,000 each.  Tibbetts did a small informal poll of the residents who 

would be assessed for the project and the majority were against being assessed for the project, one 

resident stating that, in his opinion, what started as a repaving project has ballooned into something 

much more costly.  Snyder suggested the township hold a neighborhood meeting to discuss project 

costs as they do fluctuate a considerable amount, especially considering the current construction 

environment of inexpensive asphalt.   

 

The year of construction is estimated to start in 2022.  Pazlar indicated what started as a paving 

project has morphed into a major water quality project.  Koscielak reported that when the repaving 

estimates were obtained a few years ago, the project (no storm water improvements) was around 

$127,000.  For this project our share of the storm sewer improvements is just under $120,000.  She 

mentioned concrete prices have increased dramatically over the past two years so these numbers 

can only go up.   

 

Voedisch mentioned that the township’s road funds are “razor-thin” and maintenance of our 

existing roads must come first.  In addition to the major assessment to everyone on the road, we 

will need to increase the levy to all 2,900 citizens for the township’s portion of this project. 
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Pazlar said he remains firmly supportive of this project; however, his concern is the uncertainty of 

the economy’s forecast over the next four to six quarters.  Further, earlier in the year, the township 

went over budget on a few big items, he would like to see the township budget for this project in 

the next levy cycle – start to put funds away like the township would for any other major project.  

He would like to see the township have funds in hand, as opposed to bonding for this project.   

 

Adams sees the long-term effect of the virus on the economy to last a decade or more.  In his 

opinion, the township should consider carefully funding options for this project in the next budget 

cycle.  Voedisch agrees with Pazlar and Adams.   

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, that the Town Board is generally supportive of the 

Panorama Stormwater Project, that the township not pledge financial support for this project at 

this time, that the Town Board will readdress this project as the township goes through the 2022 

budget process as well as take into consideration what the township’s second half 2020 tax 

settlement will be in December of 2020, and that the Town Board review the Panorama Stormwater 

Project in 2021.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed. 

 

Pazlar noted the township should take the time to increase communication with potential residents 

who might be assessed the cost of this project.  Further, Pazlar asked the Watershed District to 

take a fresh look at what funding is available in the future and, more significantly, based on other 

projects the Watershed District undertakes, if there is a larger financial commitment they can 

pledge towards this project.   

 

County Road 3/Norell Avenue – Future Construction and Natural Preservation Route  

Tibbetts reported the comment period closes for neighborhood and local citizenry input on August 

12, 2020.  The next engineer’s meeting is scheduled for September 2, 2020 and Tibbetts will be 

attending.  She will report back to the board at the September 3, 2020 board meeting.   

 

Proposed Ordinance 2020-02 – Kennel  

This item was continued to the September 3, 2020 board meeting to give Snyder time to review 

the proposed ordinance.   

 

New Business 
 

Student Filmmaker Request 

Jacob Levesque, a student of the Institute of Production and Recording School in Minneapolis, 

requested to film scenes of his short film on Oldfield Road on Friday, August 7, 2020.  He had 

inquired with the clerk and was now before the board to answer questions.  He stated the subject 

matter for his short film is science fiction and he is hoping to film slow moving car scenes from 

10:30 a.m. to 8:00 p.m. on Oldfield Road (east/west) without shutting down the flow of traffic.  

Voedisch noted that the sample agreement used by Marine contains no liability protection for the 

Town and it needs an Indemnification provision.  Snyder and Tibbetts will work with Levesque 

on updating the agreement to include indemnification language.

Smith-Peterson Lot Line Adjustment 

Roger Smith has made an application for a lot line adjustment between his property at 12375 

Arcola Trail and the property to the south owned by Glenn Peterson at 12345 Arcola Trail.  The 

adjustment is shifting the lot line about five feet to the north at the road and about sixteen feet at 

the St. Croix River.  The purpose of the lot line adjustment is to correct errors in the legal 

description of the properties.   Their surveyor states that all the legals in this area are off by a few 

feet.  This action is being taken to quickly correct the issue for the Peterson property.  The Smith 

property will be registered as torrents, which will resolve the issue for him and not require any 

immediate action by the township.   Sparks reported the property is zoned and managed by 

Washington County as the Lower St. Croix River Management District.  This district requires a 

minimum lot size of 2.5 acres.  The application was sent to Washington County and the National 

Park Service for comments.  The minimum lot width is 200 feet.  The Smith property currently 

meets these standards but the Peterson property does not.  The lot line shift would result in the 

Smith property maintaining compliance and the Peterson property complying with the width in the 

front and more compliant with the width requirements for the river and front.  The required side 

yard setback is 20 feet.  The Smith property will maintain conformance with the setback 

requirements. 

 

Sparks reported the current request does meet the four-point test in determining if a lot line 

adjustment can be approved: no net increase in the number of lots; no nonconformities shall be 

created or increased; there shall be no net increase in the number of development rights; and no 

variances are necessary. 

 

Sparks advised the board that if they approve the lot line adjustment, it be with the condition that 

Smith provides new deeds to Snyder for review and stamping.  Thereafter, Snyder would record 

such deeds with the County.  

