OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES
January 7, 2021

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on
Thursday, January 7, 2021, via virtual telephone/video conference. Those present included: Board
members John Adams, John Pazlar, and Bill VVoedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts; Deputy
Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town Attorney David Snyder; Town Planner Nate Sparks; Town
Engineer Katie Koscielak; Building Official Jack Kramer, Planning Commission Chair John
Arnason; and those with business before the Town. Voedisch called the meeting to order at 7:02
p.m.

Minutes, Checks, Treasurer’s Report
Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve the minutes of the December 3, 2020 Reqular
Town Board Meeting. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Motion

passed.

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to approve the minutes of the December 29, 2020 Special
Town Board Meeting. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES:; Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Motion

passed.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Adams, to approve checks for January 7, 2020 of 20639 to 20658 along
with electronic funds transfers EFTS0121 and EFTF0121 to the State of Minnesota Department of
Revenue and the Federal IRS, respectively, as presented. By Roll Call VVote: Adams: YES:; Pazlar:
YES:; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Pazlar presented the Treasurer’s Cash Control Report showing a balance of $1,056,796.25, of
which $556,926.88 is investments. Pazlar moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve the
Treasurer’s Report as presented. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar YES; Voedisch: YES.
Motion passed.

Olson reported that three signatures (clerk, treasurer, supervisor) are needed on all checks issued
by the township. The Clerk is unable to sign the approved checks for January; therefore, it was
suggested by Olson that VVoedisch, who is an official signer on the checking account, sign checks
in Tibbetts” place. Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to have Voedisch sign the January
checks in place of Tibbetts who is unable to. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar YES;
Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Olson presented a contract for the 2020 financial audit from CliftonLarsonAllen which is the
typical contract that the township has approved for past financial audits. Olson noted a small
increase in the fee from 2019’s audit. She also noted that CliftonLarsonAllen has agreed to waive
their fee in reporting their findings to the State Auditor. Pazlar moved, seconded by Adams, to
approve the contract with CliftonLarsonAllen for the 2020 Financial Audit. By Roll Call Vote:
Adams: YES; Pazlar YES; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.
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Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to name Security State Bank of Marine the official financial
institution of May Township. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES:; Pazlar YES; Voedisch: YES.
Motion passed.

Olson reported she is working on the 2022 proposed budget for the township. She will meet with
Tibbetts and Pazlar to finalize the draft before sending it to the Town Board.

Planning Commission

Member Commissions

The membership term of alternate Jason Husveth and main term of Don Rolf is up in January of
2021. Both have indicated interest in a continued term on the Planning Commission. Currently,
the Planning Commission has six members which is one shy of the seven listed in the Town Code.
Therefore, the board took into consideration Alternate Walter Peterson and Alternate Mitchell
Otterson for the seventh position.

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to reappoint Jason Husveth and Don Rolf to a term ending
January 2024, as well as appointing alternate member Walter Peterson to a mainstream Planning
Commission position. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Ordinance

adopted.

Violations/Complaints

13xxx 177" Street — Town Code Violation — Buildings

Kevin Jutz was present at the meeting. Voedisch prepared Resolution 2021-01 regarding this
matter. He has been in communication with Jutz in finding a solution to his ongoing violation of
having too many square feet on outbuildings per his acreage. Jutz has attempted to purchase land
from his bordering neighbors to fulfill the 20.01-acre requirement without success. He has a
purchase agreement from a neighbor Kitty-corner to his property. Town staff has opined the
property is not contiguous and therefore is not a remedy for the current violation. Voedisch has
concluded in the 17 months of this violation that Jutz’s purchase of the land in the corner is a
contiguous remedy for the current violation, possibly through a variance. Kramer opined that a
variance would not be an option because this is not a case of a hardship and asking for a variance
would be irrelevant. Pazlar had a chance to review Voedisch’s Resolution as well as reading over
materials and opinions from the last 17 months and he is not comfortable with the solution being
proposed. He would like more time to further consider and investigate what, if any other solutions,
are out there. Pazlar appreciates the fact the township and Jutz have been at this for 17 months
and feels one more month or two is feasible in further researching this situation. Adams agrees it
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has been a long road and opines another month or two will not make a difference especially if it
makes Pazlar more comfortable in reaching an opinion. Voedisch agreed with allowing more time
for the review of this violation and remedy. Voedisch also pointed out that the town has paid
$1,941.00 in staff time spent on this violation and Jutz said he would reimburse the township for
staff time spent and future time spent on finding a resolution to this violation.

