September 3, 2020

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on
Thursday, September 3, 2020 via virtual telephone/video conference. Those present included:
Board members John Adams and Bill Voedisch; Clerk/Treasurer Linda Tibbetts (at the Town
Hall); Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town Attorney David Snyder; Town Engineer Katie
Koscielak; Town Planner Nate Sparks, Building Official Jack Kramer and those with business
before the Town. Board member John Pazlar was absent. Voedisch called the meeting to order at
7:02 p.m.

Minutes, Checks, Treasurer’s Report

Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the minutes of the August 6, 2020 Regular Town
Board Meeting. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: Absent: Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to approve checks for September 3, 2020 of 20449 to
20493, voiding 20490, along with electronic funds transfers EFTS0920 and EFTF(0920 to State of
Minnesota Department of Revenue and Federal IRS, respectively, as presented. By Roll Call Vote:
Adams: YES; Pazlar: Absent; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Olson presented the Treasurer’s Cash Control Report showing a balance of $1,112,424.53, of
which $553,332.36 is investments. Voedisch moved, seconded by Adams, to approve the
Treasurer’s Report as presented. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES; Pazlar Absent: YES; Voedisch:
YES. Motion passed.

201 Sewer System
No report.

Engineering and Roads

2020 Road Gravel

Two inches of gravel was added on Kirby Avenue, 140th Street to last 300 feet, 130th Street at
Keystone, May Avenue to Young north property line to Square Lake Trail, and Madson Road.
Miller Excavating has submitted an invoice for $27,498.01. The board approved a gravel budget
of $27,500.00 at the August board meeting.

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, that the board approve payment of $27.498.01 to Miller
Excavating for gravel. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: Absent; Voedisch: YES. Motion

passed.
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Crack Fill and Chip Seal Improvements

After the board awarded Allied Blacktop the crack fill and chip seal application for $43,121.57,
Allied Blacktop completed the crack fill improvements and chip seal application in June/July.
Allied will be completing the final street sweeping of the excess aggregate following the Labor
Day holiday. The final costs to complete the work, as invoiced by Allied Blacktop are as follows:
Crack Fill Improvements: $19,008.69 (original quote of $19,008.69); Chip Seal Improvements:
$26,453.29 (original quote of $24,112.90). During the chip seal operations, Allied Blacktop
increased the oil application rate from the original specified 0.40 gallons per square yard to 0.44
gallons per square yard to accommodate the more deteriorated condition of certain roadways. The
higher application of the oil was necessary to adhere to the aggregate of the deteriorated surface.

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, that the board approve payment of $45.461.98 to Allied
Blacktop for crack fill and chip seal completed. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: Absent;
Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Town Hall Improvements

River Valley Restoration has submitted the final paperwork necessary to release the final payment
for the Town Hall Improvements. The warranty period for the improvements began on September
8, 2018 and is set to expire on September 8, 2020. The board has held final payment to River
Valley Restoration in the amount of $3,746.40 which is a 2% retainage that was held until the
Contractor Affidavit was received. Tibbetts noted a few areas of concern with the Town Hall.
The board directed Tibbetts to work with Kramer on scheduling a walk through with River Valley
Restorations on September 8, 2020.

Second Calcium Chloride Application

Northern Salt completed the second calcium chloride application in the first week of September.
Northern Salt has agreed to provide 8,000 gallons of calcium chloride at no cost to address the
application concerns following the spring application.

Ridgewood Acres

Voedisch toured the Ridgewood Acres with Rick Fuhr in August and identified 12 outfalls to be
cleaned. Voedisch requested a quote from Rick Fuhr to complete this work. In 2019, the mill and
overlay improvements along 124th Street west of Highway 95 included the installation of
bituminous curb which was not backfilled. Rick Fuhr will provide a quote for backfilling and
seeding behind the curb.

