The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on
December 1, 2022, at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Board members John Adams,
and Steve Magner; Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel; Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Town
Planner Nate Sparks, Attorney, Dave Snyder and those with business before the Town. Supervisor
John Pazlar was absent. Chair Adams called the meeting to order at 7:01p.m.

Magner moved, seconded by Adams to approve the minutes for the following meetings:

November 29", 2022 Special Board Meeting (continued from November 22", 2022)

By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES, Magner. Motion Passed.

CHECKS AND TREASURER’S REPORT

Olson presented the Treasurer’s report, showing total cash investments of $1,615,811.88 of which
$710,268.40 is in investments.

Check approval of #21429-#21469 and EFT 1222B, EFT 1222F, and EFT 1222S Adams moved,
seconded by Magner to approve the above checks for payment. By Roll Call VVote: Adams: YES,
Magner YES. Motion Passed.

A Certificate of Deposit is maturing on December 71, 2022 for blacktopping. Renewal rate for 6
months is at .40 percent and renewal rate for 12 months is at .55 percent. Magner motions to renew
the CD for 12 months, seconded by Adams. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES, Magner YES.
Motion Passed.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Resolution 2022-23. Jason Jahnke CUP Application

Don Rolf presented updates on actions taken at the November 17", 2022 Planning Commission.
There has been discussion with neighbors about possible solutions and recommendations to help
accommodate all interested parties. Working hours were discussed as well as how many hours
were left on the project (Mr. Jahnke guesstimates 120 hours of work left to complete his project).
The Planning Commission’s recommendation is to approve the CUP with the below conditions.
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1. All comments from the Town Engineer shall be addressed.

2. All comments from the Watershed District shall be addressed.

3. Work on site (including trucks hauling) shall only be conducted between the house of 7 am
to 7 pm Monday through Friday (no weekends)

4. This permit shall expire in one year.

5. The application shall provide an as-built survey of the property within one year of this
approval

6. The applicant shall provide a financial security which will only be returned by the Town
upon review and approval of the as built survey.

7. The applicant shall provide an additional financial security to guarantee erosion control
methods and inspections.

8. Past violations need to be corrected and confirmed by the town planner and building
official prior to this CUP going forward.

9. Any changes in the project scope requires plan updates and review by the town Engineer
or prior approval before moving forward.

10. Applicant creates a work plan to share with neighbors and the town Board that shows
project completion dates.

The overall goal is to help speed up the work and complete it as soon as possible. Mr. Jahnke has
provided a more detailed work plan to the Town.

Supervisor Adams opened the public hearing/comments at 7:17p.m.

Clarification on the hours of operation of the skid-stir/bobcat is discussed. Bobcat work related to
the project (CUP) is allowed from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. Work outside those hours would default
to the code provisions.

A question about work currently being done on-site may be creating a nuisance condition (for
example: noise or vibrations). The CUP specifically states no code violations are allowed. Noise
violations would be handled by citizen reporting and then measurement (duration and level) would
be conducted/investigated. It could be classified by state law as a nuisance. If a report is made to
the Town, the Town could stop work until a possible nuisance issue is resolved.

A suggestion to block all bobcat/skid-stir work after 7:00 p.m. for Mr. Jahnke was made. This
would perhaps alleviate the neighbors from having to guess what type of work is being conducted
on the property after 7:00 p.m. The town code does currently allow some bobcat work to be done
within the town code beyond 7:00 p.m. It is decided to move forward with the CUP as written
and work within the perimeters of the CUP as written.

3 violations have been reported on this project/property, 2 stop work orders have been issued. All
stop work orders were complied with.

The public hearing closed at 7:37 p.m.
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Adams motions approve Resolution 2022-23 as presented. Seconded by Magner.
By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES, Magner YES. Motion Passed.

OLD BUSINESS

Resolution 2022-22. Cartway Hearing Extension.

Preliminary costs have been established. At this time, the petitioner does plan to deliver a check
for the initial damages estimate by the 30-day deadline, an exact date is yet to be determined. The
suggested March 2" date for determining a final damages estimate may not be enough time as the
Board has not been presented with needed information (appraisals) to make an informed decision.
Also, March is a busy month for the township with the elections. There needs to be time to review
any/all documents that are presented by both sides. Supervisor Adams motions to extend the
hearing date to March 31%, 2023 at 1:00 p.m. Magner seconded. By Roll Call VVote: Adams: YES,
Magner YES. Motion passed.

NEW BUSINESS

Resolution 2022-24. Kampher/Millhouse Lot Line Adjustment.

The lot is located on May Ave. In 2020, the applicants swapped roughly 3000 square feet of land
with previous neighboring owners in order to qualify for a building permit. Currently, they want
to swap it back. The result is that one lot ends up being about 20.1 acres, the other 19.9 acres. The
property giving up land is less developable and no additional development rights are involved.
The Millhouse land is likely undividable. Adams moves approval of resolution 2022-24. Seconded
by Magner. By Roll Call Vote: Adams: YES, Magner YES. Motion Passed.

