OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES
February 2t 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on
February 2, 2023, at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Board members Steve Magner
and John Pazlar; Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel; Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; and
those with business before the Town. Supervisor John Adams and Planner Nate Sparks were
absent. Supervisor Pazlar called the meeting to order at 7:00p.m.

MINUTES
Pazlar moved, seconded by Magner to approve the minutes for the January 5%, 2022 Board Meeting
minutes as presented.

All in Favor. Motion Passed.
CHECKS AND TREASURER’S REPORT

Olson presented the Treasurer’s report, showing total cash investments of $2,010,108.40 of which
$710,449.26 is in investments, $1,610,886.44 is committed, $399,221.96 is uncommitted.

Approval of checks #21519 - #21552 and EFT 0223B, F and S. Pazlar moved, seconded by Magner
to approve the above checks for payment. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Open Space Subdivision Ordinance Amendments

Planner Nate Sparks presents a packet containing two types of subdivisions, minor and major
subdivisions, both require platting. A minor subdivision is 3 or less lots with a minimum lots size
of 2.5 acres with a density of 1:10. A major subdivision is 4 or more lots. These include open
space subdivisions and lot averaging subdivisions. A lot averaging subdivision as mandated to
have a variety of sizes and an internal access road. Density is 1:10. The open space sub-division
has areas of high-quality natural resources or a common recreation area. Lots are arranged around
the common recreation area. Lots can range in size from 2-5 acres with clustered areas, with some
restrictions on the open space. The intent of the open space subdivision is to establish the open
space on the road side of the development so the houses would be concealed on the back side of
the lot. The approved open space sub-division areas in May Township have had the homes near
the road and the open space in the back. The high-quality natural resources have been near the
back of the properties. Criticism has been received from the township as homes are clustered close
to the main road are not consistent with the rural character of the Township. An open space
subdivision has a 25% density bonus, which is more than any other subdivision allows. There are
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concerns about the density bonus as it allows for more housing units on the land. For these reasons,
a moratorium was place on open space subdivisions in May of 2022.

The township could consider eliminating open space subdivisions all together, or allowing open
space subdivision but not allow for a bonus density and require dwellings be placed away from the
road. The township could also choose to allow the lot averaging subdivisions but require a private
road to these neighborhoods.

Mr. Sparks notes that current setbacks on a county road are 150 feet from the centerline, and on a
township road the setback is 40 feet. The Board could increase that setback requirement to 100
feet.

The plan at this point is for this to be presented to the Planning Commission for review and
recommendation. Due to the complexity of this issue, it was presented to the Board first to get a
sense of the direction so that Mr. Sparks can present that to the Planning Commission with a public
hearing and then again return to the Board for consideration and approval.

Supervisor Magner comments that this has been a significant issue and he has received a lot of
public concern/interest. Mr. Magner’s recommendation is to delete the open space sub divisions
in total. Mr. Magner’s observations are that lots with a straight 10-acre minimum lot size have
dwellings away from the road. In the areas where there are open space subdivisions, homes are
built near the road and the open space not seen. This does not meet the rural concept of May
Township. Mr. Magner’s is not completely opposed to lot averaging if the acreage is close to the
10 acres per lot size. He is not in support of a small neighborhoods with homes built close to the
curb. He would like to see a plan that deletes the open space concept, allow for minor subdivision
with lot averaging and a private road. Also, he prefers 150 foot required setback from the right-
of-way.

Open Planning Commission Seat

There was a departure from the Planning Commission in January, which automatically moves
Mitch Otterson from an alternate Planning Commission member to a full member. If Don Rolf
wins the open Board seat Ted Nesse would also move from alternate Planning Commission
member to a full member. This opens 2 seats on the Planning Commission (pending election
results). An announcement that May Township is seeking potentially two alternate Planning
Commission members will go in the yearly newsletter to be sent out near the end of February.

