OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES
May 4th, 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on
May 4, 2023, at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Board members John Pazlar, Steve
Magner, and Don Rolf; Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel; Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson;
Township Attorney, Dave Snyder, Planner Nate Sparks, Engineer Mark Erichson, and those with
business before the Town. Chair John Pazlar called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

MINUTES
Pazlar moved, seconded by Magner to approve the minutes for the April 6™, 2023 Board Meeting
Minutes. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Magner to approve the minutes for the April 19", 2023 Board of
Equalization and Appeal Meeting Minutes. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Magner to approve the minutes for the April 21%, 2023 Special Board
Meeting on the 201 Sewer System with John Adams. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

CHECKS AND TREASURER’S REPORT
Olson presented the Treasurer’s report, showing total cash and investments of $1,882,745.00 of
which $710,916.28 is in investments. $1,626,720.25 is committed.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Rolf to approved the Treasurers Report. All in Favor. Motion Passed.
Check approval checks #21618 to #21656 and EFT0523B, EFT0523F, and EFT0523S.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Rolf to approve the above checks for payment. All in Favor. Motion
Passed.

PLANNING COMMISSION

Walt Peterson presents the recommendation of the Planning Commission for the Washington County
Park Reserve Conditional Use Permit. The county is proposing to remodel a current public works
building in the park. Adding bathrooms and breakrooms. This will be temporary; a new facility
will be built eventually. The Planning Commission is recommending approval of the CUP as
presented.

Nate Sparks explains that the CUP encompasses the areas of the park that are owed and open to the
public only. The maintenance facility is included in the master plan and is allowed.
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Magner has no concerns.

Pazlar motions to approve Resolution 2023-13 Conditional Use Permit to Washington County for
Big Marine Park Reserve, seconded by Rolf. By Roll Call Vote: Magner: YES, Pazlar: YES, Rolf:
YES. Resolution 2023-13 Approved.

Jahnke Land Reclamation Project Extension Request

Jason Jahnke posted the required security for his project and presented a request for an extension on
his permit at that time. The permit currently runs through November 30, 2023. Mr. Jahnke is
requesting an extension of one year. Mr. Jahnke states he will be traveling for work and may be
unable to complete the work on time. Nate Sparks reminds the Board that the permit was granted
though a public process and has a specific project completion date. If the Board chooses to extend
the project timeline it should be in lieu of any work being do this year and allow work to begin and
be completed by November, 2024. Otherwise, the work would be a 2-year project, a substantial
change to the approved permit, and would require a new public hearing meeting and Board meeting.
The work has been ongoing for a number of years already and one point of the timeline was to get
the work done in a fair and agreeable amount of time to surrounding property owners.

Don Rolf is inclined to stick with what the Planning Commission and Board have already approved.

Applicant, Jason Jahnke, explains that he was out of town from January to mid-April and is slated
to go out of town for work again in June for an undetermined amount of time. He is trying to be
proactive. He is concerned about losing his deposit money.

Magner notes that an email was received by a neighboring property owner indicating that they are
not in support of the permit extension. The letter expressed a need for finality to the situation.
Magners concerns are the continued animosity between the applicant and neighbors. Sometimes an
extension is necessary, but those extensions should come towards the end of the deadline and this
permit just became effective. He suggests that the applicant consider scaling the project back and if
the work isn’t done close to the expiration date of the permit the Board can revisit this issue. He
encourages the applicant to try to complete the project and asks that he keep the township aware of
what is happening on it, for example, when/if he may be going out of town in June. Communication
is key. It is premature for an extension.

John Pazlar comments that he has received a couple calls on this issue today. The concern isn’t an
opposition to the project, the concern is the continued time that this project is taking. The neighbors
want an end date on all the work/noise. He asks the applicate for a better sense of his timeline, the
project has to wrap up. If the request for an extension comes back in Oct/Nov this year he will be
hard pressed to not pick a time/date and assure the neighbors that the project will be done.

Pazlar motions to deny the request for an extension for an additional year, seconded by Rolf. All
approved.

Pazlar requests that if Mr. Janke is not going to complete, the project that he come back to the Board
and ask for an extension, they will make a determination at that time based on where he is in the
project and how much work has been done.
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Another issue on the property has been the burning of trash. Nate Sparks confirms that all residences
are required to have solid waste services at their home. Burning garbage is illegal. It is a county
and state requirement.

Lighting impact to neighboring properties is also a concern. Pictures have been presented. This is
in violation to nuisance ordinances. Lights need to be down-shielded as to not cast on adjacent
properties. Based on what is presented tonight (without a light meter) there are two light violations.
Intermittent use of the light is still a violation. Mr. Jahnke must get his property lights down-shielded
and change the bright bulbs on the lights in the cement statues on his property. Mr. Janhke agrees
that it will take a couple weeks to get new lights installed.

