OFFICIAL TOWN BOARD MINUTES
October 5", 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened their regular monthly meeting on October 5,
2023, at the May Town Hall. Those present included: Board members John Pazlar, Steve Magner, and
Don Rolf. Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel; Deputy Clerk/Treasurer Marsha Olson; Planner Nate
Sparks; Attorney David Snyder, and those with business before the Town. Chair John Pazlar called the
meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

MINUTES
Rolf moved, seconded by Pazlar to approve the minutes from the September 71,2023 Board Meeting.
All in Favor. Motion Passed.

(September meeting minutes were revised prior to approval at Supervisor Magner request regarding
plowing of Panorama. The statement “Magner has no issue with that” was removed as requested).

Pazlar moved, seconded by Rolf to approve the minutes from the September 7™,2023 Board Meeting.
All in Favor. Motion Passed.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Rolf to approve the minutes from the September 12", 2023 Closed Cartway
Litigation Meeting. All in Favor. Motion Passed

CHECKS AND TREASURER’S REPORT
Olson presented the Treasurer’s report, showing total cash and investments of $1,979,577.13 of which
$712,305.60 is in investments. $1,596,957.17 is committed. $382,619.96 is non committed.

An older Arcola Tree Farm Development Escrow is still outstanding, the Clerk is addressing it and a
portion has been paid. None are in dispute.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Rolf to approved the Treasurers Report. All in Favor. Motion Passed.
Olson requests approval for checks #21796 to #21832 and EFT01023B, EFT1023F, and EFT1023S.

Pazlar moved, seconded by Rolf to approve the cash control statement from 9/1/2023 to 09/30/2023.
All in Favor. Motion Passed.

PLANNING COMMISSION
The Planning Commission reviewed a preliminary and final plat for Schuster Acres. It is a 33-acre
property, requesting to be split into two lots. It meets township standards. Planning commission
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recommended approval. Comments from Washington County regarding access points has not been
received yet. Planner Sparks has prepared Resolution 2023-21 for review tonight.

Planning Commission Chair Chad Nelson states that an explanation of the 2.5 acre minimum was
discussed and the Schuster’s understood that an addition yield calculation may need to be done in the
future.

Neighbors present tonight is in support of this change.

Supervisor Rolf motions to approve Resolution 2023-21 as presented. Seconded by Pazlar. All in favor.
Motion passed.

201 SEWER SYSTEM

The state has indicated new requirements for sewer systems regarding nitrogen. A motion was passed
to allocate funds so the township Engineer could complete preliminary work to identify the next steps
in applying for the grant. If approved, the grant could cover 80% of the total cost.

A brief update with the annual billing in 2024 will be considered.

ENGINEERING AND ROADS

Resolution 2023-22. Plowing Private Roads

Magner would like to move forward to clarify this tonight and have it resolved before winter. The issue
is whether or not the township plows the private portion of Panorama beyond the township’s 201 sewer
system.

Testimony of plowing contractors indicate plowing along Panorama has been made to the point of the
township’s 201 Sewer Station Lift Station to maintain 24-hour access. Historically plowing along the
private portion of the road was completed with the assumption that it was being invoiced to the owners.
Information from previous township records indicate the township was plowing private roads for
payment. Testimony also indicated that if the private section was plowed recently, it was simply to
move snow or as a curtesy and regular snow plowing did not occur. Mr. Magner has received calls from
other township residence living on private roads inquiring why the township was plowing this private
road. We need to keep access to the 201-system open, but he feels going beyond the 201 system is not
the right course of action. He will not be voting for anything beyond what the resolution identifies.

On existing evidence, Mr. Snyder does not believe a case for public road status exists. Resident Joe
Lendway, in review the Minnesota Townships Association information, indicates that the road is used
by people that do not live on it. Mr. Lendway indicates the road has been worked on for over 15 years
by the township. Including grading and dust control. Also noting township contractors use the road.

Mr. Snyder invites Mr. Ledway to bring a petition for inverse condemnation with the Washington
County District Court and ask the court to declare it a public road. The result could be a declaring it a
public road, along with the ditches, slopes, and adjacent lands on each side rendered public.
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Mr. Lendway replies that declaring it a public road would only allow public access to what is maintained
and there has never been work on the ditches along Panorama.

Mr. Snyder suggests that the area that is maintained includes the areas necessary for the slope and
support of the road as well as snow casting. If snow is cast into the ditch and lawns, it can potentially
be declared part of the public road. The goal is to outline future predictability moving forward. Disputes
on if it is public or private may be best served in a different forum.

Mr. Lenway asks that if it is not graded in the future, he requests that township equipment not use the
road. After construction of the drainage project this may be a moot point. The type of material chosen
for the road does not support grading.

The resolution tonight is about plowing the private section of Panorama only. Magner states that if the
township were to take the road it would be necessary to revert back to township road standards.
Panorama does not meet any township standards currently written for a road. That will be a significant
amount of work and would change the landscape dramatically.

Resident Catherine Solheim lives on Panorama Ave. and states that the road has been plowed for 15
years. Pointing out some of the facts in the draft resolution are incorrect as well as location descriptions.

Magner questions what the public good is to plow the private section; no law requires the township plow
it. Solheim responds that it has been done for 25 years and is a service that has been provided for her.
Magner responds that it is a private road and any past plowing does not obligate the township to continue
it.