 

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to adopt Resolution 2020-05 approving the Smith-Peterson 

Lot Line Adjustment as presented.  Roll call vote Adams, YES; Pazlar, YES; Voedisch, YES.  

Resolution adopted. 

 

Chicken Regulations 

The current Town Code has a five-acre minimum for agricultural animals.  A new resident was 

frustrated that, by moving to the country, May Township has more stringent restrictions on 

chickens than the neighboring City of Stillwater and City of Marine on St. Croix.  Pazlar is 

supportive of asking Sparks to review the township’s ordinance relative to surrounding 

communities if we appear to be out of step with other communities.  All agreed. 

 

Sweeper for Town Park 

The Town Park grass clippings impede grass growth when the grass is cut high.  Voedisch is asking 

the board to approve the purchase of a sweeper to run behind the mower.  Voedisch moved, 

seconded by Pazlar, to purchase a lawn sweeper not to exceed $350.00.  Roll call vote Adams, NO 

VOTE; Pazlar, YES; Voedisch, YES.  Motion adopted. 
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CARES Act Funding 

Tibbetts applied for and the township received $70,850.00 in CARES Act funding.  Tibbetts has 

purchased personal protective equipment for the upcoming elections using the CARES Act 

funding.  Money not spent by November 15, 2020 will be sent to Washington County.  Pazlar 

moved, seconded by Voedisch, to accept the $70,850.00 in CARES Act funding to be used for 

COVID-related expenses.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: NO VOTE; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  

Motion passed. 

 

Pazlar moved, seconded by Voedisch, to adjourn the meeting.  By Roll Call Vote: Adams: NO 

VOTE; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES.  Motion passed.

1. 2020 Road Gravel: Miller Excavating has completed gravel deliveries along the following 
roadways in 2020: 

• Kirby Avenue  

• 140th Street – last 300 feet 

• 130th Street at Keystone 

• May Avenue – Young north property line to Square Lake Trail 

• Madson Road 
 
Installation of 2 inches of gravel along the roadways identified above result in a gravel 
application cost of $27,498.01.   

 
Board Action – Consider approving payment to Miller Excavating in the amount of 
$27,498.01.  The amount approved by the Board at the July Board Meeting was in the amount 
of $27,500.00.  

2. Crack Fill and Chip Seal Improvements: Allied Blacktop completed the crack fill 

improvements and chip seal application prior to the July Board meeting.  Allied will be 

completing the final street sweeping of the excess aggregate following the Labor Day holiday.  

The final costs to complete the work, as invoiced by Allied Blacktop are as follows: 

• Crack Fill Improvements: $19,008.69 (original quote of $19,008.69) 

• Chip Seal Improvements: $26,453.29 (original quote of $24,112.90) 

 

During chip seal operations, the Contractor increased the oil application rate from the original 

specified 0.40 gallons / square yard to 0.44 gallons / square yard to accommodate the 

condition of the roadways.  Typically chip sealing is used as a pavement preservation 

technique; however the condition of these roadways are beyond a point where we are trying to 

preserve the pavement condition. Chip sealing in this scenario is more of an effort to delay 

more costly improvements.  The higher application of the oil was necessary to adhere the 

aggregate to the deteriorated surface. 

Board Action – Consider approving payment to Allied Blacktop in the amount of $45,461.98.  
The amount approved by the Board at the June Board Meeting was in the amount of 
$43,121.57.   The check for the improvements will be held by the Clerk until sweeping of the 
excess aggregate is completed. 
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3. Town Hall Improvements: River Valley Restoration has submitted the final paperwork 
necessary to release the final payment for the Town Hall Improvements.  River Valley 
Restoration has been waiting on the IC-134 forms from their subcontractors for the last 2 
years. The warranty period for the improvements began on September 8, 2018 and is set to 
expire on September 8, 2020. 
 
Board Action – Consider approving final payment to River Valley Restoration in the amount of 
$3,746.40 (remaining 2% retainage that was held until the Contractor Affidavit was received). 
 

4. 2nd Calcium Chloride Application: As the gravel application and grading has been completed 
for 2020, Northern Salt has been given authorization to complete the 2nd calcium chloride 
application for 2020.  Northern Salt can start Tuesday, Sept 1, which is good timing since the 
Town got about ½” of rain Sunday night.  
 
In addition, Northern Salt has agreed to provide 8,000 gallons of calcium chloride to the Town 
at no cost to address the application concerns the Town had following the 1st application. 

 
5. Ridgewood Acres – Board Chair Voedisch toured the Ridgewood Acres area with Rick Fuhr 

in August.  12 outfalls were identified to be cleaned.  Board Chair Voedisch has requested a 
quote from Rick Fuhr to complete this work and will make the quote available to the Board as 
soon as it is received. 

 
 

6. Ridgewood Acres, 124th Street Curb – In 2019, the mill and overlay improvements along 
124th Street west of TH 95 included installation of bituminous curb to allow drainage along the 
roadway to be directed to the TH 95 ditch.  The curb was not backfilled following the 
improvements.  Rick Fuhr will provide a quote for backfilling and seeding behind the curb. 
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