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, that the Town Board delay final consideration of the
violation to the March 4, 2021 board meeting to allow board members review and gather
information. By Roll Call VVote: Adams: YES:; Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Old Business

County Road 3/Norell Avenue — Future Reconstruction and Natural Preservation Route
Kevin Peterson and Fran Miron from Washington County were present at the meeting. Peterson
gave a presentation on the updates to the Norell Project. The biggest takeaway from the
presentation is the construction for the project was pushed out two years to 2025. This was due,
in large measure, to Washington County’s Capital Improvement Plan’s funding as well as other
projects that need more immediate attention. The Project’s potential options have been reduced to
maintaining existing paved roadway width, correcting sloughing with a 2-foot paved shoulder or
with hybrid widening. The project goals still outline not flattening curves, replacing bituminous
curbing with concrete curb and gutter; complete a long-term reconstruction of sloughing area;
review opportunities for future railroad crossing improvements, and review areas for responsible
stormwater treatment.

Laurie Allmann, township resident and homeowner on Norell, asked how far back will the area be
cleared on Norell for the proposed shoulder construction. She is concerned that the tree canopy
that is a key characteristic of the road will be altered. Peterson said at this point in the planning,
the committee is evaluating safety aspects such as past crash history which did not mention an
issue with trees and items closer to the road. Peterson continued by adding that if the county does
not complete a significant reconstruction, they are able to reduce the clearing zone. He will make
sure to share Allmann’s concern with the committee. Allmann asked if the county will need a
variance for its design options of increasing the roads’ footprint since that option varies from the
state aid highway standards. Peterson responded that it is a situation where the county generally
puts the road back where it was which is an accepted design from the state aid highway standards.

Laurie Carlson, township resident, opined that, when she heard discussion from the township board
about no improvement to Norell, she had personal concerns as a person who uses the road and
finds that the bicycle traffic has increased significantly over the last number of years. Carlson
conducted research on if Norell is advertised/mentioned in the biking community. She found that
Norell is mentioned a lot in postings in the biking community as a route from Stillwater north.
Further, she found a bicycle map that lists Norell as a bike friendly road. She wanted the town and
the planning committee to know that she would like to see some sort of hybrid considerations to
the construction. She wants bicycle safety noted as the planning moves forward. Voedisch asked
Carlson to elaborate on photos she submitted to the board on Norell south of Square Lake Trail
and County Road 3 north of County Road 4. She noted that on both stretches, there was at least a
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car length of space where a car could pull over and park on the shoulder. However, the stretch
from Square Lake Trail north and County Road 4 south which is the topic of reconstruction, the
road shoulder did not have adequate room for a car to park, having at the most 18 inches.

Adams is the board member assigned to participate in the planning committee with Washington
County on the project. At the December meeting, Adams made a motion that was tabled to the
January board meeting. At this time, Adams would like an additional 30-day postponement on the
open motion from the December meeting which was:

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to supports the CSAH3/Norell Avenue
improvement project with the conditions that 1) the road (including shoulders) will
remain the same width as it is today; and 2) the length of road that is sloughing into
the wetland be widened only as required to effect repairs. This minimal approach
is in keeping with the township’s Comprehensive Plan 2040 which strongly
supports the maintenance of the rural character of the Town.

The reasoning for Adams requested postponement is to gather more information and meet with
Kevin Peterson and Fran Miron to express feelings, thoughts, concerns, and ideas regarding the
project.