Truck Maintenance

Voedisch presented an estimate from Dresel Contracting of MNDOT repairs needed for the
township’s two trucks used for snowplowing. Repairs include changing oil, replacing air filters,
replace airbags, replace rear axle brakes, replace coolant and valves, and replace the gas tank.
These needed repairs are estimated to cost $8,420.49. Dresel also included a list of three repairs
that need to be done, but not necessarily right away. Adams suggested the town include the
replacement of the body valve cover at $525.00.
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Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, that the board approve the list of MNDOT truck repairs by
Dresel Contracting needed totaling $8.420.49. and include the body valve cover replacement at
$525.00. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES: Pazlar: Absent: Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Violations/Complaints

13XXX 177t Street — Town Code Violation — Buildings

The homeowner was present at the meeting. He needs to get his land surveyed to make sure of the
exact amount he needs to reach 20 acres. He has a neighbor that will sell him .35 acres. Voedisch
asked when the homeowner would have a purchase agreement for the .35 acres. He can have the
purchase agreement “anytime,” he is just waiting for his land to be surveyed. Voedisch would like
to see a purchase agreement by the October 1, 2020 board meeting. If not, he would like to see
the homeowner sign the agreement drafted by Snyder.

14XXX Ostrum Trail — Town Code Violation — Dangerous Dogs

Snyder reported to the board a dangerous dog hearing was held on August 5, 2020 regarding the
homeowners’ dangerous dog appeal. After the hearing, the homeowners retained counsel and an
agreement was drafted between the homeowners and the township. The agreement outlines the
homeowners to reimburse the township half the cost of the hearing officer, to make restitution to
the family that suffered a loss due to their dogs, and to adhere to stipulations regarding their dogs
be kept on property without doing damage elsewhere.

17XXX May Avenue — Potential Town Code Violation — Animals

Another complaint has been lodged against this homeowner for excess animals per acreage,
especially cats. Further, the complaint included that this homeowner was running an animal
shelter. Sparks is still investigating this complaint and he is attempting to find evidence, as there
are strong indications there might be a violation. Voedisch directed Tibbetts to knock on the door
of the alleged code violator asking if the homeowner is running a business or, more specifically,
an animal rescue.

16XXX Kirby Street — Potential Town Violations — Grading/Nuisance

Voedisch visited this property after receiving a complaint about junk/nuisance as well as a
violation of the sign ordinance. A berm near the right-of-way was built without a grading permit.
This isn’t the first complaint about this property. Snyder recommended Sparks writes a detailed
letter to the homeowner outlining the violations with a correction deadline. If the deadline is not
made, a violation hearing can be scheduled before the board. Voedisch directed Sparks to draft a
letter to the homeowner outlining the violations.

16XXX May Avenue — Potential Town Code Violation — Non-Conforming Lot

A construction project was started on a non-conforming lot. Kramer issued a building permit for
single home construction on 20 acres in error. The lot is short 50 feet of road frontage on May
Avenue. A proposed lot line adjustment would cure the problem. Voedisch would like Snyder to
review the new survey provided to the township. Sparks reviewed the survey and it claims to have
the proper frontage and area on both lots. He would like to see the homeowner apply for a lot line
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adjustment thereby coming formally before the board for resolution. Voedisch asked that the lot
line adjustment be expedited in light of the current situation.

12XXX Arcola Trail — Potential Town Violations — Dilapidated Buildings

Voedisch visited the site and references many buildings that are in dilapidated shape and are a
safety concern to the town. One of the buildings has a hole in the roof. Another is partially down.
And yet another is close to falling over. The concern of the township is this property holds events
wherein people can walk the property and potentially be injured. The property owners have been
warned in the past to demolish these dangerous buildings. Two letters have previously been sent
to the property owners in the past without any change. Snyder said the township’s nuisance
ordinance prohibits dilapidated structures. He advised Sparks draft a letter to the property owners
asking for corrections. If they do not adhere to the Town Code, Snyder recommends a violation
hearing before the town board. Voedisch directed Sparks to draft a letter to the owners outlining
the Town Code violations asking for voluntary resolution.