Resolution 2022-21. Summary Publication of Ordinance 2022-03.

TO: Stillwater Township Board, May Township Board, Grant City Council, & Stillwater City Council
FROM: Karen Kill, Administrator and the Brown’s Creek Watershed District Board
RE: Boundary Revision — Brown’s Creek and Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed Districts
DATE: December 16, 2022
Background

Watershed Districts are special units of government to fulfill the purposes under Minnesota Statutes sections
103B.201 through 103B.255, chapter 103D and Minnesota Rules 8410.0050 through 8410.0150. In quick summary,
we work to protect and improve water quality and help protect against flooding.

Water issues rarely follow existing municipal boundaries. The jurisdictional boundary of a watershed is intended to
follow the hydrologic boundary as closely as possible so that projects and programs can be implemented that will be
beneficial at the watershed level.

Issue

The MN Department of Natural Resources took LiDAR of the entire state in the past decade, giving us detailed
contour data and allowing us to update our hydrologic models. There have also been some large subdivisions of
previously large-acre parcels near the jurisdictional boundary (for example Millbrook development in Stillwater).

Brown’s Creek and Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed Districts (BCWD & CMSCWD) have worked together to
review the updated hydrologic boundary and concur in a list of parcels that we propose be changed to reflect this
new information. A total of 67 parcels are recommended to be reassigned from the BCWD to the CMSCWD, and 159
parcels from the CMSCWD to the BCWD. A map and list of parcels in each community are attached.

BCWD & CMSCWD have similar levies/property tax burden and permitting standards. The boundary change will
allow residents within the hydrologic boundary of their watershed to participate on the citizen advisory committee or
watershed district board, as well as take part in programs that may be offered to directly benefit a specific resource.

To change a jurisdictional boundary, a petition must be made to the state Board of Water and Soil Resources.
Letters of concurrence from the affected watershed districts and communities are part of the petition (draft also
attached). BCWD has agreed to lead this effort.

Recommended Action
Consider approval of the attached template resolution and letter of concurrence to revise the jurisdictional boundary
of BCWD & CMSCWD to better represent the hydrologic boundary.

Brown’s Creek Watershed District (BCWD; petitioners), a Minnesota special purpose unit of
government with powers set forth at Minnesota Statutes chapters 103B and 103D, pursuant to
BCWD resolution 2022-XX, hereby petitions the Board of Water and Soil Resources for an order
approving the adjustment of the common jurisdictional boundary between Brown’s Creek
Watershed District and Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed District (CMSCWD), pursuant to
Minnesota Statutes section 103B.215, for reasons described as follows:

1. BCWD is an existing watershed district with jurisdiction entirely within the Twin Cities
metropolitan area, as defined at Minnesota Statutes section 471.121 subdivision 2;

2. In 2015, BCWD re-delineated the hydrologic boundary along its jurisdictional boundary with
the adjacent Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed District. After the area was subdivided into
mostly residential parcels in subsequent years, BCWD and CMSCWD undertook an analysis to
identify the appropriate watershed district assignment for each of the numerous parcels along
the boundary. This analysis resulted in a determination that 68 parcels should be assigned from
BCWD to CMSCWD (specified in Exhibit A, attached to and incorporated into this petition), while
159 parcels should be assigned from CMSCWD to BCWD (specified in Exhibit B, attached to and
incorporated into this petition) to ensure that the boundary more closely conforms to the
hydrologic watershed boundary between the districts. The reassignments align each parcel to the
watershed district to which the majority of the parcel’s surface area drains.

3. The 227 parcels to be reassigned are within the jurisdictional borders of May Township,
Stillwater Township, City of Grant, and the City of Stillwater. Maps of the proposed
reassignments are attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit C;

4. The petitioned adjustments would be of the public benefit and welfare, cause the common
jurisdictional boundary to more closely conform to the hydrological boundary between the two
entities, and would facilitate watershed-based water resource planning and management,
making the adjustment consistent with the purposes and requirements of the Metropolitan
Surface Water Management Act, Minnesota Statutes sections 103B.205 to 103B .255;

5. In fulfillment of the requirements of Minnesota Statutes section 103B.215, subdivision 2(c), May
Township, Stillwater Township, the City of Stillwater and CMSCWD concur in this petition, as
evidenced by the resolution and letter from each attached hereto and incorporated herein as
Exhibits D, E and F;



6. BCWD as petitioners represent that none of parcels that are the area of the proposed boundary
change, as listed in Exhibit A and Exhibit B, is subject to any outstanding indebtedness, levy or
assessment from either BCWD or CMSCWD and that the boundary change will not affect any
benefits or damages for previously constructed improvements, such that the petition is consistent
with Minnesota Statutes section 103B.255, as required by Minnesota Statutes section 103B.215,
subdivision 2(b)(3).

7. A copy of the BCWD Board of Managers resolution 2022-XX is attached hereto and
incorporated herein as Exhibit G.

WHEREFORE, in accordance with Minnesota Statutes section 103B.215, BCWD respectfully
petitions the Board of Water and Soil Resources to issue an order implementing the boundary

change requested herein.