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NEW BUSINESS

Broken Mailboxes

There have been a few issues with mailboxes being damaged by a plow or thrown snow. There is
no clear path as to how to handle these and some agreement needs to be determined. The current
contract with Miller needs to be examined and see if we can up with a solution. Supervisor Pazlar
IS open to suggestions. Supervisor Magner would like to see a formal policy in place. The first
step is to talk to Miller about their policy. Clerk Bobbi will reach out to Miller and report on their
policy at next month’s meeting.

2023 Fee Schedule Changes. Resolution 2023-06

Mr. Sparks notes that fee schedule changes are needed due to recent cost overruns on the escrow
estimates, due to the complexity of the requests. The suggested fees increases are between $50.00
to $100.00, not all fees are increasing. A future increase is also suggested on application fees.
Application fees are meant to cover the Clerk and Treasurer’s time. Escrow tracking requires
consistent monitoring throughout the entire process and fees for this may need to be adjusted too.

Supervisor Pazlar makes a motion to approve Resolution 2023-06 Amending the Fee Schedule.
Seconded by Magner. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Special Event Permits

Supervisor Pazlar states that Golden Acres has operated without a CUP permit for many years,
there is some question as to whether they are grandfathered in. While there was no objection to a
recent event, the question needs to be addressed as the Township does not allow commercial uses.
Mr. Sparks will address this at the next meeting with suggestions.

March 14, 2023 Appointing Election Judges. Resolution 2023-05
Appointing Election Judges for the March 14, 2023 Election.

Supervisor Pazlar motion to approve Resolution 2023-05 appointing election judges for the March
election. Seconded by Magner. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Moonlight Company 2023 Rate Sheet
This item will be on next month’s agenda due to potential conflict of interest.

Fat and Happy Bike Race

Supervisor Magner asks if the coordinators for this bike race that takes place around this time of
year has reached out to the Township yet. Supervisor Magner would like to look into making a
special events ordinance and consider having to regulate events such as this in the Township.

Nate Sparks notes that our current town code prohibits special events. Pazlar would like to see
some examples of options the township has and then how to limit the frequency of events.
Concerns around an event last fall with the large number of people on roads and at the town hall
was a surprise and created a potentially dangerous situation on the roads. We need to check on
the Townships liability on events in the future as more and more events will occur.
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Cartway Escrow

Clerk Bobbi reports the escrow fund for the cartway petition is getting close to the $6000.00
minimum balance and more funds need to be collected to get through the March 31, 2023 hearing
date. Estimates for attorney costs are $5000.00, Engineer estimates are $3800.00, Planner
estimates are $1200.00.

Supervisor Magner motions to request an additional $10,000.00 in escrow funds be requested from
the petitioner of the cartway to cover estimated costs through March 31, 2023. Pazlar seconded.
All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Washington County Meeting

Washington County has requested a meeting with the Board about Big Marine Park Reserve
updates. Planner Sparks suggests a Board discussion prior to the meeting for discussion. Clerk
Bobbi will set up a meeting this week.

February 17, 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a special meeting on Friday, February
17, 2023, at 11:30 a.m. at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Board members John
Pazlar and Steve Magner; Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel, Planner Nate Sparks. Board Chair
John Adams was absent.

Washington County officials Frank Ticknor (Deputy Director of Public Works), Jan Lucke
(Deputy County Administrator), Sandy Bauer (Parks Director) and Commissioner Fran Miron
were present.

Notice was posted on the township’s website and at the Town Hall more than 72 hours prior to
February 17, 2023.

The sole purpose of the special meeting is to hear updates from Washington County Parks related
to expansion of Big Marine Park Reserve and the surrounding Kelley Farm and Cattle Company
land.

Acting Chair John Pazlar called the meeting to order at 11:36 a.m.

Deputy Director of Public Works, Frank Tickner reports that Washington County understands they
need to apply for a CUP in the future for a building improvement. A detailed history and current
boundary are reviewed and attached to these minutes. Big Marine Park Reserve currently includes
204 acres that are owned and open to the public, 642 acres are owned and are not open to the
public. Anadditional 685 acres is planned to be purchased from Kelly Farms to expand Big Marine
Park Reserve. The overall plan is to create a low intensity use of the park.