A neighboring property owner requests that if a request for an extension on this permit be brought
before the board, they be able to provide public comment. Pazlar agrees.

Mr. Jahnke request confirmation that water can not be transferred from one property to another
property. The Board agrees.

201 SEWER SYSTEM
There was a pump failure at a home, the pump was replaced with a new pump and the old pump will
be refurbished and saved for later use.

The triplex station was shorted out by a fallen tree. Tri-State Pump and Control fixed it.

The Point Source Implementation Grant is being investigated by Engineer Mark Erichson and he
will report updates next month.

ENGINEERING AND ROADS
Miller Excavating Steet Sweeping Contract is presented. Supervisor Magner motions to approve
the contract, seconded by Magner. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Engineer Erichson notes that the Calcium/Chloride quotes for the roads are not in yet. Pazlar
comments that the first application should be around May 15",

Magner estimates that by tomorrow (May 5™) most of the gravel should be complete and ready for
Calcium/Chloride. Pulling excess gravel from the sides of the roads is in progress.

The road tour will be scheduled shortly after June 1%,

CITIZEN CONSIDERATIONS
A resident that lives at 13310 Panorama Ave. N. would like to express her concerns about the
township failure to provide snowplowing services to her and her neighbor, leaving them plowed in
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for 4 days. Her mail and garbage services were also disrupted due to this. She finds the lack of
communication unprofessional.

Magner explains that during this particular snow event there was a transition in road supervisors.
As the incoming road Supervisor, Magner advised the plows to stop plowing where the private road
begins. He was unaware that the private section had been plowed previously. Mr. Adams (outgoing
road Supervisor) than did instruct the plows to go as far as to the base of cardiac hill to gain access
to a triplex station for the townships shared sewer system. Further down Panorama, is a private
section owned by a resident that lives in the area, there is about 13-15 homes on it. Part of the
communication issue in this situation was that Mr. Adams was in the hospital not available, Magner
was just beginning as the new road supervisor.

Another resident speaks and noted that the township has historically plowed, graded, and placed
calcium chloride on the road for many years.

There are improvements to be completed on the road this summer by the watershed district, which
could prevent a clear, quick answer.

Attorney Snyder indicates that while it seems that an easy/fast answer would be to say that the
township will plow it, grade it, and treat it as they have done in the past. However, the road could
then be treated as a public road. Allowing the township to expand it, create special taxing districts,
modify it, and the road can then be subjected to any road maintenance policy that exists elsewhere.
Many people may take the position that they rather maintain the private road so they can control it.
It is important that the Board evaluate this and the future wants and realize that there are other sides
to this. Also, the volunteer Board members made a good faith effort to deal with this issue, despite
some difficulties in staffing. Previous minutes reflect that there is a commitment to dialog and
discuss the issues. Mr. Snyder’s recommendation is that the township continue to consider all
options and continue to take community input and ultimately come up with a reasonable written
recommendation. There is room for some grace in these circumstances, given the volunteer staff
and winter conditions that presented a difficult situation.

Magner states that he has had some preliminary conversations with Mr. Snyder to come to a solution
of how to handle the private portion of Panorama going forward. Financial consideration needs to
be for all of the township residents.

VIOLATIONS/COMPLAINTS

17XXX Olinda Trail N. Zoning Violation.

A citizen reported an excess amount of debris outside a residence. The township Building Inspector
took pictures and they are presented tonight. Mr. Sparks notes that this is a code violation and a
notification letter will be sent with a time limit to correct the problem. Further action will be
necessary if the property is not brought back into compliance. Further action includes an onsite
inspection, issue of notice of violation hearing at the Town Board and enforcement. Planner Sparks
will send a letter this week.
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OLD BUSINESS

Big Marine Boat Launch

Mike Isensee is here to answer questions on the Big Marine Boat Launch Agreement. A final copy
includes language that clarifies that May Township is not responsible for any maintenance other than
grading of the road, as usual. Engineer Mark Erichson is satisfied with the plans, as well as Attorney
Snyder.

Steve Magner motions to approve the memorandum of understanding (MOU) between CMSCWD
and May Township for the maintenance of Big Marine East Boat Launch Stormwater Quality
Improvement Project. Seconded by Pazlar. All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Magner asks if there is a CMSCWD liaison that could act as the go between for
issues/communication needs. Mike Isensee agrees that that might be a good idea.