Another resident that lives on Panorama referred to conversations with past Board members that
indicated that the road is grandfathered in. This hasn’t been an issue until this past year when the road
was not plowed. She feels if the township does not plow their section of the road they will be trapped
and doesn’t understand how it will work logistically. She confirms the road has been plowed.

Pazlar summarizes that there is clear debate around the past plowing of the Panorama. The township has
a compelling interest and will continue to plow the private portion of Panorama to get to the townships
201 sewer lift station, in order to keep it accessible. The question is whether or not the township will
plow the remaining length of the private road, beyond the lift station.

Rolf is not in favor of a situation that prevents residence from getting in/out of their road. If stopping
the plow at the 201 system leaves a berm of snow, he does not feel comfortable leaving a safety hazard.

Magner says the snow can safely be pushed to the northwest side of the intersection. Leaving a berm is
not an issue. He sees no public good in spending tax dollars on plowing a private road. It is common
to see local contractors out before the township roads are being plowed. He has no interest in continuing
to plow the private section beyond the township 201 sewer system. He is responsible for township
dollars and does not see a public good in using township plowing contractors to plow out residents that
live on a private road.

Pazlar is still unclear about what past practice has been, he would like time to rectify the conflicts. Rolf
agrees and would like to get clear on the stop point for the plow.
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Pazlar suggests to table for a month, he would like more information on the unresolved issues. He
suggests the residents on the road start to line up a serve just incase the decision is to not plow the road
they have someone ready. Even if history identifies plowing has occurred the totality of facts will need
to be considered.

Snyder recommends a motion to continue, refers the Board back to the terms of his letter and hopefully
the factual conflict can be resolved.

Pazlar moves, seconded by Rolf to continue the matter to November. All in favor. Motion passed.

VIOLATIONS/COMPLAINTS

17xxx Olinda Trail N.

A violation on Olinda Trail has been an ongoing issue. Correspondence has been sent and there has
been no compliance to this point. The township Building Official has been in contact with the owner.
The owner stated they are operating an auto reduction yard, removing metal from junk cars and selling
it. Sparks reported that the owners have stated that they do not intend to comply. The lot is several
acres in size. With the amount of outside material related to this illegal home-based business, there is
not a pathway to receive an Interim Use Permit to bring the operation in compliance.

Attorney Snyder suggests at this point, with the clarity of the owner’s intentions, is to litigate the matter
or hold a Violation Hearing at the November meeting. Giving the homeowner notice and invite them to
attend.

The building official has been to the property 3-4 times, original notice was sent in May, another in
September. The property/situation has been monitored throughout the summer. There was additional
time granted due to the large amount of junk on the property. It appears that the material has been
moved around, but did not decrease in volume. The owner stated it is an income generating hobby.

Rolf suggests a violation hearing, Pazlar agrees.

Pazlar moves, seconded by Rolf to hold a violation hearing in November. All in favor. Motion passed.

13xxx — 120th St. N.

There has been a second access point added to a property and a camper and boat is being utilized as
living space. A notice has been sent to the property owner. Follow up on this will occur next week.
The complaints were received just recently, however arial photos and investigations lead officials to
believe this has been there a while. The building official observed that the camper is being used as a
residence. There are signs of residency around the camper.

There is a permanent home on the property. Property owners are still within the time to comply but that
will be up prior to the November meeting. Magner suggests the second letter be sent as a certified letter
and be sent prior to November next meeting.

Mager motions in instruct staff to send a second certified letter if compliance is not gained. Pazlar
seconds. All in favor. Motion passed.
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OLD BUSINESS

Memorandum of Understanding. Panorama Improvement Project.

Mike Isensee presents 60% engineer plans to the Board. This project is on Panorama Ave., along Big
Carnelian Lake, on about 27 acres of land that has water running directly into the lake without treatment.
On an annual basis about 9 pounds of phosphorus and about 6 tons of sediment are discharged into the
lake. The plan is to install stormwater piping with 13 inlets that capture and divert the runoff into a large
basin. A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is a required process that allows the watershed to
access state grant funds for the project. There will be a 48-hour notice given to affected residence and
project working hours between 8am and 5pm. Leaving access to cabins in the mornings and evenings.
Upon completion all of Panorama Ave. (public and private sections) will be covered with class 5 Dresser
Trap Rock as the road base. The estimated cost of the project is $600,000.00, some state funding has
been secured, the township is contributing $60,000.00. Additional grants may become available in the
near future. Watershed funds will be utilized to pay the balance. The project will be completed in 3
phases. There has been a public tour of the area, a public open house, and letters to land owners have
been sent. Overall, residents have been excited about the drainage issues being fixed and are supportive
of improving the water quality. Neighbors in attendance are supportive and they feel communications
have been good. They are expecting some disturbance. There are two access points in the area that
could accommodate emergency vehicles if needed during construction.

The township would like to be involved in the Watershed rule making process moving forward.

Magner motions to approve the Memorandum of Understanding with the stipulation that one item be
corrected as indicated by Attorney Snyder. Seconded by Pazlar. All in favor. Motion passed.

Special Event Ordinance

Planner Sparks presents a new draft of the special event ordinance to the Board. This new ordinance
removes the regulations occurring on private properties. This ordinance outlines events that utilize the
town right of way, town parks, and gravel roads. It limits the number of events per quarter and limits
the number of events on the same day. The deposit (application fee/escrow) will be added to the
township fee schedule. The township has been receiving a lot of requests for large events. It has created
some issues with traffic, communication, and complaints.