Adams moved, seconded by Pazlar, to postpone moving forward on the open motion until the
February 4, 2021 board meeting, to allow more time for information gathering. By Roll Call Vote:
Adams: YES: Pazlar: YES; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Road Frontage — Ordinance 2020-03

Sparks provided the Town Board with a memorandum and draft of Ordinance 2020-03, an
Ordinance Amending the Town of May Subdivision & Zoning Ordinance Regarding Minimum
Lot Frontage and Exempted Divisions. Sparks informed the town board that the township has
standards for lot width and frontage on a road required for every lot. These two standards are
similar with some of the numbers conflicting. This became an issue with a recent lot that was
created by the 20-acre exception where it ended up not having enough frontage in order to qualify
for a building permit. Therefore, clarification on this area of the Town Code is needed.

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to send Ordinance 2020-03 to the January 28, 2021
Planning Commission for their review and recommendation. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES;
Pazlar: YES: Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

DNR Boat Launch on Big Carnelian Lake

Joe Gustafson and Fran Miron from Washington County and resident Julie Andrich were present
at the meeting to continue discussions on solutions for parking issues/safety concerns at the
Otchipwe Avenue DNR boat launch.

Andrich wrote a proposal on potential solutions for the problem of auto/boat trailer parking on
Otchipwe Avenue. The proposal outlines the following:
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1. No parking on Otchipwe Avenue from the railroad tracks north to Square Lake Trail.
The current curvature and rise/fall of Otchipwe Avenue, even at posted speed, does not
allow proper sight lines for residents to use their driveways when autos and trailers are
parked along the road or in the ditch.

2. No parking on 127" Street with a sign outlining the same (no parking/no turnaround)
posted at the entrance. There is a blind curve within the first 100 yards of 127" Street
that would be very dangerous for both ingress and egress on 127" Street. The road is
single lane, unmarked, and without a shoulder. Parking anywhere on this street would
be on a resident’s personal property.

3. No parking on Ozark Trail with a sign posted at the entrance regarding the same (no
parking/no turnaround) at the entrance. There is a blind curve within the first 200 yards
of Ozark Trail that would be dangerous for both ingress and egress on Ozark Trail.
This road is single lane, mostly gravel, without a shoulder. Parking and/or turning
around anywhere on this street would be in a resident’s yard. Other residents at the end
of Ozark Trail have placed cones and private property signs in an attempt to discourage
turn around traffic on their property.

Andrich plans to do a mailer to inquire with her neighbors on 127" Street, Ozark Trail, and
Otchipwe Avenue and whether they would be in support of this potential solution or not in support.
She will gather the data and aggregate for the next board meeting.

Voedisch had a discussion prior to the board meeting with Miron about the parking issue around
the notion of the area on Otchipwe Avenue not currently having No Parking signage — can
Washington County enforce No Parking signage.

Miron appreciates Andrich’s continued efforts around the parking and safety issues on Otchipwe
Avenue. He noted when it came to Otchipwe Avenue, there is one officer assigned to the area.
He is unsure of what extent enforcement of No Parking signs can be handled efficiently with the
current deputy assigned to the area. Miron said the county and township can focus, at least in the
short-term, on enforcement of No Parking. If enforcement does not help with the parking issues,
from a safety and engineering standpoint, the county and township could expand the no parking
area. Adams volunteered to be the point person on further happenings regarding this project.

Twin Lakes Water Level

Mike lIsensee, Administrator of the Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed (CMSCWD), was
present. Isensee noted in September-November of 2019 CMSCWD had a series of meetings with
the landowners on Twin Lakes. Survey work was completed to identify the structures at risk with
the water levels. An evaluation was completed on historical water levels up until 2019. CMSCWD
looked at potential short-term solutions that might be available to the affected land owners which
included a landlocked area on the east side of Twin Lakes would be a feasible location for pumping
water to and whether the water that would be pumped into that landlocked area would continue
flow, via ground water, to the St. Croix River or if there was an elevation where it would return to
Twin Lakes which would then make it an infeasible option for the landowners. There are two
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options: a) contact landowners to the east of Twin Lakes and see if moving water and b) septic
systems that are at risk due to high water would be moved. CMSCWD has completed a large-
scale hydrologic and hydraulic model of the entire watershed district. They are working to get that
model to determine the 100-year flood elevation of Twin Lakes based on the existing water level.
Therefore, all involved will have a better idea of the risk moving forward, especially taking into
consideration the wetter climate the area has been experiencing over the last seven years. VVoedisch
asked if homeowners could install a “defensive berm” at their property. Isensee responded that
this could be a temporary solution. However, there is one item that needs to be considered before
that option can be undertaken and that is completing the hydrologic and hydraulic model to identify
where the elevation of the 100-year flood of the landlocked water basin. Thereafter, it would be
feasible for the landowners to construct a berm above that elevation on their properties. The model
data should be available in the next two to three months.