Old Business

Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed District Plan Update

Mike Isensee from the Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed District (CMSCWD) was present
to discuss plan updates. They are working on their ten-year watershed management update.
CMSCWD received 310 responses to their survey of the residents in the watershed district. Some
of the priorities from the survey results specifically include aquatic terrestrial and invasive species;
stormwater runoff pollution; erosion along the bluff lands or steep slopes; groundwater quality
concerns; and failing septic systems. The three priorities specifically for the township are 1)
increase water monitoring program; 2) fund a larger portion of Panorama Stormwater Project; 3)
keep annual levy low.

County Road 3/Norell Avenue — Future Construction and Natural Preservation Route
Tibbetts attended the September 2, 2020 County Road 3/Norell Avenue Project Group meeting.
The results of the survey, including the neighborhood meeting, were available and discussed.
Tibbetts suggested Adams be the representative from the township to this project. The board
would like to review the raw data from the survey.

Proposed Ordinance 2020-02 — Kennel
Voedisch recommended this item be continued to the October 1, 2020 board meeting.

Chicken Regulations Review

Sparks relayed his findings of local municipalities and their regulations regarding chickens. He is
recommending a two-acre lot for chickens. Voedisch recommended this item be continued to the
October 1, 2020 board meeting.
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New Business

Arcola Mills Historic Foundation Conditional Use Permit

Arcola Mills has been sponsoring events that are not abiding by the CUP. Sparks compiled a
number of communications from the township sent throughout the years to various board members
of Arcola Mills outlining compliance requests. There are questions regarding the septic system’s
condition as well as the type of events allowed under Arcola Mills’ mission statement as well as
the conditional use permit. Snyder recommends another letter outlining the violations as well as
compliance issues with the CUP asking for date-certain compliance. If there is no response or
resolution by Arcola Mills, he suggests a violation hearing before the town board be scheduled.

Citizen Considerations

James Brockberg came before the board to share an experience he had this summer. As the board
knows, Dr. Brockberg’s concern has been stormwater runoff into Lake Carnelian which
contaminates the lake. He obtains a DNR permit to spray weeds. In 2019, the weeds were not
killed and so the weeds were resprayed. The same is true for this year. He had a specialist to
evaluate the problem with why the weeds were not being eliminated. The expert noted a white
residue on the weeds which was determined to be calcium. Dr. Brockberg tells this story to
emphasize the need for stormwater management, not to take away from calcium chloride
application of the road.

Adams moved, seconded by Voedisch, to adjourn the meeting. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES:
Pazlar: Absent; Voedisch: YES. Motion passed.

Ordinance 2020-02

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ARTICLE 501. ANIMAL CONTROL OF THE
TOWN CODE, SPECIFICALLY BY AMENDING THE DEFINITIONS OF
KENNELS IN SECTION 501.01, AND FURTHER AMENDING SECTION 501.14
AS TO THE TYPES OF KENNELS ALLOWED BY THE TOWN, THE
PERFORMANCE STANDARDS AND THE APPROVAL AND PERMITTING
PROCESS AND FEES, FOR EACH

THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF MAY, WASHINGTON COUNTY,
MINNESOTA DOES ORDAIN:

Section 1. Code Amended. Sections 501.01 and 501.14 are hereby amended as follows:

Section 501.01 Definitions

The following two definitions replace definition “(9) Kennel, Private.” and “(10) Kennel
Small Business.”

(9) Kennel, Private. Means any place where four (4) dogs up to a limit of six (6) dogs
over six (6) months of age are kept, primarily for personal companionship, for
recreational use, for performance events run elsewhere, and for improving the physical
soundness and temperament of such dogs, and where the breeding and selling of animals
is secondary and incidental to the primary use of the property which is residential. Dogs
not belonging to the owner may be kept but only for these specific purposes: fostering of
dogs from a licensed shelter; transitional, rehab or recovery care; drop-off day care (no
overnight stays); and no other services. In such cases at least half of the dogs on site
must belong to the owner. These activities must be secondary and incidental to the
primary use of the property, which is residential. Such kennels operate under and Interim
Use Permit (IUP) issued by the Town.