Permit history is presented (attached). In 2021 May Township amended the town code that would
require Washington County to apply for a new conditional use permit to move forward with a
planned maintenance facility project. This would include a CUP that includes all lands currently
owned by Washington County. In the future, if the Kelley Farms land becomes available, an
amendment would be applied for. The new maintenance facility project would add a small
building adjacent to the existing structure that includes restrooms, private rooms, and running
water. ARPA funds have become available to complete this project now. This facility is currently
used for storage only. Water and sewer would need to be brought in from existing lines in the
park. There may be a need to increase the size of the utilities (septic), Sandy Bauer will check on
this. Supervisor Magner would like to see that information in the CUP application. This proposed
project is 24 x 36 with a custom interior. It is made off-site and delivered when complete.

Planner Nate Sparks notes that that this maintenance facility is not on the master plan nor is a
future larger proposed building. This deviation from the master plan needs to be addressed and
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detailed in the CUP process. Any projects/updates also need to match what the master plan
outlines for specific uses (ie: parking). Mr. Sparks recommends that the county seek approvals in
a CUP only when they are ready to complete a project. This would avoid confusion with public
input and a potential long lag time a from CUP approval to project completion.

Magner comments about parcels at the end of 156" and a building in that area. There is a pole barn
that is currently being used for storage. The allowed usage of this needs to be checked on and
future plans need to be known. Also, 165" is currently not being maintained by the township and
moving forward there may need to be consideration for future maintenance by Washington
County. Conversations with the township attorney would be needed for this.

The potential purchase of some of the Kelley Land and Cattle property would add an additional
685 acres to Big Marine Park Reserve. This would bring the park to its full potential. Future plans
include separate trail crossings to connect north of County Road 4, multiple trails (soft surface,
equestrian, hiking, mountain biking), archery loop trail system, boardwalks, overlooks, group
camp sites, group & equestrian camp facility, primitive camping area, and native vegetation
buffers. No hunting will be allowed within the park.

Supervisor Pazlar asks if there any studies have been conducted regarding future traffic counts.
Specifically off of 155" and May. It would be good to have a comparison of traffic from similar
parks with this type of activities.

Kelley Land and Cattle Property contains a total of 2,443 acres, Washington County is interested
in purchasing land only in the park boundary (685 acres). The purchase will be done in 3 phases.
Phase | is 240 acres, phase Il is 192 acres, phase Il is 253 acres. This purchase is still in the
negotiating phase. The anticipated timeline is 3 years at minimum. Each phase is an annual
project. This would allow Washington County to maximum funding from the Metropolitan
Counsel. Commissioner Miron indicates that this property may be purchased over three years but
not developed for many more years.

Concerns are raised by Supervisor Magner about miscommunication and misinformation
surrounding the development of the park. Also, the size of the area that will potentially turn into
park areas only. With no commercial district in the township, we have no services to provide to
users. In turn, there are expenses for the township (fire, road maintenance). Commissioner Miron
notes that future costs associated with this type of project need to be planned for and discussed at
the county level.

The county will update the township as land enters into county ownership and update the CUP as
improvements are needed to the park and open to the public.

The Keystone Woods Wildlife Management Area (the additional area of Kelley Farm and Cattle
Company the DNR is potentially purchasing) is pending with the legislature. Hunting would be
allowed in this area. Concerns are raised regarding the proximity of the land to people, traffic and
the open-ness of the land itself. Commissioner Miron urges communication with Senator Housley
to voice concerns. A WMA that large in May Township could have a large impact.
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Washington County will have a Board workshop on Tuesday, February 28", 2023 and report the
feedback and direction received from this meeting to all Board members. These workshops are
typically after their regular Board meeting. The hope is to be transparent with the plans for the
park. There has been some mis-communication with the Minnesota Land Trust that needs to be
made clear as this moves forward as it differs from what is presented today.

Supervisor Pazlar nor Supervisor Magner have any objection or concerns to the plans as presented
today.