Norell Corridor Project

Lauie Allmann has agreed be a liaison for May Township regarding the reconstruction of Norell.
The county has proposed a plan the make improvements on Norell and the public comments/input
has been high. There were 3 design suggestions by the county. The current plan will keep the road
at the same width, no changes in hills or curves. The plan is to complete the project in the summer
of 2024 and they are moving into the final design stage. Ms. Allmann would like the town to be
engaged, the natural resource values of this area are significant. Getting involved and thinking ahead
may give the township the best opportunity to preserve the area.

Pazlar notes that he would be happy to pick up where former Chair John Adams left off with this
project and keep township engaged in this project.

Chicken Ordinance
The topic is still under consideration as there is research being done on lot sizes. The finding will
be presented at an upcoming meeting.

Planning Commission Chair Selection

Pazlar motions that the Town Board does hereby ordain that the town code provision dealing with
appointment of the Planning Commission Chair and Vice Chair shall be amended to allow the Town
Board to make a selection, modify and/or have input of the Planning Commission seats. Seconded
By Rolf. Roll Call Vote: Magner, YES: Pazlar, YES: Rolf, YES. Motion Passed.

Planner Sparks will have a draft ordinance revision available for review next month.

NEW BUSINESS

Liberty Classical Academy

The Founder of Liberty Classical Academy is in attendance presenting a plan to build a new school
called Liberty Classical Academy that will be built partly in May Township and partly in Hugo.
May Township lands will include some athletic fields (baseball and soccer fields), septic fields, and
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some walking paths. There will be lights on the athletic fields that will be in compliance and down
shielded as required.

Planner Sparks suggests that the Board could look at the proposed use in two ways. First, a
recreational area. Second, permission to operate as part of the school. It may make sense to consider
a code amendment to allow accessory uses to a school separately that to the school itself. This is
because the location of the school. He recommends that when the school presents a formal
application there is a master plan that shows short term areas to be built that is part of the CUP and
concurrent with that, they apply for an amendment so that the township can specifically address their
use. The current proposal fits within the context of the area.

There have been two neighborhood meetings to introduce the school. The feedback has been
positive. The only concern was lighting, which they plan to address.

None of the Board members have any concerns at this time, appreciate that they are approaching the
Board early in the planning stages.

Rosenbush LLA — Resolution 2023-14

This property is on the south side of 122", Rosebush family currently owns a piece of land that
contains a strip owned by a neighboring property. The request is to eliminate the strip of land on
Rosenbush property. The Rosenbush owners will be losing approx. % an acre of property to the
north and gaining about 1 acre of property to the south. This is lessening the non-conformity of the
lot size. The request also includes creating one Property Identification Number (PID) for the
Rosenbush parcel, as it currently has two.

Pazlar motions to approve Resolution 2023-14, Approving a Lot Line Adjustment for Rosenbush
and Zollar at 12001 Keystone Ave. Seconded by Magner. By Roll Call Vote: Magner, YES: Pazlar,
YES: Rolf, YES. Motion Passed.

Meeting Adjourned at 9:10 p.m. without objection.

SPECIAL MEETING MINUTES
May 23", 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a special meeting on Tuesday May 23
2023, at 1:00 p.m. at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Steve Magner and Don Rolf.
Planner Nate Sparks and Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel. Chair John Pazlar is absent.

Others present were Washington County Commissioner Fran Miron, Trust for Public Land
representative Bob McGillivray. Scott Nolan, Forest Lake area Wildlife Manager, Frank Wilson,
the Regional Director and Pat (inaudible), with Minnesota Fish and Wildlife. Aswell as 2 residents
of the town.

Notice was posted on the township’s website and at the Town Hall more than 72 hours prior to
May 23", 2023.

The sole purpose of the special meeting is to gather information on the planned sale of the Kelley
Cattle Company Land and ensure future township input and understanding on the process.

Acting Chair Steve Magner called the meeting to order at 12:58 p.m.

Mr. MCGillivray explains that Trust for Public Land (TPL) is a non-profit organization that
purchases land from sellers who want to protect their land for permanent stewardship and for
people to enjoy it. The Kelley Land and Cattle Company Land is approximately 2600 acres and
has been owed by the family for many generations. This is one of the largest undeveloped pieces
of land in the greater twin cities metro region. The land has high biodiversity significance, there
are a number of lakes on it, a variety of habitats, wetlands, forests, and grasslands. The owners
have taken care of the property very well. It is one of the county’s top 10 conservation areas. It
has been a priority for protection for many decades. The eastern portion has been in the county’s
master plan for approximately 3 decades. TPL hopes to acquire the land on the west side of
Manning to the south of 155" street.