Once adopted, the Board would review the application and the Clerk would track all the applications to
verify it meets the ordinance requirements and then be presented for Board approval.

Magner mentions that there have been issues with event coordinators not applying in a timely fashion
for events. Leaving the township in a crunch to approve permits that have not had time to review
adequately. The township needs to know about events to make everyone aware and ensure a safe event.

As a side note, Pazlar points out that there are expansions of public facilities coming to the township
and the Board needs to understand and limit the impact of the large events such as this. The goal is not
to restrict private resident events but try to limit impacts on traffic.

Rolf notes that is also important to see where events fall on the calendar and where they occur in the
township. The township may have to deny some events so it doesn’t get overwhelming.
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Pazlar motions to review a new draft at next months meeting. Seconded by Magner. All in favor.
Motion passed.

NEW BUSINESS

Scandia Fire Chief Mike Hinz presents the Board with their 2024-2026 contract. Actual costs and
proposed costs are presented. Costs have increased recently. A new fire truck will be needed in 2026,
estimated costs to replace the truck is $700,000.00-$800,000.00. It is replacing a truck that is 25 years
old that is beginning to have issues and does not meet some safety requirements. This new truck is very
similar to the one it is replacing. The old truck will be sold auction. The truck will be paid with a 10-
year bond. A substation on Manning Ave. is in Scandia’s capital improvement plan to get better
coverage of the area, it would provide services to some May Township residence. Estimated costs on a
future substation is $200,000.00. This future sub-station would also allow them to provide service to
some Forest Lake residence. Response time to this area would be much faster.

Bridge Storage

A request came into the Clerk from Washington County seeking to temporarily store a bridge at their
gravel pit in the township. Planner Sparks has concerns that the conditional use permit is to operate a
mine and should not be allowed to be a place to store items. If the allowance is granted future requests
could be a concern. More questions/details need to be asked.

Pazlar wonders if this unique accommodation could be allowed. The Clerk is directed to gather more
information on how long they intend to store the bridge and what the plan is going forward. This may
be considered a public accommodation to the County. If approved there should be an understanding,
that they may store it under certain conditions to be outlined before formal approval.

Magner agrees that the township should partner with the county on this. It may be visible by only one
resident. The bigger concern is if the county plans to do restoration work on site. If work is to be done
on the bridge the proper precautions must be met.

Rolf would like more information before making a decision. The Clerk will request more information
and report back at next month’s meeting.

Resolution 2023-20. Certify Election Judges for November 7", 2023.
No questions or comments from the Board or pubic.

Pazlar motions to approve Resolution 2023-20, appointing election judges for the November 7, 2023
Election. Seconded by Rolf. By roll call vote: Pazlar YES, Magner YES, Rolf YES. Motion passed.

Consideration of Conservancy Zone Changes
There has been no renewed interest of follow up since last month’s meeting. Pazlar suggested it be
tabled.
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Magner said that if there is interest in re-visiting this topic he would like plan, specifics, and rational
for doing anything. He does not want to talk about hypothetical situations. It would be wasted time
and funds if there is no clear proposal in front of them.

Pazlar requested Planner Sparks to connect with Dave Snyder regarding the recent changes (sale of the
Wilder Forest property) and see if he thinks it’s worthwhile to re-open this to the public.

Technology Upgrades
The Clerk will re-visit upgrading technology at the Town Hall for hybrid meetings over the next month.
The goal is a simple, smaller solution that meets the need but does not disrupt the town hall space.

Media Requests
Pazlar suggests that any future media request should be directed to the Clerk and work with the Board
Chair on a unified township response and if a more detail reply is need it can be individually determined.

Magner prefers that media requests be sent to the Clerk.

Rolf would like to see a unified response.

Warner Nature Center Concerns

Multiple concerns have been received from township residence about what is happening at the Warner
Nature Center site and the operation of a school. The township has a visit/inspection set up for next
week and is gathering information. There is concern that with the weather changing the school will
move to Wilder Forest. Rolf reports that the church location River Grove is using currently for rain days
is a very small space. The septic compliance at Wilder Forest needs to be resolved, as well as other
issues.

Meeting adjourned at 9:57 p.m. without objection.

October 17, 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a special meeting on Tuesday, October
17", 2023 at 3:00 p.m. via Zoom. Those present included: Board members John Pazlar, Steve
Magner and Don Rolf. Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel. City of Marine Counsel Member Bill
Miller.

Notice was posted on the township’s website and at the Town Hall more than 72 hours prior to
October 17, 2023.

The sole purpose of the special meeting is to review the specifies of the 2024-2026 City of Marine
Fire contract.

Board Chair John Pazlar called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m.

The fire contract for between May and Marine is up for review, it expires at the end of the year.
Mr. Miller requested this meeting to review how things are going and future costs.

In 2022 there were 30 members of the Marine Fire Department, including 11 from May Township.
Currently there are 21 members of the Fire Department, including 3 from May Township.

Supervisor Pazlar mentions that paying township fire departments between three fire departments
(Marine, Scandia and Stillwater) to cover May Township is costly and getting higher.

Counselman Miller indicates that the current budget for Marine is almost $169,000.00, about
12.8% of their budget. He is open to suggestions. The goal is to determine if they are charging
correctly. In 2023 Marine’s her household cost was $168.00, serving 223 households. This is in-
line with the other contracts given each fire departments infrastructure and operating procedures.
Another consideration/benefit is that the Marine Fire Department has members from May
Township.