New Business

Froiland Variance

Dan Froiland filed a request to divide his property on Ostrum Trail. He wants to complete an
exempt 20-acre division. However, there is a complication as one of the pieces of property would
not have the required road frontage to obtain a building permit. Froiland, working with Milo Horak
of Landmark Survey, started the process to request a variance to use an easement to have a
driveway. This application and request are on the January 28, 2021 Planning Commission agenda
for review and recommendation.

River Grove Elementary, a Marine Area Community School — Requested Amendment to
Conditional Use Permit

Dan Miller, Board Chair of River Grove Elementary, Kou Vang of JB VVang who is a real estate
and project management adviser, and Jay Squires, an attorney at Rupp, Anderson, Squires &
Waldspurger, P.A. were present. River Grove filed an application to Amend their Conditional Use
Permit to increase enrollment from 225 to 300 by 2024; add two sections per school grade; increase
maximum people days per year from 47,000 to 60,000; increase maximum people on site at one
time from 235 to 500 for special events; and increase maximum vehicles visiting per day from 100
to 250 with up to eight being school buses.

Miller stated he did not want to get into the details of the school’s application as he is present to
answer any questions or go through any pieces of the application. Miller wants to know where the
town board is at to see if they can move the conversation forward.

Voedisch asked the town staff/consultants to weigh-in. He explained that when the township
received an application, the first order of business is to determine if the application is complete or
does it need to be returned to the applicant where it is incomplete. Voedisch asked Sparks to
explain the process and inform the board whether the application is complete or not.

Sparks said the Town Board had a meeting with representatives from River Grove Elementary in
August 2019 where the township outlined specific things the board was looking for from River
Grove. The December 2020 application generally adhered to the specific requests. The only things
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not included that the township had previously requested was the school’s Emergency Management
Plan. Nevertheless, the lack of this piece needed would not deem the school’s application
incomplete. One important component of this application is the transportation study. Grove
submitted a site plan and transportation plan in its application. Currently, the town engineer is
reviewing that plan. The two major things the Town Board requested at the February 2020 board
meeting was a) emergency plan, and b) transportation study.

Snyder said, based on his review of the application, River Grove’s application has not been deemed
incomplete and therefore should go forward through consideration. However, Snyder stated
additional information might be requested or required, such as the Emergency Management Plan.
Due to the size and complexity of the request, as is often the case with school expansions, there
will be a need for additional and supplemental information. One of the things the township
encouraged in February 2020, as is consistent with school site applications, that the process starts
early enough to allow for the exchange of information. In the past, the township has had
circumstances where the request from River Grove would be submitted in June or July or August
for the next school session. Those were problematic for the review process, but also problematic
for River Grove because of timelines. Nevertheless, the good news here is River Grove filed their
application and it is being started in January for consideration of the fall 2021 school session.

Sparks noted the town’s engineering staff will need to review River Grove’s transportation study
and if comments or questions arise from that review, as well as the town’s analysis of that review,
we might need to return to River Grove with further questions, concerns, and/or requests.

Voedisch noted if the township needs more time to review, research, analyze, etc., we could initiate
a 60-day extension and beyond that we could extend with joint approval of the applicant. VVoedisch
asked Koscielak for her preliminary review of the transportation study. She noted that there are
some items she would like clarification and background on. As Sparks mentioned, WSB, the town
engineering firm, will be conducting their own transportation analysis as well.