(10) Kennel, Small Business. Means any place where four (4) or more dogs over six (6)
months of age are on site for a business related activity. Such kennels operate under a
Small Business Kennel Interim Use Permit (IUP). The limit on the number of dogs for a
Small Business Kennel will be that established by the Town Board by resolution and
stated in the [UP for that business. If the number of dogs on site exceeds that limit it
constitutes a violation of the IUP and may be grounds for revocation. These activities
may include, but are not limited to: breeding and then selling individual dogs, up to litter
lots; boarding; accessory grooming; training; rehab / recovery. Dogs used in breeding
may be owned by the occupant or owned by others. The operation of a Small Business
Kennel must be secondary or incidental to the primary use of the property, which is
residential.




Section 501.14: Kennels; Interim Use Permit Required
Section 501.14 is replaced by the following:
In General.

It shall be unlawful to operate any kennel unless an Interim Use Permit (IUP),
with such permit designating a limit as to the number of dogs, to operate the same has
been secured from the Town Board in advance. A Small Business IUP shall also be
required for a Small Business Kennel prior to its establishment or operation. Any kennel
not meeting the definitions in 501.01 or the requirements of this section, is strictly
prohibited.

All Kennels operating under IUP issued by the Town shall adhere to the following
performance standards:

1. The lot size of the operation must be at least 2.5 acres in size; for a Small
Business IUP the minimum acreage is as stated in the Town’s Small Business
Ordinance, Article 402.

2. There shall be a fenced yard and/or proper dog enclosures present to prevent the
running at large or escape of dogs confined therein.

3. All feces must be picked up on a daily basis and stored in such a manner so as not
be visible from any location outside the borders of the property, and so as to not
become a nuisance.

4. Basic animal husbandry care must be followed, including the provision of food,
water and shelter from the elements.

5. The operation must not become a nuisance as defined by Article 506: Nuisances
of this Code.

6. A kennel IUP may be modified from time to time by the Town Board for failure
to conform to required restrictions, limitations or prohibitions.

7. The provision of the following services is strictly prohibited in Private Kennels:
grooming, vet care, boarding and other services typically provided to dogs.

8. The Town Board may revoke a permit for violations of the terms of the permit or
the Town Code. Notice of the violation will be given by the Town to the
operator, with a reasonable time to cure such violation. Failing to cure, the
operator of the Kennel shall be given ten (10) days notice and an opportunity to
appear before the Town Board as it considers such action to revoke.

A. Private Kennel

The process for applying for a Private Kennel Permit [UP is meant to be easier
than for a Small Business Kennel IUP, and at a lower cost. This will not be a formal
Planning Application, however a public hearing will be held at the Town Board where
neighboring property owners will be invited. Fees will cover the newspaper notice and



mailings, and the creation of the IUP if approved. There being no Planner’s repoot or
Planning Commission hearing, those costs will not be incurred.

B. Small Business Kennel

Kennel operations that come under the definition of a Small Business Kennel
must adhere to the requirements of this Article 501 as well as Article 402: Small Business
Permit. A Small Business Kennel IUP shall specify and restrictions, limitations,
conditions or prohibitions which the Town Board deems reasonably necessary to protect
any person or neighbor from unsanitary conditions, unreasonable noise or odors,
annoyance, excessive comings and goings, or to protect public health and safety. A
public hearing is required and the IUP will be customized to fit the operation. Given the
nature of housing a substantial number of dogs for business purposes, the annual renewal
fee for a Small Business Kennel may exceed that of other Small Business renewal fees.

C. Limits on the number of dogs
The limits on the number of dogs that may be kept on a site are as stated herein.
If the number of dogs on a site exceeds these limits, this is a violation of the Town Code

and must be remedied as directed by the Town.

Section 4. Effective Date.

This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication
according to law.

Section 5. Severability.

If any part of this ordinance is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, this shall
not invalidate any other section, provision or part thereof.