Discussion amongst the Board around a potential WMA is concerning with a nearby park and
multiple visitor activities. A major concern is the number of public attractions to be supported by
our non-commercial township. Maintaining gravel roads is already a concern for our own residents
and becomes more of a concern with an area like this bringing more traffic. Parking on the roadside
from hunters is also a concern.

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a special meeting on Wednesday,
February 22, 2023, at 12:00 p.m. via Zoom. Those present included: Board members John
Adams, John Pazlar, and Steve Magner; Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel and Planner Nate
Sparks.

Notice was posted on the township’s website and at the Town Hall more than 72 hours prior to
February 22, 2023.

The sole purpose of the special meeting was to gather information from Midco about possible
internet expansion opportunities in May Township. Melissa Wolf from Midco is presenting.

Melissa shared a map (attached to these minutes) that represents the proposed areas of
expansion. Melissa suggests that May Township apply for a Minnesota Boarder to Boarder
Grant Application to cover additional costs of the expansion. The applications are due next
Thursday, March 2" 2023,

Outreach from township residents has resulted in two projects in May Township over the past
year. This brought Midco to about 40 homes. This was all driven by resident outreach only.

One the map, the purple is current service territory, red lines are Midco fiber routes. Midco also
has leased (shared) lines in the western portion of the township. Some of the difficulty in bring
service to the township has been due to these leased lines. The grant application would allow
Midco to provide more of their own infrastructure for the township. If the township moves
forward with this opportunity, it would bring direct fiber service from Midco to 575 unserved
homes (green portions of the map).

Midco has already submitted a grant application to Washington County that would go in
conjunction with the DEED grant application. Washington County has approved $311,000.00,
contingent upon receiving the DEED grant, to be used as a financial match. In total, the proposed
project cost is 3.4 million. Midco will contribute 1.6 million, Washington County contributing
$311,000.00 from their broadband grant, the remainder would be covered by the DEED request
of 1.5 million (45% of the project cost). March 2nd, 2023 is the deadline to submit the
application with an anticipated response by late May or early June 2023. Building would begin
in 2024 and completed by the end of 2024.

The only cost to a resident in this proposed project area would be a $100.00 installation fee if
they have an extremely long driveway. Residents would also be responsible for the monthly
service tier they choose.
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The DEED grant application needs a letter of support from the Board. The Township could also
choose to contribute financially to this project. Supervisor Magner is open to providing a letter
of support for the application, but there is not an option at this point to provide financial backing
for this project. Supervisor Pazlar concurs with Magner’s comments. Melissa feels that the
chances of an approval for a DEED grant is very good based on the level of interest and support
from May area residents and the already approved support from Washington County. The one
barrier is funding; the Office of Broadband Development has 67 million to allocate and it
depends on the number of grant applications received.

In the coming years there will be additional funds available to expand services throughout more
areas of the township.

May Township is on Midco’s list for starting a brown field update for existing Midco served
residents. Midco will be upgrading service by completing service group reductions, reducing the
number of homes serviced by a single node. This would increase speeds to these homes. It will
take several years to complete the brown field updates.

Melissa and Clerk Bobbi Hummel will work on getting a draft letter of support from May
Township complete by early next week.

A special meeting is scheduled for next Tuesday, February 28" at 12:00 p.m. to review/approve
the letter of support for a DEED grant.

We will not know the unit cost until the contract is bid. Last year’s cost for a 4” line was approximately $0.08 per foot. Please
note that this cost refers only to the actual length of the material placed, and not the gaps in between the markings.

Feedback from our contractors is that they have in the past submitted higher bid prices due to communities not being ready for
striping at the same time as the nearby county roads. To keep bid prices down, this contract should be used only for roads that
are ready to stripe early in the season. If you are planning sealcoating or other pavement projects for your local roadways,
please include striping in those contracts, as Washington County will no longer order our contractor to return to stripe roadways
which were not ready at the time that adjacent county highways were striped.