The DNR acquires approximately 6000 acres of land per year across the entire state. This is a
high-quality piece of habitat and if it becomes a Wildlife Management Area (WMA) it will be
open to the public. They will provide ecosystem service such as water filtration, as well as outdoor
amenities. This land presents an opportunity for something a little different than a typical WMA.
Meetings will be forthcoming to get feedback from the public to see what they would like on the
land. From the meetings they hope to determine what the day-to-day operations will look like.

TPL and the DNR are separate organizations but do work together. In this case, TPL will buy the
land and then donate it to the DNR. Magner questions why the DNR does not purchase the land
outright. Some of the land the DNR acquires on its own, other times they use Non-Government
Organizations (NGO) as a partner. It has to do with capacity. For example, TPL has the time and
talent for conservation. The DNR couldn’t accomplish their mission without partners like
Pheasants Forever and TPL.
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TPL is a non-profit organization that gets funds from government grants, foundations, and
donations from individuals. The funding for this transaction is coming from the Outdoor Heritage
Fund through the State of MN Legacy Grant. The MN Legacy Grant is a constitutional amendment
that was passed in 2018. It is dedicated sales tax funding that is required in the constitution to be
used for purchasing wildlife areas and improving habitat.

The Minnesota Land Trust is different from TPL as it concentrates on conservation easements and
they do not actually buy the land, TPL buys the land, not as an easement.

The DNR does plan for a community meeting and have public input and commentary period in the
fall and winter. The hope is to gain interested in what they would like on the property. There will
be initial plans presented.

TPL hopes to acquire the first phase of the property (approx. 450 acres) sometime this summer
and complete the acquisition with the rest of the land in the fall.

The acquisition was a surprise for the township and Magner asks about taking it off the tax rolls
for the township. Payment In Lieu of Taxes (PILT) would be available for this property. The PILT
payment is estimated to be significantly more than the tax base. The estimated amount of PILT
payment is about six times as much to the county as it is currently receiving. The county receives
a little under ¥4 of tax dollars (22%-23%). The PILT payment is split in a similar method as it
would be with residential property on the land.

The entire area is planned to be a WMA. Buffers and setbacks are still in the planning stage. There
are 7 houses within 300 feet of 10-mile border. Community input will be beneficial. There are
four different options for buffers.

The DNR plans to remove all the buildings on the land. Magner asks if that is negotiable so the
character can be kept. The DNR is open to having the buildings moved by someone as an option.
However, buildings on a WMA are not consistent with the land use. Magner asks if that question
can be asked at the community meeting to get the public’s opinion. Rolf suggests that the buildings
be checked for integrity/status. There might be an option for use of a building to create a welcome
space for visitors.

The name for the WMA is proposed as Keystone Woods.

Planner Sparks remarks that the Board has sent a letter to TPL expressing their opposition to the
land becoming a WMA based on the location of the land and traffic concerns for the township.
The township is required to have a plan for trail corridors in that area. For these reasons it does
not seem to be a good fit. The township wants balance in this area and wants to make sure
everything works together. He asks what the options/restrictions are and what model is the DNR
looking at? What happens if this becomes a popular WMA (such as Carlos Avery)? The DNR
representees responded by stating this would be part of the public process and that there are ways
to limit visitors with available parking spots. The open landscape of this land wouldn’t lend itself
to a Carlos Avery situation due to the wide-open areas. The starting point/general rule with any
WMA is that it is open to all kinds of hunting and trapping (including shot guns, single shot, rifle).
Then the plan gets refined based on public input and the addition of buffers (300 feet). No firearms
are allowed to be discharged in those areas. This method has been successful. There are 5 different
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parking lots that are being proposed (corner of 155""/Manning, directly across from the farmstead,
an access where a rental property exists, right across from the hunt club access, Hwy 4, SW off
Keystone Ave.). At this point the plan is to limit them to 8-10 spots at each unit.

Planner Sparks asks if the area south of the park could become part of the county park rather than
a WMA. This would create a situation where all of the WMA is all on the west site of Manning
and the Park is on the east side. Mr. McGillivray said he asked that question and said the county
is not interested in that land. Commissioner Miron confirms that to be true. The county is trying
to follow the master plan, if the township wishes to modify the master plan, he is willing to
approach the county about it. Mr. McGillivray states if that is the case, plan would have to move
along very quickly. Nate Sparks believes the township would be willing to consider a change in
the plan.

The water areas will be used for fishing. Boat restrictions and catch and release requirements may
be put on place. There will not be public water access to back in a boat. The lakes would allow
fishing from shore and possible kayaks.