Supervisor Rolf has taken over the fire contracts this year and reviewed the formulas. They make
sense and does not have any questions at this time. Costs are rising and the township needs to
justify the increase also.

Supervisor Magner is concerned about providing fire service to the residence so they can live
safely. It is a necessary expenditure. He wants to know if there is anything May Township can
provide to help keep the Marine Fire Department going/healthy, noting the drop in members over
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the past year. He would like to work together to keep it strong and ensure the local departments
continue to thrive.

Miller updates that the Department is currently paid on-call. There are currently 5-7 new members
that are taking training in the department, all training is covered by the department. The
department is thriving, and they are not having any issues with staffing or covering any incent.
They provide mutual aid with May, Marine, Scandia and Stillwater. A new/younger influx is
moving into Marine and he is not worried about staffing but they are always recruiting. The fire
department 1ISO (Insurance Services Office) rating is very good and this keeps costs down.

Miller suggests putting a new contract together with new numbers. Staying in line with the per
household costs as before. A renewal that will start in 2024 and go for 3 years, ending in 2026,
Moving toward an average increases overall.

Pazlar and Magner appreciate the communication from Marine and the dialog that has provided
over the years.

Rolf is open to approving the contract based on the conversation with continued communication
to stay aware of any upcoming costs.

October 27, 2023

The Board of Supervisors of the Town of May convened a special meeting on Friday, October 27,
2023 at 1:00 p.m. Those present included: Board members Steve Magner and Don Rolf.
Clerk/Treasurer Bobbi Hummel. Planner Nate Sparks. Board Chair John Pazlar was absent.

Notice was posted on the township’s website and at the Town Hall more than 72 hours prior to
October 27", 2023,

The sole purpose of the special meeting is to consider a moratorium on the issuance of demolition
permits for structures on certain properties within the township, and consider a request by
Washington County to temporary store a bridge at their gravel pit within the township.

Acting Chair Steve Magner called the meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.

Planner Sparks presented a draft ordinance for consideration. A moratorium authorizing the study
and imposing a moratorium on the issuance of demolition permits. The study is to evaluate
ordinances relating to the preservation of historic structures/sites in the comprehensive plan. Recent
and future changes in ownership have created conversations about what happens to the structures on
the larger parcels in the township. Examples such as Arcola Mills, Kelley Farms, Wilder Forest,
and Warner Nature Center. There are buildings on these sites that are an integral part of the towns’
character and are historic in nature. Sparks also suggests that the Board may wish to add an
exception to the draft ordinance for instances in which a structure is hazardous or in a state of
imminent collapse. The draft moratorium is specifically on the issuance of demolition permits.

Supervisor Magner outlines that this conversation started a couple years ago when Wilder Forest
was for sale and when Washington County Parks was considering expansion into the area. The
school house was a concern. Furthermore, the township does not have an inventory of exactly
what/how many buildings are on some of the larger sites in the township. Magner did speak with a
Washington County Historical Society representative, he was advised to move forward with a
moratorium to stop the demolition process to be able to make more informed decisions. Also
advised, was forming a focus group together and coming up with new ordinances and creating an
inventory of historic structures. Stillwater was cited as an example to look for historic preservation
ordinances. This is the first step of a conservation process. Magner does not want to see something
disappear with no effort to save it. There are two large parcels currently in process of being sold.
He would like to add an exception to the draft ordinance for buildings found in a state of dis-repair,
after review by the township building inspector and reviewed by the Board.

Supervisor Rolf would like to have a better idea of what historic properties are in the township. He
suggests a voluntary survey on the township website for residents who have information or would
like to know if their own lands have historic buildings on it. He feels this is needed and preserving
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the history is important. Preservation is not only about land and lakes. This is a good first step and
is excited to here about what historic building are in the township.

There are currently no pending demolition permits in the township. There is a house on Lynch that
had a fire and the foundation has not been removed.

Sparks added an exemption and study authorization sections as suggested by the Board, this new
draft ordinance was reviewed and printed/signed during the meeting.

Magner motions to approve Ordinance 2023-04, seconded by Rolf. By roll call vote. Rolf YES,
Magner YES, Pazlar ABSENT. Motion Passed.

Bridge Storage at Washington County Gravel Pit

Washington County Planner, Dan Elder has requested to temporarily store a bridge at their gravel
pit in the township.

Magners identifies a good working relationship with Washington County Public Works and like to
work with them on this request. This is a remote location and it will be out of site. All
questions/concerns have been addressed.

Magner motions to approve a temporary bridge storage and repair of the 160’ bridge. Seconded by
Rolf. By roll call vote: Magner YES, Rolf YES, Pazlar ABSENT. Motion passed.

Clerk Hummel will email Washinton County to let them know their request is granted. The Clerk
will request publication of ordinance 2023-04 for next week’s publication.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING SNOWPLOWING
ALONG THE PRIVATE PORTION OF PANORAMA AVENUE

WHEREAS, the Town of May (“Town”) received a request from Catherine Solheim, a
resident at 13310 Panorama Avenue, to request the Town perform maintenance along Panorama
Avenue from the Township owned lift station to approximately 500 feet to the northwest; and

WHEREAS, the portion of Panorama Avenue from at a point approximately 550 feet north
and west of 131st Street N ending at the private road that runs from 133 to the private section of
Panorama Avenue (“Private Panorama”) on presently available information, is a private roadway and
not a dedicated public road; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has reviewed the request for maintenance beyond the
Town’s lift station and makes the following findings of fact:

1. The Town has an easement along Private Panorama for the maintenance and access of the
existing 201 sanitary sewer and appurtenances. The easement extends along Private
Panorama and continues east to the 201 system drain fields.