Adams noted, regarding River Grove’s traffic management plan, he would be interested in more
information regarding the daily trips of 320 which does not include local traffic. Further, he has
found disjointed factual information on traffic capacity that will need to be worked out. Basically,
he is seeing the use of the 300-500 daily trips as generally range and capacity of a gravel roadway
and traffic volume levels which becomes too difficult and costly to continuously maintain.
Voedisch recommended Adams work with Koscielak to find answers to his questions.

Voedisch asked Miller if the transportation study include all traffic in and out of Wilder Forest or
just River Grove traffic in or out. Miller responded that he intends to have the consultant River
Grove hired to complete the study to be available for questions at the Planning Commission
meeting. Upon further inquiry, Vang responded to Voedisch’s question that his understanding of
the scope of the transportation study was that the baseline vehicle count was taken at site visits
which accounted for all traffic, which would include other renters located in Wilder Forest.
Nevertheless, he will confirm this information with River Grove’s consultant and have a firm
answer at the Planning Commission meeting.
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Voedisch said there is only one way in and one way out of Wilder Forest. With the activities at
Wilder Forest, he is concerned by the lack of an emergency management plan. Sparks noted this
was not included in the original application but will be forthcoming. Voedisch mentioned when
the township does a subdivision, and there is vacant 40 acres adjoining the property, the township
plats a road which is a spur that abuts the other property. The notion being when the other property
gets subdivided the two subdivisions will have a transportation link for safety concerns. Regarding
the current instance before the board, VVoedisch is concerned with the more activity that is allowed
at Wilder Forest the busier it gets, there is still only one way in and out. He would ask that the
applicant before they submit an emergency management plan give that some consideration.
Voedisch’s other concern is parking. Additional parking, beyond the parking lots that are
established is to be done on the north road edge of the access road into the property.

There was talk about overflow parking on the driveway. This was part of the reason the township
requested a formal site plan being prepared because of questions like width of internal access road,
parking on the road, safety concerns, etc. One of the board members took the dimensions of the
driveway. These are concerns that were mentioned at the previous review that River Grove has
not augmented this application to include information. If the parking lot is not able to accommodate
the increased traffic, is parking off the driveway feasible and safe? Nevertheless, we will need to
continue discussions with the applicant on roadway concerns.

What kind of impacts are the town board considering with the increase in school numbers relative
to the historic usage of the site? The original CUP from Wilder Forest outlined summer
opportunities with the busing in of children and access to the beach at Square Lake. There was a
maximum headcount associated with the original CUP which was under 30,000 a year. When
Wilder Forest’s CUP was amended to add Concordia Language Village, the same concept was
approved — the busing in of children. The current CUP for Wilder Forest, which includes River
Grove, allows a total yearly maximum headcount of 47,500. The town board wanted to help the
community have a K-6 school due to the closing of Marine Elementary. Even to consider the
increase River Grove is requesting is a big undertaking for the township that will need to be
reviewed at all levels as well as allowing local residents an opportunity to comment on the
proposal. With River Grove requesting an increase to nearly 60,000 headcount per year, the
township needs to review the historical content as well as future needs of the township and its
capacity to handle this undertaking.

Pazlar would like to remind all involved that May Township has historically been a strong
supporter of the school. The township concerns over the years have been what the school
originally proposed in their 2017 CUP and what is being proposed now are two completely
different schools. Pazlar stressed the town board needs to be mindful of all residents’ needs, as
well as Wilder Forest’s needs.

Squires commented that regarding the questions town board members have regarding the school
and consultants, it would be helpful for the school to receive those inquires within a reasonable
amount of time prior to the Planning Commission meeting to allow the school to have adequate
time to produce answers/documents. Voedisch noted the workshop River Grove and the Town
Board had back in August of 2019 was most helpful due to the questions being posed to River
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Grove in advance of the meeting which helped produce a productive discussion. He feels that it
will be the same in this regard. Voedisch asked that Sparks be the contact for the township and
Miller be the contact for the school where township questions or requests for further information
will be between Sparks and Miller.