Please note that the use of yellow centerline markings are not required for roads with less than 6000 vehicles per day. However,
if centerline markings are used, No Passing Zones must be properly marked. If your community wishes to have centerlines
marked on local roads, including roads with existing centerline markings, please contact your City or Township Engineer to
determine and mark the appropriate passing zones. A summary of this procedure is also attached, as detailed in MNnDOT's
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Traffic Engineering Manual, Section 7-5.03. Alternatively, the entire roadway may be marked as a No Passing Zone; however,
this approach will result in a substantial increase in paint usage. Washington County’s contractor will only mark local roadways
in compliance with this requirement.

Sorry for the delay. | wanted to check with Steve first to make sure | had our policy correct. Madison has a detailed call list and didn’t find that address in her notes so we have no way to determine if we actually hit their
mailbox or if it was because of snow. Please see below and attached.

Our standard procedure for mailboxes is as follows;
1. Residents should contact the Township. They must indicate name, address, time of alleged damage. This information should then be communicated to Miller Exc.
2. Miller Exc will review the truck GPS and a supervisor will perform a site visit to review the mailbox.
3. If Miller Exc determines that the mailbox was broken due strictly to snow, no compensation is provided.
4. If Miller Exc determines that the truck/plow actually contacted the mailbox, Miller crews will repair the mailbox for the winter. The address is then put on a follow up list for the spring.
a. Some homeowners elect to repair their own. If Miller Exc did damage the mailbox, it will reimburse a resident up to $75.00 per the Washington County standard mailbox detail attached.

ARTICLE |
Background, Introduction, and Purpose

The Carnelian-Marine-St. Croix Watershed District (“CMSCWD”) intends to reconstruct
177" Street North to direct stormwater flows to the north side of the road, install
Stormwater Management Facilities that includes a stormwater conveyance ditch,
stormwater outlet piping structures, and a bioretention basin along portions of 177t
Street North, located in May Township detailed in Exhibit A, hereinafter referred to as
the “Project,” which is attached hereto and incorporated by this reference. Said Project is
located on property that includes 177%" Street North, which is maintained by MAY
TOWNSHIP (“TOWNSHIP”). CMSCWD and the TOWNSHIP may be referred to in this
Memorandum of Understanding individually as “Party” or collectively as the “Parties”.

This Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) establishes requirements, procedures, and
processes for guiding the activities and decisions of CMSCWD and the TOWNSHIP in
matters relating to the Project.

Both parties recognize that the objectives of this MOU can best be realized through close
coordination and cooperation.

ARTICLE Il
Installation of Project

CMSCWD desires to install Project for purposes of reducing phosphorus and sediment in
runoff along property located on 177" Street North and at the Big Marine Lake East Boat
Launch on property owned by private landowners, Washington County, and the
Minnesota Department of Natural Resources. CMSCWD is solely responsible for
obtaining permission to access and installation of Project with the appropriate
landowners.

CMSCWD will provide project management services to complete the Project, and will
schedule, implement, and oversee all contractor activities necessary to complete the
Project.

ARTICLE Il
Payment of Project

CMSCWD agrees to be responsible for all plan development of the Project, bidding of
the Project in accordance with Minnesota law, and construction of the Project, including
payment requirements pursuant to Minnesota law.

TOWNSHIP shall have no responsibility for development or installation of the Project.

ARTICLE IV
Maintenance

TOWNSHIP maintains a portion of 177" Street North near the Big Marine Lake East
Boat Launch (“Maintenance Area”) through a prescriptive easement. TOWNSHIP will
maintain the Maintenance Area pursuant to the grading outlined in the Project plans
following Project completion.

TOWNSHIP is solely responsibility for any legal actions required to access and maintain
the Maintenance Area. This MOU does not convey any interest in real property to
CMSCWD; nor does it anticipate CMSCWD will assist TOWNSHIP with any action to
assert an interest in real property for the Maintenance Area.

CMSCWD will maintain all other Stormwater Management Facilities for the Project, per
section 13 of this Agreement for the 10-year life following the Project completion.