Public participation will be coordinated with a personal letter to neighboring properties and the
DNR will reach out to the local units of government. They are still trying to figure out if it will be
an open house type formation or online questionnaires. Mr. Sparks confirms that the township
would like a reprehensive at those meetings, Nate Sparks will be the contact for the township. The
meetings are open to anyone.

Currently the DNR is in the planning phase and will take the information they received today and
work that into their plan. They will be in touch over the summer. Exact dates of the land transfer
are not available today.

Commissioner Miron will relay notes to county staff as the discussion moves forward.

Commissioner Miron is unaware (doesn’t believe) that the City of Hugo has been notified about
this WMA, it borders a far edge of the town. The use of this land is buffered by conservation areas
in Hugo. Magner is interested in learning what Hugo’s thoughts are on this area. The DNR adds
that they have reached out to Hugo officials but have not gotten a response.

Neighbors in attendance had concerns that the township was planning to develop this land.
Supervisor Magner explains that the township has no ownership of the property and has no control
in this land. The township has some zoning controls they can only regulate some land use. This
is a private sale; the owners of the land have reached out to TPL to sell the land and it will be
transferred to the DNR. The DNR plans to develop a WMA over the entire area. The property
will not be developed at this point.

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a special meeting on Tuesday May 23
2023, at 2:30 p.m. at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Board members Steve Magner,
and Don Rolf. Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel, and Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson. Board
Chair John Pazlar was absent.

Notice was posted on the township’s website and at the Town Hall more than 72 hours prior to
May 23", 2023.

The sole purpose of the special meeting is to finalize and approve the 2023 operating budget for
the 201-sewer system.

Acting Chair Steve Magner called the meeting to order at 2:30 p.m.

The budget worksheet is presented and reviewed. Steve Magner commented that right now the
budget is status quo until the township is required to complete the updates for nitrogen testing.
There is a grant available for 80% of the total cost, Engineers Katie Koscielak and Mark Erichson
are working on getting the details of the grant application process. If approved, there would be a
20% portion that would need to be distributed amongst the users of the system.

There was a letter sent out to each home a couple years ago regarding the required upgrades.

Total anticipated 2023 expenses are $101,855.00, the 2022 budget was $$84,240.00. The
approximate cost per resident is about $1200.00, depending on electric connection/shared costs.
It is about $100.00 higher than last year per user.

Magner hopes we can keep the costs closer to the 2022 budget. Most of the items are a fixed
amount. Magner is comfortable with the proposed budget. He questions the increased amount in
consulting fees. Clerk Hummel explained that with the grant application there will be increased
fees for that work. The township has never applied for something such as this so the amount is
estimated. If the costs are above or below the $6000.00 estimate an adjustment can be made next
year.

Supervisor Magner motions to approved the 2023 budget of $101,855.00. Seconded by Rolf.
Motion passed.

Invoices will be sent out this week by Clerk Bobbi Hummel along with the 2023 budget worksheet.

Ordinance No. 2023-02

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN CODE RELATED TO
ORGANIZATIONAL MATTERS OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION

Section 1. Findings.

WHEREAS, the Town of May periodically reviews fees to ensure adequate management of the
Town budget; and

WHEREAS, upon review of the fees the following fees were found in need of adjustment.

NOW THEREFORE, THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF MAY, WASHINGTON
COUNTY, MINNESOTA DOES ORDAIN:

Section 2. Code Amended. Sections 202.03 and 202.04 regarding the Planning Commission is
amended in the manner identified below:

Section 202.03: Organization. Town Board shall appoint a Chairman and a Vice Chairman from
among the members of the Planning Commission annually at the February Town Board meeting.

Section 202.04: Meetings, Reports, etc. The Planning Commission may hold at least one (1)
regular meeting each month. It shall adopt rules for the transaction of business. It shall keep a
public record of all motions, resolutions, transactions, findings, minutes, and reports which shall
be promptly reduced to writing, a copy of which shall be forwarded to each member of the Town
Board. The Zoning Administrator shall be the official advisor to the Planning Commission.

A. Voting. Each member attending any meeting shall be entitled to cast a vote. VVoting
shall be by voice vote. In the event that any member shall have a personal interest of any
kind in the matter then before the commission, he or she shall disclose his or her interest
and be disqualified from voting upon the matter, and the Clerk shall record in the minutes
that no vote was cast by such member. Alternate members shall be entitled to cast a vote
in the absence of any member. The second alternate shall be entitled to cast a vote in the
absence of any two members.

B. Removal. Any member or alternate member may be removed by a majority vote of the
Town Board. Cause for removal may include but not be limited to having more than three
(3) absences per year. The Board may consider exceptional circumstances when applying
this rule.