2. The Town has provided snow plowing only along Private Panorama to provide access to the
Town’s lift station. The Town has not historically provided snow plowing beyond the
Private Panorama limits.

3. The Town has limited operations along Private Panorama to only what is necessary to access
the Town’s lift station, routine maintenance typically provided on public roadways such as
grading, gravel application, and dust abatement have not been previously performed on
Private Panorama.

4. The Town has no demonstration of public dedication and has a history of billing for some
private road plowing.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that based on the preceding findings of fact,
the Town of May hereby approves the requested roadway maintenance subject to the following
conditions:

1. The Town will continue to provide snow plowing only along Private Panorama as it has
in the past in a manner that coincides with the Town’s regular plowing practices of public



roadways.

2. No other services will be provided on this section of private road, such as grading, addition
of gravel, or dust abatement.

Dear Mr. Snyder:

| represent Ms. Catherine Solheim with regard to the above-referenced matter. As you know, Ms. Solheim has raised
the matter of the continued plowing of Panorama Avenue North on numerous occasions to the Board of Supervisors of
the Town of May (the “Board”). Ms. Solheim has lived on Panorama Avenue North for more than fifteen years, and the
Town has plowed the portion of the road on which her residence is located during all of that time. This portion is
approximately 150 feet to the northwest, beyond the Township owned lift station at 133™ Street N. (“Extended
Panorama”). We understand that, in fact, the Town has plowed this portion of the road for more than twenty-five
years. As | believe you are aware, Ms. Solheim is seeking a commitment from the Board for continued plowing of
Extended Panorama.

As | am sure you are also aware, Ms. Solheim previously communicated with the Board and requested that they provide
a legal position regarding plowing on Extended Panorama. Immediately prior to the Board meeting on September 7,
2023, your letter dated September 1, 2023, was published to residents, which appears to contain this legal

analysis. Unfortunately, we note that your analysis is based upon various factual errors which have unfortunately been
put into the public record, including in the minutes of various Board meetings. Perhaps most importantly, we want to be
clear about the fact that the Town has both plowed and maintained Panorama Avenue North for many years,
including plowing Extended Panorama for decades. We want you to be aware that we have photographic evidence of
maintenance being performed on Panorama Avenue North on various dates. In fact, maintenance work has been
performed as recently as September 7, October 4, and October 17, 2023. Therefore, we strongly disagree with the legal
conclusions in your letter, and we believe that Ms. Solheim has a right to continued plowing of Extended Panorama.

Your letter of September 1, 2023 indicates you will continue to review information as it becomes available. Please
consider this letter as an example of such additional information.

The factual errors in the record which are pertinent to the analysis are numerous, but upon just a cursory review of the
minutes of several Board Meetings and the draft Resolution No. 2023 — 22, and have noted that such errors or
misstatements include, but are not limited to, the following:

- “There has been no maintenance or other work on the road [besides snow plowing].”

This statement is categorically false. In fact, a road crew did maintenance on Private Panorama as recently as
September 7*" and October 17" 2023.

- “[T]he township actions have been pursuant to a utility easement.”

Extended Panorama is a portion of Panorama Avenue North which lies beyond the utility easement referenced
in the draft Resolution — and yet the Town has plowed Extended Panorama for many years.



- “The township had a policy of plowing private roads for a fee. Later meeting minutes indicate that
there was a decision to stop providing plowing services for private roads.”

No fee has ever been charged to Ms. Solheim, and yet the Town has plowed Extended Panorama for many
years.

- “Instructions through last winter to private contractors has been to plow Panorama because of the lift
station only.”

Again, Extended Panorama cannot reasonably be considered to have anything to do with the lift station or the
utility easement referenced in the draft Resolution , and yet Extended Panorama has been plowed by the
Town for many years.

- “Township activity appears to have been limited to plowing to reach its sewer infrastructure, it appears
to be done over (and pursuant to) an easement, the road crew indicates that they have never worked or
maintained the road or kept it in repair.”

As noted above, Extended Panorama cannot reasonably be said to be associated with a utility easement. In
addition, we have photographic evidence of Panorama Avenue North being maintained by the Town.

Resolution 2023-22, as proposed, does not address Ms. Solheim’s request. We have enclosed for your and the Board’s
consideration a revised Resolution, which corrects various factual errors and which addresses Ms. Solheim’s

request. We urge the Board to commit to continuing the snowplowing of Extended Panorama as it has done for
decades. Inthe event my client’s request is not sufficiently addressed, she (and possibly other residents) will have no
choice but to pursue legal action in order to secure their rights to future snow plowing.

A RESOLUTION APPROVING SNOWPLOWING
ALONG THE PRIVATE PORTION OF PANORAMA AVENUE

WHEREAS, the Town of May ("Town") received a request from Catherine Solheim, a
resident at 13310 Panorama Avenue, to request the Town continue to perform snow plowing along
Panorama Avenue from the Township owned lift station to approximately 150 feet to the northwest;
and

WHEREAS, the portion of Panorama Avenue from at a point approximately 550 feet north
and west of 131st Street N ending at the private road that runs from 133 to the private section of
Panorama Avenue ("Private Panorama™) on presently available information, is a private roadway and
not a dedicated public road; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Supervisors has reviewed the request for snow plowing for 150 feet
beyond the Town's lift station (“Extended Panorama”) and makes the following findings of fact:

1. The Town has an easement along Private Panorama for the maintenance and access of the
existing 201 sanitary sewer and appurtenances. The easement -extends along Private
Panorama and continues east to the 201 system drain fields.