Miller noted it is important for River Grove to have a strong partnership with township, which is
part of the reason the school took a step back after the 2019 CUP application with long
conversations and brought in experts to represent River Grove through this process. Miller said
the numbers presented in the application come from financial advisors on real long-term stability
for a school. He noted that 2020 proved that schools had to take on more financial responsibility.
He noted River Grove’s lifeblood is its enrollment for financial viability and he wants to see this
school thrive into the future and be a strong member of May Township. The board agreed.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN OF MAY SUBDIVISION & ZONING
ORDINANCE REGARDING MINIMUM LOT FRONTAGE AND EXEMPTED
DIVISIONS

Section 1. Findings.

WHEREAS, the Town of May (the “Town”) recognizes the importance of zoning and
subdivision regulations as a key factor in the protection of the health, safety, and welfare of the
Town; and

WHEREAS, the Town seeks to ensure that all properties in the Town are able to be safely
accessed, provide for proper waste disposal, meet requisite zoning, subdivision, and density
standards, and do not create safety or environmental hazards; and

WHEREAS, the Town seeks to ensure that all new divisions of land are meeting the Town’s
Comprehensive Plan.

NOW THEREFORE, THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF MAY, WASHINGTON
COUNTY, MINNESOTA DOES ORDAIN:

Section 2. Code Amended. Section 705.20.A.1 (e) is hereby amended to read as follows:

(e) Subdivision of Lots. Any lot or parcel of land subdivided by any means after the effective
date of this code, for purposes of erecting a structure, or upon which a structure is proposed to be

placed, must be first approved as required by the Town Code by the Town Board. No structures
shall be erected or building permits issued for parcels created through a statutory exception to the

Town’s subdivision requirements unless the applicant demonstrates, to the satisfaction of the
Town, that the property meets all minimum development standards and ordinances of the Town
Code including but not limited to density, road frontage, access, zoning, and subdivision
standards of the Town through the process stated in Section 901.04.26.

Section 3. Code Added. Section 705.20.A.1 (i) is hereby added to read as follows:

(i) Road Frontage Required. No structures shall be erected or building permits issued for any
structure on a parcel of land unless it has the required feet of frontage on a maintained public
road or Town approved private street.

Section 4. Code Amended. Section 708.01.E.4 is hereby amended to read as follows:

4. Minimum Lot Width atFront-Yard Setback Line—150 feet



(a) No lot shall be less than 150 feet in width at the front yard setback line.

(b) Lots 4 acres in size or less shall have a minimum of 160 feet of public road frontage
except as provided in (d) below.

(c) Lots greater than 4 acres in size shall have a minimum of 300 feet of public road
frontage.

(d) Lots with frontage exclusively at the end of a cul-de-sac shall have a minimum of sixty
(60) feet of public road frontage and meet the lot width requirement in (a) above.

Section 5. Code Amended. Section 708.02.E is hereby amended to read as follows:

E. Physical Standards. All construction in the Rural Residential District shall meet the
following Physical Standards:

1. Height. The maximum height of all buildings shall not exceed the lesser of
two and one-half (2 1/2) stores or thirty-five (35) feet. This height limitation
shall not apply to farm buildings, grain elevators, silos, windmills, elevator
legs, cooling towers, water towers, smokestacks, electric transmission lines or
wind generators.

2. Development Density - 10 Acres

3. Minimum Lot Area Per Dwelling Unit on Approved Soils - 2 1/2 Acres

4, Minimum Lot Width




(a) No lot shall have less than 150 feet at the front yard setback line.
(b) Lots 4 acres in size or less shall have a minimum of 160 feet of public road

frontage.
(c) Lots greater than 4 acres in size shall have a minimum of 300 feet of public

road frontage.

(d) Lots with frontage exclusively at the end of a cul-de-sac shall have a
minimum of sixty (60) feet of public road frontage and meet the lot width
requirement in (a) above.

5. Setbacks. All buildings and structures, including houses with attached
garages shall meet or exceed the following setbacks.