Maintenance as is required in sections 11 and 12 above, and as described in the “BWSR
Native Vegetation Establishment and Enhancement Guidelines (January 2019 edition)”
shall include (1) biannual removal of accumulated sediment, trash, leaves, and debris in
water quality practices proper and in the pretreatment collection areas, (2) annual
eradication of noxious weeds and invasive species, (3) installation of supplemental native
vegetation, as needed, if barren areas form or if control of noxious or invasive species
control exceeds 25% of the Project area, (4) repair of any areas of erosion, as needed, (5)
inspection and removal of debris at inlet and outlet structures to ensure flow is not
impeded and verification that the structures and pipes are functioning properly, and (6)
replacement of nonfunctional filtration media impacted by sedimentation and with a
measured infiltration rate less than 0.375 inches per hour.

All maintenance required to be performed by this MOU by the Parties shall be performed
in a manner which shall be at the sole discretion of the party so obligated.

Any Party performing maintenance pursuant to this MOU shall be responsible for payment
of said maintenance, including payment to any contractors and/or subcontractors, pursuant
to Minnesota Statute Section 471.425.
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The TOWNSHIP will obtain all regulatory approvals required for maintenance activities
the TOWNSHIP is obligated to perform under this agreement, and will notify the
CMSCWD if the grading in the Maintenance Area is not operating as designed.

ARTICLE V
Indemnification

CMSCWD shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the TOWNSHIP, its officials,
agents, contractors, and employees, from and against all suits, demands, causes of action,
liabilities, or claims for injury or damages of whatever nature, including personal injury,
death, or damage to property, arising out of, or related to CMSCWD’s obligations as
outlined in this MOU, unless caused by the negligence or intentional acts or omissions of
the TOWNSHIP, its agents, officials, employees, and assigns in relation to the Project.

TOWNSHIP shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the CMSCWD, its officials,
agents, contractors, and employees, from and against all suits, demands, causes of action,
liabilities, or claims for injury or damages of whatever nature, including personal injury,
death, or damage to property, arising out of, or related to TOWNSHIP’s obligations as
outlined in this MOU, unless caused by the negligence or intentional acts or omissions of
the CMSCWD, its agents, officials, employees, and assigns in relation to the Project.

To the fullest extent permitted by law, actions by the parties to this MOU are intended to
be and shall be construed as a “cooperative activity” and it is the intent of the parties that
they shall be deemed a “single governmental unit” for the purposes of liability, as set forth
in Minnesota Statutes, Section 471.59, subd. 1a(b). The parties to this MOU are not liable
for the acts or omissions of another party to this MOU except to the extent they have agreed
in writing to be responsible for the acts or omissions of the other parties as provided for in
Section 471.59, subd. 1a.

Each party’s liability shall be governed by the provisions of Minnesota Statutes, Chapter
466 and other applicable law. The parties agree that liability under this MOU is controlled
by Minnesota Statute 471.59, subdivision 1a and that the total liability for the parties shall not
exceed the limits on governmental liability for a single unit of government as specified in
466.04, subdivision 1(a).

ARTICLE VI
Miscellaneous Terms

This MOU is effective when fully executed and will remain effective for 10 years from
completion of the Project, or until January 1, 2034, whichever date occurs first.

This MOU may be terminated by written agreement signed by the parties. This MOU may
also be terminated if any party fails to fulfill any of its roles or responsibilities under this
MOU or modifications to this MOU.

The provisions of Minn. Stat. 181.59 and of any applicable ordinance relating to civil rights
and discrimination shall be considered part of this Agreement as if fully set further herein,



and shall be part of any Agreement entered into by the parties with any contractor,
subcontractor, or material suppliers.

22.  This MOU represents the entire agreement between the May TOWNSHIP and
CMSCWD regarding the matters provided herein and supersedes any prior oral or written
agreements regarding the same.

This MOU shall be effective immediately upon signature of the TOWNSHIP and the CMSCWD,

and shall remain in effect until the MOU is terminated by in accordance with paragraph 19, or
the MOU is mutually terminated by both parties.