C. Officers. The Chairman and Vice Chairman shall serve two year terms and shall be
selected by the Town Board.



Section 3. Effective Date.
This ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage and publication
according to law.

Section 4. Severability.

If any part of this ordinance is held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, this shall not
invalidate any other section, provision or part thereof.

West Lakeland Township Snow Plowing Policy

West Lakeland Township snow plowing goals:
e Our goal is to have all township roads passable within a reasonable amount of time after a
snowfall has stopped.
e Our plowing priorities reflect a commitment to insuring that roads are kept open to serve
critical facilities and to provide access between state/county highways and our
communities.

THE TOWNSHIP DOES NOT ASSURE A BARE ROAD; AND, WILL NOT NORMALLY
SALT OR SAND ENTIRE SECTIONS OF ROADWAY. Users of the highway system are
reminded to exercise caution and to drive with care. It may not be possible to drive the posted
speed limit at all times. We are not responsible for snow removal on any state/county/private
roadways in our township.

SNOW REMOVAL PROCEDURES
1. DISPATCHING OF SNOWPLOWS

e  When two (2) or more inches of snow have accumulated, snow and ice control
operations will begin. In most cases, plowing operations begin between 2:00 a.m. and
4:00 a.m.; the exact time depends on the predicted start of the snow storm, intensity of
the snowfall and the expected end to the snowfall.

o The township will usually not dispatch snowplows until after a snowfall has stopped.
During extended periods of snowfall, exceptions may be made. Snowplows will not be
sent out in situations that are deemed by the Township Road Supervisor to be
hazardous.

2. OPERATIONS

Generally the clearing of roads consist of the following three phases:

a)

b)

Make roads passable.

Clean one lane in each direction. Generally, a plow and wing are used. Main
arteries and school bus routes being plowed first. “Secondary” streets plowed next
with cul-de-sacs last.

Widen the lanes to edge of shoulder.

Sanding may be done at problem locations. ENTIRE ROAD SECTIONS WILL
NOT BE SANDED. An appropriate mixture of salt to sand is used.

Clean up under normal circumstances.

Removal of ice and slush off roadway after salt and sun have been allowed to work
may occur. Removal of snow from roadways as scheduling/demands allows.

Depending on the situation, more than one phase may be accomplished at the same time.
Be patient. An average 4" snowfall takes 12-18 hours to plow and apply ice control.

3. PERSONAL PROPERTY

West Lakeland Township will not fix/repair/replace any damaged mailboxes or supports.
The Township is not liable for damages to sod, fences, vehicles, sprinkler systems and/or
other objects placed in the Township right-of-way or on the edge.

The Township road maintenance personnel may assist stranded motorists by contacting
law enforcement/emergency personnel. Our snow plowing contractor will not attempt to
remove stuck vehicles from ditches, snow banks or any other impediment.

RESIDENT PLOWING

Shovel in front of your mailbox. The post office will not deliver mail if they cannot get
close enough to reach the mailbox from their vehicle.

Township residents are reminded that it is unlawful to plow snow from driveways onto
or across township roads [Minnesota Statute 160.2715 (A) (1)].

a)  Piles of snow left on or near the road can freeze into a solid mass creating a
hazardous situation for vehicles and snowplows.
b)  Piles of snow increase the chance or drifting snow onto the roadway.
c)  Accidents and damages caused by snow piles placed in the roadway may result in
liability to the property owner.

TIPS AND INFORMATION

Avreas are assigned to each snowplow driver. Most drivers stay in that area for the entire winter,
allowing him or her to become very familiar with the roadway features in that specific area
Keep parked vehicles off township roads between 1:00 a.m. and 11:00 a.m. lllegally parked
vehicles may hinder snowplows from fully clearing streets.
Place reflective plastic curb markers 3" in from the curb or edge of the pavement to show the edge
of your lawn or driveway. Remember to plan ahead, as installation is much easier when the
ground isn’t frozen!
Plowing snow in cul-de-sacs is difficult because of the way the driveways are situated. As much
as possible, plow drivers try to plow snow away from driveways and deposit it in open areas.
Remember, during heavy snowfalls, township snowplowing is accomplished in three (3) separate
phases:

e The first pass provides an initial access path down the streets.

e Full-width plowing can occur a couple of hours after all streets have received a first pass.

e Final cleanup occurs the next day and includes intersection cleanup, snow and ice control

and plowing where vehicles were parked.
e Homeowners are responsible for clearing out their own driveways.