2. The Town has provided snow plowing along Private Panorama to provide access to the
Town's lift station. The Town has also historically provided snow plowing beyond the
Private Panorama limits including on Extended Panorama.

3. The Town has limited operations along Private Panorama to only what is necessary to access
the Town's lift station. Routine maintenance typically provided on public roadways such as
grading, gravel application, and dust abatement have also been previously performed on
Private Panorama.

4. The Town has no history of billing for private road plowing along Private Panorama or
Extended Panorama.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that based on the preceding findings of fact,

the Town of May hereby approves the requested roadway maintenance subject to the following
conditions:

1. The Town will continue to provide snow plowing only along Private Panorama and



Extended Panorama as it has in the past in a manner that coincides with the Town’s regular
plowing practices of public roadways.

2. Noother services will be provided on these sections of private road, such as grading,
addition of gravel, or dust abatement.

Pursuant to Section 709.03 of the Town Code, a property may only have a trailer parked on property when said
trailer accesses the property via the permitted driveway and is parked on a prepared surface. Additionally, it states
that you are not permitted to utilize a trailer for a dwelling unit. Pursuant to Section 705.10 of the Town Code, all
vehicles shall be parked on a prepared surface. Section 705.16.D states that you are permitted one access point to
the public road.

To rectify this matter please take the following actions:

e  Cease accessing the property in locations other than the approved driveway.

e Remove the secondary access point.

e  Cease the use of the camping trailer as a residence.

e Place the camping trailer on a prepared surface that is adjacent to the approved driveway or remove it from
the property.

e Place the boat and trailer on a prepared surface that is accessed from the approved driveway.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN CODE RELATED TO SPECIAL EVENTS

Section 1. Findings.

WHEREAS, the Town of May Board of Supervisors finds that the special events and large
gatherings have the potential to impact the peace and quiet of town residents and cause traffic
and safety impacts to public ways in the Town; and

WHEREAS, to ensure such events are limited and do not negatively impact the Town, the
Board finds it essential to require permits for such events.

NOW THEREFORE, THE TOWN BOARD OF THE TOWN OF MAY, WASHINGTON
COUNTY, MINNESOTA DOES ORDAIN:

Section 2. Code Added. Article 512 is hereby added to read as follows:

ARTICLE 512: SPECIAL EVENTS

Section 512.01: Purpose. The purpose of this section is to establish standards for Special
Events on private properties, public roads, and public property. It is the intent of the Town Board
to protect the public health, safety, quietude, and welfare through the issuance of permits for
Special Events located within the city.

Section 512.02: Permit Required. Any person conducting or desiring to conduct, coordinate,
or sponsor a Special Event in the Town shall first obtain a permit. The following are categories
of Special Events requiring a permit:

A. Athletic Event. An athletic event means any scheduled and registered event or gathering
of persons for physical exertion that moves from one location to another such as running,
walking, bicycling, cross country skiing, and other recreational activities upon any city
street, sidewalk, trail, or path for cause, contest, or benefit. All athletic events that start,
traverse, and/or finish in the Town are subject to this Section.

B. Parade. A parade means any procession or motorcade, consisting of persons, animals,
vehicles, or a combination thereof upon the streets, sidewalks, or other public grounds
within the city that interferes with the normal flow or regulation of traffic upon the
streets, sidewalks, or other public grounds.

C. Public Event. A public event means any public non-commercial event, similar nature to
an athletic event, hosted by a property owner on a specific private parcel of land. This



does not include social gatherings or private parties or athletic events in public parks.
Such events would include sports tournaments or water access events.

Section 512.03: Permit Application Requirements. Any person conducting, coordinating, or
sponsoring a Special Event shall submit a completed permit application form provided by the
Town, and the Special Event shall not commence until a permit is issued. Details to be included
on the application include:

A. Event organizer details to include name. date-of-birth and contact information for the
primary person responsible for organizing the event.

B. Event details, to include a general description, date, hours, setup/takedown times, timing
of any road closures, and whether the event is annually recurring.

C. Event specifics, to include use of firearms/pyrotechnics/fireworks, tents/canopies,

propane, power generation, sound amplification and musical entertainment, carnival

rides, animals, temporary structures, charitable gambling, food service, alcohol/liquor,

portable restrooms and handwashing, waste/recycling, parks, and parking restrictions.

The approximate number of people expected to attend the event.

The names, addresses, and phone numbers of vendors and entertainers.

Security contractor information, if required, to include the number of security personnel

to be employed, along with their name, address, contact phone number, and email

address.

G. Other information as required by the Town Clerk.

Section 512.04: Review. The application shall be referred to the Town Board for review of the
contents of the application and for recommendation as to matters of public safety.

Section 512.05: Permit Performance Standards and Conditions. The following Special
Event standards shall apply:

A. If the Special Event does not occur completely within a public roadway or on another
publicly-owned property, the organizer must distribute a notice to all properties
immediately adjacent to the event location. A copy of the notice should be included
with the application. The notice shall include:

1. Name of the event
Location of the venue
Date of the event
Time of the event
Contact information for questions

B. The Town Board may issue the permit with such conditions and requirements as are
necessary to protect the safety and rights of the public including the requirement that
private security personnel, contracted police services, and/or emergency medical
technicians be employed by the permittee in the conduct of the event.