Minimum Front Yard Setback . . . ............. 40 feet
Minimum Side Yard Setback
From Street in Case of Corner Lot .. ........ 40 feet
From Interior LotLine................... 20 feet
Minimum Rear Yard Sethack . . ............... 50 feet

Section 6. Code Amended. Section 708.03.D.2 (b) is hereby amended to read as follows:

(b) Minimum Lot Width at-Front-Yard-Setback-Line-for-Residential- Uses—150-feet

i.  No lot shall have less than 150 feet at the front yard setback line.

ii.  Lots 4 acres in size or less shall have a minimum of 160 feet of public road
frontage, except as provided in iv. Below.

iii.  Lots greater than 4 acres in size shall have a minimum of 300 feet of public
road frontage.

iv.  Lots with frontage exclusively at the end of a cul-de-sac shall have a
minimum of sixty (60) feet of public road frontage and meet the lot width
requirement in (i) above.

Section 8. Code Added. Section 901.04.26 shall be added to read as follows:

901.04.26 No building permit will be issued on any lot in a subdivision as defined herein
which has been approved for subdivision until all requirements of this Ordinance have been fully

complied with. No building permit will be issued for parcels created through a statutory
exception to the Town subdivision requirements unless the applicant demonstrates, to the
satisfaction of the Town Board, that the property meets all minimum development standards of
the Town through the following process:

A. The applicant shall submit a survey of the division with the required submittals for a
minor subdivision as identified in Section 901.15 including but not limited to, a yield

plan.




B. The Town Board shall review the division and determine if it meets the Town’s Zoning
and Subdivision regulations and is eligible for the erection of structures and/or the
issuance of building permits.

C. Such division shall not establish or intensify any non-conformity in accordance with the
Zoning or Subdivision Ordinance.

Section 9. Effective Date.
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication
according to law.

Section 10. Severability.

If any part of this ordinance is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, this shall not
invalidate any other section, provision or part thereof.

Over the past month, | have had the pleasure of meeting and talking with the community about the
parking concerns. Attached are the feedback letters which include signatures. The spreadsheet details
the addresses each letter was mailed to with the correlating responses received. | have summarized the
results for your review:

e Otchipwe Ave / County Road 11
o 40 homes received the packet of information along with a return form.
o 21responses (53%)
= 14 were in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone.
= 3 were not in favor.

e 2 of the 3 not in favor have addresses already a part of the current no
parking zone.

= 5 “other”

e The “others” all share the concern about safety, including 1 family who
owns 3 properties on Otchipwe calling it “a death trap” near their
section of the road when street parking occurs. This same group of
“others” is wondering about their own use of the street parking, which
they need in spring and fall when they put their boats in/out of the
water for the season. Many homes do not have driveways conducive to
extra car parking let alone getting their boat off the street. A
recommendation they all made was “resident parking only” or “parking
by permit only” to keep the option for homeowners who need
occasional street parking.

e Inthe stretch of homes from 12202 to the RR tracks, it was also
suggested that perhaps the east side of the road could be no parking
and the west side could accommodate parking, but the owner of that
property on the west side is in favor of no parking at all.

o 127" St.
o 8 homes received the packet of information along with a return form.
o 3responses (38%) all in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone.



e Ozark Trail
o 32 homes received the packet of information along with a return form.
o 15 responses (47%)
= 14 were in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone.
= 1 notinfavor, and that person cited the same concern about losing their own
personal use of street parking with a limited driveway.

In summary:

o 88 letters were delivered.
e 39 responded (44%)
o 31 were in favor of the proposed expansion of the no parking zone. (79%)
o 4 were not in favor (10%)
o 5 “other” (13%) were in favor of extending the no parking, but don’t want to lose
personal access to street parking when occasionally needed for their own personal
reasons.

I look forward to the discussion about these findings on Thursday February 4" during the May Township
board meeting. | believe the community voice is loud and clear and that expanding the no parking zone
on Otchipwe, Ozark and 127™ should be strongly considered by both Washington County and May
Township, as jurisdiction applies.