Respect snowplows, both as a pedestrian and as a motorist. Snowplows travel much slower than
the posted speed and the driver’s field of vision is severely limited. Never pass on the right, since
plows are pushing snow to the right. Stay 70 feet (four car lengths) from the snowplow so the
driver can see you.

Sod damage resulting from township snowplows will not be repaired by the township. The
township does not repair sprinklers, fences or rock gardens that are placed in the township right-
of-way.

The exact time snow removal begins depends on when the snowfall ends. In most cases, plowing
operations begin between 2 a.m. and 4:00 a.m., but the exact time depends on the predicted start
and end of the snowfall and its’ intensity. Usually two (2) inches or more of snow accumulation
triggers the start of township wide snow removal.

The Township will not fix/repair/replace any damaged mailboxes or supports.

e Mounting mailboxes and supports according to Post Office standards will minimize
potential damage to your mailbox. Minimum height of mailbox (not post) needs to be at
least 41” up from the pavement. The face (front) of the mailbox should not extend beyond
the back edge of the curb edge or pavement. Also newspaper containers need to be at least

Service Contract between TOWN OF MAY
and YOUTH SERVICE BUREAU, INC.

The Town of May, 13519 May Ave N, Stillwater, MN 55082-9484, hereinafter referred to as the “City,”
and Youth Service Bureau, Inc., 6120 Oren Avenue N, Box 12, Minnesota, 55082, hereinafter referred
to as the “Contractor,” enter into this agreement for the period from 1/1/2023, to 12/31/2023.

WHEREAS, the City is committed to using community-based approaches to strengthen individuals,
families, and community;

WHEREAS, the City has identified the following outcomes for juvenile diversion and early intervention:

Juvenile offenders will be held accountable for their actions by engaging in activities that repair the
harm done to the victim and community and will participate in programs that promote an increased
understanding of the impact of their offense on victims, communities, and themselves;

Crime victims will be notified of diversion proceedings; will have opportunities to provide input;
and, if willing, will have the opportunity to participate in the process;

Community members will have active and direct involvement in programming;

WHEREAS, the City, pursuant to its goals of providing accountability and the most appropriate
diversion and early intervention available to juvenile offenders, wishes to purchase services for youth
involved in at-risk behavior from the Contractor to support these outcomes;

NOW, THEREFORE, the parties agree as follows:
1. Contractor's Responsibilities
Contractor agrees to provide the following services:

a) Complete an in-person intake meeting with the juvenile and parent(s) with all qualified
referrals and to include approved standardized screening tools.

b) Provide Community Work Service (CWS), and recruit and support CWS sites. Supervise
and monitor community work service clients who are ordered by a court and/or referred by
local law enforcement officials. Actively connect with CWS sites in the community,
strengthen those relationships and seek/develop new CWS sites for youth.

c) Provide educational and prevention/early-intervention programs, specifically as follows:
chemical awareness, bullying awareness, conflict awareness, theft awareness, or another
approved alternative. Eligible juveniles include those who are Court-ordered, and those who
are referred by local law enforcement, schools, or parents. The reason for the referral must
be for behavior or actions that could result in a police report, a citation, or a petition for
delinquency.

d) Provide evaluation and counseling. Counseling services can include crisis intervention,
individual and family and group counseling. Families will pay for these services using
insurance coverage or by using an available sliding-fee scale. The City subsidizes costs of
counseling services after the family’s insurance coverage or ability to pay has been
exhausted.



e) Provide victims of crimes diverted by local law enforcement the opportunity for direct or
indirect involvement into how the juvenile should be held accountable, including
consideration of the impact of the crime on the victim and any specific needs for restitution.
When necessary, due to the nature of the offense, restitution will be determined, collected,
and paid to the victim.

f)  When possible and appropriate, facilitate restorative justice interventions, such as victim-
offender mediation, family group conferencing, and/or community-panels, so that juvenile
offenders are held directly accountable to the victim and victimized community through some
form of reparation.

g) Monitor agreements or contracts to ensure follow-through by juvenile offenders. The
agency agrees to use a standardized contract form as developed by the Washington County
Juvenile Probation Aide and the individual Youth Diversion Specialists at quarterly meetings.
Ongoing communication between the Diversion Specialists and the referring parties is
expected to allow for maximum case-management and coordination.

h) The Contractor agrees to provide the programs for youth and families enumerated in
Attachment A, which is incorporated herein by reference.

Client Eligibility

A person, subject to the purview of the City (meaning such persons as live in, attend school
in, or are issued a citation in the city) between the ages of five and eighteen, or older if still
in high-school, their family members, and the victims of juvenile crime who are assessed to
be appropriate shall be eligible for services provided under the terms of this Agreement.