C. The applicant shall be responsible for clean-up, proper disposal of garbage and trash,
and restoration of the special event site or route to the same condition as existed prior
to the event. The applicant shall be responsible for the reasonable costs incurred by
the Town for clean-up, proper disposal of garbage and trash, and restoration of the
special event site.

Section 512.06: Fee

A non-refundable permit fee in an amount set by the Town Fee Schedule shall be made to
the Town Clerk at the time the application is made.

The applicant shall submit a refundable deposit to cover any costs incurred by the Town
for clean-up, police services, or other costs generated by the event. The minimum deposit
should be an amount set by the Fee Schedule. The Town Clerk may increase the deposit
based on the nature of the event.

Multi-day Special Events will require a permit and permit fee for each day of the event as
set forth in the fee schedule but may count as one special event in regards to Section
512.10.C.

All costs incurred as a result of the event shall be reimbursed in full to the Town by the
applicant or sponsoring organization within 30 days of receipt of an itemized invoice
from the Town.

Section 512.07: Denial of Application. A permit may be denied based upon a determination

that:

The event lacks sufficient sanitation, security personnel, first aid, or other safety
precautions;

The applicant failed to complete the application form after being notified of the
additional information or conditions required;

. The applicant cannot meet or is unwilling to meet, or has a demonstrated history of not

meeting the requirements of this ordinance;

Other issues in the public interest were identified by the Town Clerk;

Failure to prepay fees.

The applicant or property has hosted one other event during the calendar year.

Section 512.08: Exemption from Permit. The Town and groups authorized by license from the
Town to use public parks and facilities for their intended purpose shall be exempt from the



requirements of this Article. Properties that are within the GB, General Business District and/or
that are otherwise permitted via a conditional use permit to host events are excepted from the
requirements of this Article.

Section 512.09: Use of Town Facilities for Special Events. Except for Special Events hosted
by the Town and community groups with a license to use Town facilities for the intended
purpose of said facilities, no special event may use Town facilities. Park facilities including
parking are intended for public park use only and are not available for Special Events.

Section 512.10: Restrictions on Special Events.

A. No Special Events shall be held or conducted between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 9:00
a.m.

B. No special events shall utilize a Township public roadway that is deemed to be a Rustic
or Scenic Road.

C. No more than two special event permits may be granted in any three month period. No
two events may occur on the same day. The events shall be granted in the order of the
receipt of the permit application.

Section 512.11: Noise Regulation. Each person who is issued a Special Event permit shall
comply in all respects with all applicable noise and nuisance provisions of the Town Code.
Additionally, the noise produced by the event shall not disturb the peace and quietude of
neighboring residential property owners or residential tenants.

Section 512.12: Revocation. Any Special Event permit issued by the Town may be suspended
or revoked upon a finding that the permittee, during the term of the permit, failed to comply
with:

Any provision of this ordinance;

Any directive or order issued by a law enforcement officer;

Any condition imposed upon the issuance of the permit;

Any term, restriction, or provision stated upon the permit; or

Any applicable federal or state statute, administrative rule, or city or county ordinance.

Section 512.13: Penalty. Any person who violates any provision of this Chapter is guilty of a
misdemeanor and shall, upon conviction thereof, be punished according to law. Each act of
violation and each day a violation occurs or continues constitutes a separate offense. In all cases
the Town shall be entitled to collect its enforcement costs as permitted by law.

Section 3. Fee Schedule Updated. Section 1301.05 is hereby updated to include the following
fee:

AN INTERIM ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING A STUDY AND IMPOSING A
MORATORIUM ON THE OPERATION OF CANNABIS BUSINESSES &
ESTABLISHMENT OF CERTAIN AGRICULTURAL BUILDINGS

Section 1. Background

WHEREAS, the Minnesota Legislature enacted and the Governor signed 2023 Minnesota
Session Laws Chapter 63 — H.F. No. 100 (the “Act”), which proved for the legalization and
licensing of cannabis and cannabis businesses; and

WHEREAS, the Act provides local units of government certain authority related to cannabis
businesses, including the authority to adopt reasonable restrictions on the time, place, and
manner of such businesses, review license requests, register cannabis businesses, and adopt
certain other regulations related to cannabis businesses; and

WHEREAS, the Act requires the newly created Office of Cannabis Management (“OCM”) to
work with local governments to develop model ordinances to impose reasonable restrictions on
the time, place, and manner of the operation of cannabis businesses. The Act also required the
OCM to establish additional rules and regulations relating the operation of cannabis businesses.
The Town will benefit from reviewing and analyzing the OCM’s model ordinances, rules, and
regulations before making any regulatory decisions related to cannabis businesses in the Town;
and

WHEREAS, the Act expressly allows a local unit of government that is conducting studies or
has authorized a study to be conducted or has held or scheduled a hearing for the purpose of
considering adoption or amendment of reasonable restrictions on the time, place, and manner of
the operation of cannabis businesses to adopt an interim ordinance applicable to all or part of its
jurisdiction for the purpose of protecting the planning process and the health, safety, and welfare
of its citizens. The interim ordinance may regulate, restrict, or prohibit the operation of cannabis
businesses within the jurisdiction or a portion thereof until January 1, 2025; and