Cost and Delivery of Purchased Services — The total amount to be paid to the Contractor
for services purchased under this agreement shall not exceed Two Thousand Five Hundred
Dollars ($2,500.00) on or about April 30, 2023. The City acknowledges that evaluation and
counseling services will be provided to families at rates set by YSB, which may be paid
through insurance or directly by families with the ability to pay for such services.

Evaluation, Reporting, and Information Requirements — The Contractor agrees to
reasonable evaluations of its programs, employees, and volunteers and make them
available for review by the City if so requested. The Contractor agrees to comply with all
reporting requirements as assigned by law, rule, or contract by the State of Minnesota. The
Contractor further agrees to abide by all laws and rules regarding confidentiality and data
practices. The Contractor agrees to provide necessary information allowed by law and
deemed necessary by the City and/or local law enforcement on referred cases.

Indemnification — The Contractor agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the City,
its officers, employees, and agents for all claims arising out of the Contractor’s activities
related to the services provided under this agreement up to the liability limits set forth in
Minn. Stat. 466.04. The City will indemnify YSB, Inc., from and against all liability up to the
liability limits set forth in Minn. Stat. 466.04. No other provision of this agreement shall serve
to limit in any way the obligations of the Contractor to indemnify and defend the City under
this clause.

Insurance Requirements — The Contractor agrees that in order to protect itself, as well as
the City, from claims arising out of the Contractor’s activities under this agreement, it will at
all times during the term of this agreement keep in force policies of insurance providing the
following coverage: professional liability insurance in the amount of One Million Dollars

($1,000,000); comprehensive general liability insurance policy in the amount of One Million
Dollars ($1,000,000); automobile liability insurance, including non-owned and hired autos, in
the amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000). The Contractor further agrees to maintain
Workers’ Compensation insurance as required by applicable law. Contractor will also
maintain excess liability coverage in the amount of One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) per
occurrence. Certificates of Insurance showing the coverage listed herein shall be provided
to the City within 30 days of the effective date of this contract.

Data Privacy — All data collected, created, received, maintained, or disseminated for any
purpose by the activities of the Contractor because of this agreement is governed by the
Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minn. Stat. Chapter 13, as amended, the
Minnesota Rule implementing such Act now in force or as adopted, as well as federal
regulations on data privacy.

Record Disclosures/Monitoring — Pursuant to Minn. Stat. 16C.05, Subd. 5, the Contractor
agrees that the City, the State Auditor, or any of their duly authorized representatives at any
time during normal business hours and as often as they may reasonably deem necessary,
shall have access to and the right to examine, audit, excerpt, and transcribe any books,
documents, papers, records, etc., which are pertinent to the accounting practices and
procedures of the Contractor and involve transactions relating to this agreement. The
Contractor agrees to maintain these records for a period of three years from the date of
termination of this agreement.

Nondiscrimination — During the performance of this agreement, the Contractor agrees to
the following: No person shall, on the grounds of race, color, religion, age, sex, disability,
marital status, public assistance status, criminal record, creed, or national origin be excluded
from full employment rights in, participation in, be denied the benefits of, or be otherwise
subjected to discrimination under any and all applicable federal and state laws against
discrimination.

Independent Contractor — Nothing contained in this agreement is intended or should be
construed as creating the relationship of co-partners or joint ventures with the City or the
City Police Department. No tenure or any rights or benefits, including Workers’
Compensation, unemployment insurance, medical care, sick leave, vacation leave,
severance pay, PERA, or other benefits available to City employees shall accrue to the
Contractor or employees of the Contractor performing services under this agreement.

Conditions of the Parties’ Obligation — This agreement may be canceled by either party
at any time, with or without cause, upon 30 days’ notice, in writing, delivered by mail, or in
person. Any alterations, variations, modifications, or waivers of the provisions of this
agreement shall be valid only when they have been reduced to writing, duly signed by both
parties, and attached to the original of this agreement.

Compliance With Law — The Contractor shall abide by all federal, state, or local laws,
statutes, ordinances, rules, and regulations now in effect or hereinafter adopted insofar as
they relate to the Contractor’s performance of the provisions of this agreement.

Firearms — Unless specifically required by the terms of this contract, no provider of services
pursuant to this contract, including, but not limited to, employees, agents, or subcontractors
of the Contractor shall carry or possess a firearm on City premises. Violation of this
provision shall be considered a substantial breach of the agreement. Violation of this
provision is grounds for immediate suspension or termination of this contract, without notice,

the remainder of the agreement will remain in force and binding.

15. Governing Law — The laws of Minnesota shall govern the interpretation and prosecution of
this agreement.