WHEREAS, given the uncertainty regarding model ordinances to be developed by the OCM and
the broad scope of the changes to Minnesota law brought about by the Act, the Town Board
determines it is in the best interest of the Town to adopt an interim ordinance for the purpose of
protecting the planning process; and

WHEREAS, as a non-commercial and agricultural based Township, the May Town Board also
finds it necessary to study the impact of the Act on agricultural operations and other permitted
uses within the Town; and



WHEREAS, the Town Board desires to conduct a study for the purpose of considering the
adoption of amendment of reasonable restrictions on the time, place, and manner of operation of
cannabis businesses as well as the other regulations local units of government may adopt under
the Act; and

WHEREAS, on November 2, 2023, after providing at least 10 days published notice, the Town
Board held a public hearing regarding the consideration and adoption of an interim ordinance
placing a moratorium on the establishment or operation of cannabis businesses until January 1,
2025 and the establishment of certain agricultural buildings in excess of the accessory building
allowances in Section 705.05.C.1 for one year from the date of adoption.

Section 2. Authority

Pursuant to the authority of Minnesota Statutes Section 342.13 (e) and 462.355 Subdivision 4, a
municipality is permitted to adopt an interim ordinance prohibiting certain development and uses
within its jurisdiction, or any portion thereof, until such time as amended official controls are
adopted.

Section 3. Definitions.

“Act” means the 2023 Minnesota Session Laws, Chapter 63 (H.F. No. 100).

2. “Agricultural Building” means the definition given in the Town Zoning Ordinance
Section 702.01 (4).

3. “Cannabis Business” has the meaning given to the term in Minnesota Statutes, Section
342.01, Subdivision 14.

4. “Town” means May Township, Washington County.

5. “Town Board” means the Board of Supervisors of May Township.

6. “Edible Cannabinoid Product” has the meaning given to the term in Minnesota Statutes
Section 151.72, Subdivision 1 (f).

7. “OCM” means the Office of Cannabis Management, established as set forth in Minnesota
Statutes, Section 342.02, Subdivision 1.

8. “Ordinance” means this interim ordinance, which is adopted pursuant to Minnesota

Statutes 342.13 (e) and 462.355, Subdivision 4.

Section 4. Study Authorized. The Town will conduct a study regarding the adoption or
amendment of reasonable restrictions on the time, place, and manner of the operation of
Cannabis Businesses, as well as the other potential local regulations allowed under the Act. The
Town Board may have the Town Planning Commission assist in conducting the study and report
to the Town Board with its recommendations. The study must include a review of the model
ordinances the OCM is directed to draft under Minnesota Statutes Section 342.13 (d), an analysis
of potential setback regulations allowed under Minnesota Statutes 343.13 (c), and such other
matters those conducting the study may determine are relevant to the Town Board’s
consideration of this matter. If the Town Board requests the Planning Commission with the
study, the Planning Commission shall make a recommendation to the Town Board on whether
the Town should adopt regulations and, if so, the recommended type of regulations.



Section 5. Cannabis Business Moratorium. A moratorium is hereby imposed regarding the
operation of a Cannabis Business within the Town. Until January 1, 2025, no business, person,
or entity may establish or operate a Cannabis Business within the jurisdictional boundaries of the
Town. During the term of this Ordinance, the Town shall not accept, process, or act upon any
application, site plan, building permit, zoning request, or other approval, including any requested
confirmation, certification, approval, or other request from the OCM or other governmental
entity requesting the Town to review an application or proposal for a business proposing to
engage in the operation of a Cannabis Business.

Section 6. Agricultural Building Moratorium. A moratorium is hereby imposed regarding the
establishment of new agricultural buildings in excess of a gross square footage of 5,000 square
feet per property. This moratorium shall be in place for one year from adoption.

Section 7. Severability. Every section, provision, and part of this Ordinance is declared
severable from every other section, provision, and part thereof. If any section, provision, or part
of this Ordinance is found to be held invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, such judgment
shall not invalidate any other section, provision, or part of this Ordinance.

Section 8. Effective Date
This ordinance becomes effective upon passage and publication according to law.

Chair Pazlar,

Not sure if you’ve seen the draft County 2024-2028 CIP yet, but just wanted to share with you that the
County Highway 3 Improvement construction project is no longer shown in the current CIP and
therefore we are planning to shelve the project. The County still feels that the Township-supported
“limited scope improvement project” is still valid and would like to see it move forward, but at this time
there are other needs county-wide that require prioritization. We plan to get the project plans to a
stopping point this fall and would pick these back up in the future. We do not plan to maintain our
contract with the design consultant until we get a better idea of when the project would get picked back
up again. We wanted to reach out to you directly to assure you there is no funny business going on here
— County Public Works still think that pavement improvement-based project will be warranted at some
point, and are willing to wait on the other components of the project (stabilizing the Warner Nature
Pond slope with a retaining wall and adding an eastbound to southbound turn lane from County
Highway 4 (170%™ St N) to County Highway 3) until the pavement condition warrants reassessment. We
will continue to monitor the Norell corridor over the next several years to inform reprogramming.

L Provisions. All applicable provisions of the Town of May Code and any future revisions or
amendments to these ordinances, shall be complied with.

-8 Scope. This permit specifically allows for the bringing of fill and regrading of the lot in accordance
with the plans dated July 27, 2022, as may be modified by Resolution 2022-23 and any other approval by any relevant
agency.

3, Hours of Operation. Operations shall be conducted only between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00
p.m.
